New Businesses Will Have 
Positive Impact on Community

$3,000,000 in total output, with 
over $750,000 income into the 
local community is the possibility 
of one year of operation by two 
new home grown businesses in 
Cross Plains was the good news 
from Bob Forman to the Kiwanis 
luncheon meeting October 17 
along with a good rain that started 
during the meeting. A large turnout 
of civic leaders and visitors joined 
the local K; wanians to hear the 
Economic Impact Analysis 
prepared by Forman, who is the 
remaining Economic Development 
specialist in the Abilene office 
after the reorganization of WTU 
into AEP, He has been assisting 
local communities with their 
economic development since 1996. 
Forman analyzed the impact of 
Barr Manufacturing and Potter 
Game Tables who have started 
new businesses here. Forman was 
introduced by Dr. Charles 
Rodenberger, who commented that 
new businesses could provide a 
stable economy for Cross Plains 
for years to come. Home grown 
busines.ses arc more likely to stay 
in the community than are busi­
nesses that come in from the 
outside, as happened to the 
fumituie manufacturing business 
in Santa Anna.
A major problem for new startups 

is getting initial funding. Forman

gave several ways that the commu­
nity could assist developing 
companies, including adding 
another one-half cent sales tax to 
the current tax that is used for 
economic development. Steve 
Mack, bank president and chair of 
the Economic Development 
Committee stated that this small 
increase would bring an additional 
badly needed $28,000 for assisting 
new companies. Keith Lawrence, 
with Lawrence Farm and Ranch 
Supply, a EDC member, stated that 
the lack of the tax has not brought 
new business to Cross Plains, and 
the added tax would bring the city 
to the same tax as all of the large 
surrounding cities where many 
local citizens shop.
Both new companies arc also 
looking for investors that would 
share profits from the successful 
operation of the^ompanies,^hich

TxDOT plans include 
closing 14 picnic areas

ABILENE, Texas — The Texas 
Department of Transportation 
(TxDOT) has been looking at ways 
to more effectively use Ks limKed 
resources and at the same time 
improve current facilities to give 
taxpayers more for their money. 
One area the local district office 
has found to do this is by optimiz­
ing the operations of roadside pic­
nic areas. Picnic areas differ from 
rest areas in that the latter has 
restroom facilities.

A team of inspectors from the 
Abilene district visited and re­
searched the usage of each of Ks 
44 picnic areas. They determined 
that improvements were needed 
for all of the areas to make them 
nTore desirable. And, in some cases, 
the Inspectors recommended clos­
ing the facility.

“Among the reasons for closing 
the picnic areas,” Bill Hale, Abilene 
district engineer, said are, “their 
close proximity to a town, another 
picnic area or rest area, a high 
vandalism record at the facility, 
and in some instances, a hangout 
at night and on weekends for indi­
viduals engaging in undesirable

activKies.
“Also, low usage by the targeted 

traveling public, the area not regu­
larly patrolled by law enforcement, 
and the arbors and tables at the sKe 
in need of repair and or reconstruc­
tion.

“Additionally,” Hale continued, 
“the $56,000 spent yearly main­
taining these 14 facilities would be 
better spent on the remaining 30 
picnic areas. Because of this, the 
traveling public will receive more 
for their money In the way of picnic 
areas. *

On the advice of the inspection 
team, district officials have begun 
the process of closing 14 of the 44 
picnic areas. Picnic areas either 
ctosed or in the process of being 
closed are in the following counties 
on the roadways shown: Callahan, 
SH 36; Rsher, SH 70 and GS 180 
(East); Haskell, US 380 (East) and 
CIS 277 (South); and, Howard, US 
87 (North).

Also, Jones, US 180 (East) and 
SH 6 (East); Kent, US 380; Nolan, 
SH 153; Scurry. US 180 (West); 
Stonewall, SH 283 and US 83 
(North); andTaylor, US 84 (South).

2000-2001 COUNTY HARVEST RECOMMENDATIONSLandowners and sportsmen are 

reminded that the general deer 
hunting season In Callahan County 
will begin on Saturday. November 
4, 2000 and run through Sunday, 
January 7, 2001.

As in the past, no special antlerless 
deer permits or tags will be re­
quired for harvesting antlerless 
(doe) deer in Callahan County. 
Only the appropriate tag from the 
required hunting license will be 
necessary.

Annual fall deer surveys are con­
ducted during August and Sep­
tember each year to determine 
overall deer density, reproduction 
and sex ratios. Because it is impos­
sible to survey each individual 
ranch, standard survey lines are 
established and conducted each 
year. By collecting this trend Infor­
mation over a period of years, it is 
Impossible to make density esti­
mates and general harvest recom­
mendations for a particular area.

It should be stressed that these 
harvest recommendations are very 
gmeral. Deer densities may very 
greatly in a given area, even be­
tween adjoining ranches. A ranch 
which is overstocked, overgrazed, 
and/or over hunted will not support 
as many deer as a well managed 
ranch where selective harvest is 
practiced.

Therefore it is important for each 
landowner to look closely at his 
g a tin g  deer herd and decide how 
rriany deer need to be harvested, if 
iny. The bag limits established by 
the Texas Parks and Wildlife de­
partment are intended to be used 
as broad guidelines, which will ac-
