Callahan County Sheriff's
Office Needs Your Help

The Callahan County sheriff's
office is currently seeking help
from the citizens of the county on
a few cases that have occurred in
the past few months. The first is a
burglary, which occurred in the
Cottonwood area, sometime
between the dates of Saturday
October 21st and Wednesday
October 25th, a person or persons
entered a residence south of the
cemetery and stole several items
from that residence. Items taken
from the house were various tools,
and several hand tools that were in
the house. The total amount of the
items taken was approximately
$650. A relative of the victims
spoke with a subject at the
Cottonwood cemetery about this
case, but was unable to remember
his name. The Sheriff's
department would like to speak
with this person, if he could
contact us with any information he

might have.
The secc:)ﬂ case is a criminal

mischief that occurred in the first
part os this month. Unknown
person or persons tried to run
through several gates on county
road 106, causing a large amount
of monetary damage to the gates
and fences. The subjects also shot

off severiﬂ roungs _f(rg_rp_‘gnr“ifle_of_
" 7.06Z2x39 caliber off the same road.

The vehicle used will have front
end damage and possibly some
rear damage as well.

The third case is an aggravated
robbery that occurred in Putnam
on August 11, 2000. A white
female had just got off work at the

Red Barn Liquor Store when she
was attacked and robbed. A black
male subject was waiting in her car
when he attacked her. This female
subject received numerous
injuries and her purse was taken
along with approximately S90 in
cash. The attacker is described as
a black male 19-21 years of age
having a muscular build.

Finally there have been several
reports in the past few months of
criminal mischief occurring in the
Cross Plains area. There have
been several reports of mailboxes
destroyed and road signs taken.

"As Time Goes By"

When we were very young we en-
joyed a very large, extended family.
Two sets of grandparents, a couple
of great grandmothers, a boodle of
uncles, simply scads of aunts and
absolutely JILLIONS of cousins and
cousins and more cousins.

Family Get Togethers seemed al-
most like carnivals or/a family cir-
cus. On justone side of the family we
had nine aunts and nine uncles; on
the other side four aunts and four
uncles. Before we realized as time
would.go by; we would accumulate
more and more cousins as the days
went on.

On one side there were twenty-one
cousins, on the other side ten and
then as time went by that ten became
eleven.

Time now seemed to be gaining
us. We losttwo or three cousins, then
more and more aunts, uncles and
more cousins.

Only one now remaining our Aunt
IlaJoon the fraternal side. No uncles
remain. More cousins have de-
parted; on Mama's side of the origi-
nal twenty-one cousins; seventeen
still remain.

As time goes by, though some w¢
have lost, we have gained others. Of
the fifty-three great-grandchildren
on the one side about three have been
lost, but as usual we have already
another whole new generation plus’
another generation has already be-
gan.

On the fraternal side, of the eleven .

cousins we all are still here, and all
our offspring of which I count
twenty-eight are still with us. Of our
grandchildren and this is a very:
loose count, I am estimating thirty-
one.

Tragically though last year we lost

a fourteen year old boy in the Fort .

Barbara Worcester, a resident of
Clyde, Texas, who was diagnosed
with Parkinson's disease 12 years
ago, has contributed poetry to a
compilation of poems, narratives
and artwork that expresses the per-
sonal experiences of people living
with the debilitating neurological
disorder.

Ms. Worcester contributed six
poems and a narrative to Voices
from the Parking Lot parkinson's
insights and perspectives, which has
been published by the Princeton,
NJ-based Parkinson Alliance, a na-
tional nonprofit organization which
raises money to finance Parkinson's
disease research. The book is avail-
able through the organization's web
site, www . parkinsonalliance.net.

In the poetry and narrative she
contributed to Voices from the Park-
ing Lot, Ms. Worcester, who writes
for Parkinson's News fromthe Front
Lines, demonstrates her gift for
humor and the ability to cut straight
to the heart of Parkinson's. Ms.
Worcester is presenting a copy of
the book to the Clyde Public Li-
brary. Ms. Worcester also writes a
monthly column for the Clyde Jour-
nal entitled "The Children's Cor-
ner."

Dedicated to those who have al-
ready gone before in the struggle
against the disease, Voices from the
Parking Lot is where people with
Parkinson's gather to share their

" stories about the disease that af-
fects more than 1 million Ameri-
cans.

Voices from the Parking Lot also
offers solace to others imprisoned
by Parkinson’s. It is an emotional
roller coaster through the world of
Parkinson's disease. The 27 con-
tributors of' the 75 passages and
15 artworks are people with
Parkinson's, caregivers and family
members.

The book grew out of an art
exhibit of paintings by Jane Scott,
an artist based in Peoria, lllinois,
and photographs by Marc Esser of
Glasford, lllinois. Their exhibit, "The
Letting Go - A Parkinson’s Story,"
chronicles Ms. Scott's father,
Claude Scott, through his struggle
and transformation after his diag-
nosis of Parkinson's disease. The

collection contains 22 watercolors
and photographs.

Voices from the Parking Lot is the
inspiration of Margaret Tuchman,
president of The Parkinson Alli-
ance, who was diagnosed with
Parkinson's disease 20 years ago.
She conceived of collecting an
anthology of literary works to give
voice to the artistic images. “We all

personal stories to be included in
the book.

In a special review of the book,
Helen Gurley Brown, Editor-in-Chief
of Cosmopolitan International Edi-
tions, writes, “| have become aware
of Parkinson's because the hus-
band of a dear friend fought so
valiantly against the disease, then
died of complications.

Auto thefts down in state;
pickup theft still tops list

Austin — Even though there's
been a slight decrease in the total
number of vehicle thefts in Texas
in the last year, the GM pickup
truck remains the favorite pick of
thieves.

In 1999, there were 91,992 auto
thefts in Texas, down from 96,614
in 1998, according to the Texas
Automobile Theft Prevention Au-
thority (ATPA), a section of the
Texas Department of Transporta-
tion.

Three of the top ten most stolen
vehicles were pickup trucks. GM,
Ford and Dodge trucks were the
first, second and seventh choices
of thieves, respectively. The Honda
Accord edged out the Olds Cutlass
as the third most stolen vehicle in
Texas.

Once again, Houston had the
most vehicle thefts in 1999 with
24,705, followed closely by Dallas
with 23,193.

October is “Watch Your Car”
Month and the ATPA warns Tex-
ans that even if they drive an old
car instead of a shiny new car, they
need to actively protect themselves
against vehicle theft.

“Auto thieves often steal cars to
commit other offenses,” said Su-
san Sampson, ATPA's director of
public education, “so any car can
be a target.”

Once again, Texas statistics show
that most thieves are teenagers.
Law enforcement agents arrested
9,320 people aged 15 to 19 on
vehicle theft charges in 1999. The
ATPA encourages residents to pro-

tect their vehicles by registering
them free of charge with the Watch
Your Car H.E.A.T (Help End Auto
Theft) program. Call 1-800-CAR-
WATCH for information.

During October, law enforcement
officers will ticket motorists who

leave an engine running on an
unattended vehicle, a violation that
carries a fine of up to $200.

PET TALK

If your dog Spot géts a spot on
his lung, he’s probably not alone.

Cancer in animals - especially
dogs — is as common as cancer in
humans, says a Texas A&M
University veterinarian who
specializes in treating and diagnos-
ing the disease. Dr. Claudia Barton
has done extensive research in
animal cancer and says the disease
seems to surface as often in the
animal world as it does among
humans. :

But unlike people, certain
animals seem to have much higher
incidence rates of cancer. Dogs are
at the top of the list, followed by
cats. Their chances of getting
cancer are higher than humans
contracting the disease, she says.

But humans have a much
higher cancer rate than horses or
cows, while cancer in birds is rare.

“We do know that certain
species of animals seem to get
cancer more than others. Why
this happens, we just don’t
know,” Barton explains.

“Dogs, for instance, have higher
rates of skin cancer, breast cancer
and bone cancer, and also leuke-
mia. Humans have more lung
cancer, which we attribute to
smoking, and more gastrointestinal
cancers, which are probably related
to diet.

“But by using dogs as models
and learning from them, we can
apply some of what we know about
cancer to humans,” Barton adds.

Barton says the incidence of
cancer in dogs is higher than it was
25 or 30 years ago because animals
are living longer. It is not uncom-
mon, she says, to see 18-year-old
dogs and 21-year-old cats.

“The longer an animal lives,
you see the diseases of aging just
like you see in people,” she
explains. “You see more cancer,
more heart disease and kidney
trouble in animals just as you
might see in older people.”

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Rep. Stenholm's Ag Talk

Boll Weevil Eradication Work

Texas' effort to rid the state of the
destructive boll weevil is set to
receive additional help The recently
passed Ag Appropriations bill con-
tains $79.1 million for states fight-
ing the cotton-eating beetle. Texas
is expected to receive about $25
million, far from the $5 million a
year that Texas has been granted
in the past. | have no doubt that
this program is making positive
strides for the cotton industry and
U.S. consumers.

Boll weevils first showed up on
the border near Brownsville in the
late 1800’'s. Since then, they have
spread throughout Texas and other
states causing harm to all cotton
fields. These pests are the top threat
to cotton, Texas' largest cash crop.
The boll weevil cost Texas farmers
about $50 million each yearthrough
crop losses and increased spend-
ing on crop pesticides.

Earlier this year, state officials
announced the Southern Rolling
Plains Eradication Zone boll weevil
free, the first zone in Texas to be
successfully eradicated. With con-
tinued work, hopefully Texas will
have more successful areas like
the Southern Rolling Plains. Intimes
of extreme hardships for cotton
farmers, the elimination of the boll
weevil would provide relief during
these difficult times.

USDA Provides Additional
Help For Struggling Dairy
Farmers
On Tuesday, Agriculture Secre-
tary Dan Glickman told America’s
dairy farmers that significant new
assistance is on the way. In addi-
tion to the assistance provided for
livestock feed losses and crop di-
saster, the agriculture appropria-
tions bill that President Clinton is
expected to sign soon, provides an
estimated S667 million to assist
dairy farmers with low milk prices,
which have declined for 3 con-

secutive years.

The current prices are at their
lowest level since 1991, This sup-
port will help small- and medium-
size dairy farms survive through
these difficulttimes. The assistance
payments will be made to dairy
farmers who received payments in
the previous two years, as well as
new producers.

In addition, USDA will expand its

Dairy Options Pilot Program. This
program aids dairy farmers in plac-
ing a “floor” under the price they
receive for milk by using the fu-
tures and options markets. Further
details are expected to be an-
nounced next month.

Watershed Improvement

During the past 50 years, the
Natural Resources Conservation
Service has provided assistance
for the development of water re-
source projects through the PL-
566 or Small Watershed Program.
This program assisted in the con-
struction of 10,400 small dams in
46 states to aid in flood prevention,
fish and wildlife habitat improve-
ment, enhancement of water qual-
ity, and a variety of other benefits.

However, more than 5,000 of
these dams are over 30 years old
and are approaching the end of
their expected life span. Even more
importantly, some now pose a se-
rious threat to public health and
safety.

Because of this, Congress took
action by passing a bill, H.R. 728,
to provide cost-share assistance to
local organizations to rehabilitate
these structures. This action could
benefit the 17th District, since of
the 449 project dams in our dis-
trict, over 10% are in need of struc-
tural repair. The projected funding
needed for this rehabilitation work
within the 17th District alone, is
almost S14 million.

House Passes Grain
Standards Act of 2000

The House and Senate has com-
pleted action on legislation reau-
thorizing the U.S. Grain Standards
Act and updating the U.S. Ware-
house Act.

With today’s world market, it is
vital that our farmers and com-
modity merchants have access to
the best technical support possible
to help them compete in the global
market. This legislation helps con-
tinue that tradition by reauthoriz
ing the official inspection and
weighing activities of the Grain In-
spection, Packers and Stockyards
Administration.

It also updates the U.S. Ware-
house Act and provides for the use
of electronic documentation under
the Act. The cotton industry moved
to the use of electronic documen-
tation several years ago with much
success. This legislation will pro-
vide that same opportunity to the
grains and oilseeds sectors.

Jewelry Allergies Are Most
Often Caused By Nickel

When your wedding ring makes
your finger itch, don't think it's an
omen. Check out the nickel content
of your jewelry.

"Nickel dermatitis is fairly com-
mon," said Dr. Rajani Katta, assis-
tant professor of dermatology at
Baylor College of Medicine. "Nickel
is very common in jewelry. Even 14
karat gold contains nickel."

Katta said a skinallergy from nickel
will appear directly under the jew-
elry, causing a patchy red, itchy rash.
The allergy can develop at any time
in life.

"Often, patients don't think the rash

Though some people are so sensi-
Live to nickel that even lightly touch-
ing it causes a reaction, most people
develop the rash only in certain cir-
curstances, Katta said.

"If you wash your hands frequently,
soap and water left under the jewelry
break down your skin barrier and
can cause the nickel to penetrate
your skin," she said. "Or, sweat can
Icach the nickel out.”

Once a rash develops, it siowly
disappears after the offending jew-
clry is removed. A topical steroid
cream can reduce the symptoms.

Katta said if you're not overly sen-
sitive to nickel, the best advice is to
keep skin dry and free of soap and
water residue.

[f the rash appears routinely under
a weddingring, several clear coats of
nail polish inside the ring can be an
casy solution, she said. Another
possibility is to have the inside of the
band platinum-plated.

Unfortunately, for those allergic to
nickel, jewelry is not the only cul-
prit.

"One patient came in who sews a
lot. We determined it was the nickel
in the handle of her scissors that was
causing the problem,” Katta said.

With one careful finger, Punkin
feathered the dirt away from the
radish poking out of its soil bed.
“Can | pick it now, Grammy?" she
asked.

Again, today, | answered, “Sure,
Sweetie, but just one.”

The mysteries of soil and seed
and sun and rain filled her with
excitement. The tiny seeds sown
only 25 days ago had become red,
ripe, ready-to-eat radishes.

In the magical first beginnings of
our farm adventure, pint-sized
Punkin helped me with everything.
She was my little shadow, follow-
ing me through the daily chores,
filled with the sense of adventure a
new lifestyle carries.

So much was new to her, and
some things were just too wonder-
ful for words. Even as the task
became routine, finding an egg
could still bring a smile as fresh as
the egg itself. Every day, the story
of hen and nest and egg unfolded
as a new miracle.

She led the tour each day, re-
minding me almost hourly
“Grammy, isn't it time to go check
for eggs? Grammy, shouldn't we
feed the calves now? Can we take
these peelings to the rabbits?
Should we check the carrots yet?”
We'd head outdoors, always with
one or more dogs stumbling be
tween our feet.

Our first garden saw six-year-old
Punkin every single day. The gar-
den was bigger than the entire lot
we left in the city, but it looked
really small at the edge of a 20 acre
field

Punkin helped me dig and fertilize
and smooth the earth. She helped
form raised beds and rake a furrow
from one end of a row to the other.

| poured a few seeds into her hand
and watched while she deposited
each one where my finger pointed.

Then it rained and shined, rained
and shined. All that happens in
secret beneath the ground began
to swellin evidence above the brown
earth. Greens poked through the
dirt. All day long, they fed well on
the soil, drank of the abundant
rains, and reached up to hug the
sun.,

Punkin was enthralled with the
processes and the daily discover-
ijes. She brushed away the soll
around a radish sprout and called
me over to see the red globe grow-
ing up in hiding.

From then on, nearly every day
we had to check the growth of the
radishes and carrots and potatoes,
and even the above-ground peas
and corn in the garden. She'd pick
away atthe dirt cocoon around two
or three plants to see if they were
any bigger than yesterday, then
press all the dirt back into place so
it could finish its work. She'd say,
“Sorry to bother you, little carrot
Go back to growing”.

When the carrots were about half-
way ripe, the biggest ones looked
large enough to pick as they lay
buried in the dirt, tops slightly ex-
posed.

So I'd say, “Yes, just one,” and
she’dtugonthe leaves. Once pulled
free of the earth's blanket, she
would realize it was only a finger
ling that had a little more growing
to do, and would stuff it back down
in its bed, covering it securely to
the neck.

Cross Plains residents included
in Unclaimed Property List

AUSTIN—Texas Comptroller
Carole Keeton Rylander's annual
Unclaimed Property List appears in
Texas newspapers Sunday, Octo-
ber 22, bringing thousands of hard-
working families and business own
ers some good news: the state
wants to give them money.

“This year's Unclaimed Property
List contains arecord 130,163 new
names of unclaimed property own-
ers who have more than $68 mil-
lion coming to them,” Comptroller
Rylander said. “Everyone whose
name appears on the list has at
Jeast S100 coming to them, or
maybe some stock or the contents
of a forgotten safe deposit box."

“These are names of only the
unclaimed property owners who
have been reported to the state
within the last year,” Comptroller
Rylander said. “Altogether, the state
is holding more than $786 million
that rightfully belongs to Texas
families and business owners, and
| want to give it back.”

Those from Cross Plains Un-
claimed Property List include:
James K. Beauchamp, Rocky
Callaway, Emily Gray Foster,
Frederic A. Gilbert, Jim B. Hataway,
S.K. Spurlock, and William
Wataterws

Comptroller Rylander urged all
Texans to look for their names on
the list in the Sunday, October 22,
newspaper and also check the more
extensive unclaimed property data
base on her Web site at

<www.window.state.tx.us/up/>, to
see whether the state is holding
any unclaimed property for them.

Unclaimed property can be any-
thing from an uncollected pay-
check, to a forgotten utility deposit
or a long-dormant bank account
The law requires businesses and
financial institutions to turn un-
claimed assets over to the state
after three to five years, if the own-
ers cannot be found.

Some examples of the unclaimed
property being held by the state
include: uncashed checks —
$133,049,282; dormant bank ac
counts — $96,328,760; insurance
— $105,902,491; utility refunds —
$12,012,587; royalties —
$43,867,474; unclaimed wages —
$26,578,025; other assets —
$364,398,610

“While the state holds this money,
it is used to help pay for state
services, such as public education.
But it belongs to its rightful owners
forever, and | would much rather
see it go into the owners’ pockets,
than into a state vault,” Comptrol-

ler Rylander said. “During FY 2000, '

| returned more than $49 million in
unclaimed property to its rightful
owners

If your October 22 newspaper
does not include the Unclaimed
Property List, and if you do not
have Internet access to the data-
base, call the Comptroller's office
at 1-800-654-3463 for a free search
to see if the state is holding any
unclaimed property in your name.
