Lexie married James Franklin 
Robertson and moved to Rising Star 
in 1920. She was elected and served 
as principal and high school English 
teacher for six years. Delta Kappa 
Gamma Society International 
extended Honorary Membership. 
She founded the Study Club for 
teachers, housewives, young 
mothers and girls desiring to 
improve their lives with knowledge 
and meaningful civic activities. The 
organization was named The 
Saturday Club, to accommodate 
teachers. It became Federated with 
Texas Federation in 1921. The club 
is most active and outstanding 
today. Members built a library for 
their meetings and community 
advantage. The quaint white stucco 
building was the office of the first 
Soil C onservation  Serv ice 
established in Rising Star.

The Methodist Church was an 
integral part of Lexie Dean 
Robertson. She attended regularly 
for her lifetime and gave many 
programs sharing her poetry and 
love with enthusiasm.

Water District 
will be Subject 

of December 5th 
Meeting to be 
Held in Rising Star
W ater con tinues to be an 

important topic on the minds on 
Texans. With the popuiation of the 
state continuing to increase at an 
ever increasing rate, water is fast 
becoming one of the m ost 
important issues facing Texas in 
the new century. One of the ways 
that Texans are addressing the 
water issue is through the creation 
of underground and /or surface 
water conservation districts.

Caliahan and Eastland County 
residents will have the opportunity 
to learn more about the facts and 
myths of underground water 
conservation districts at an 
upcoming educational program 
December 5th. The meeting will be 
held in Rising Star at the Baptist 
Church on Highway 183 at 7:00 
p.m . The m eeting is being 
coordinated by the Callahan and 
E astland County Extension 
Service in response to increased 
interest over the creation of a water 
district in surrounding counties.

There are several critically 
im portant questions that all 
citizens need to answer and have 
the information available to make 
viable decisions on the future of 
water issues in Texas: (1) Does 
ground and surface water need to 
be managed? (2) Who can or will 
manage water? {3) Is your water 
quality and quantity adequate and 
will it always be that way? (4) How 
will water planning or lack of 
planning affect the economic 
future of county residents?

Many of (these questions will be 
answ ered as well as o ther 
questions about legislation, 
property rights, rule of capture, 
ta x in g , th e  a d v a n ta g e s /  
disadvantages of forming water 
districts, and much more. The 
time line for this type of legislative 
action is very short. This will 
probably be the only water issues 
education program held in this 
area before the State Legislation 
convenes in January.

Educators for the program will be 
Dr. Jo e  M cFarland, form er 
Resident Director of the Texas 
A&M University System Research 
and  E x te n s io n  C e n te r  in 
Stephenville, and Mr. Ronnie 
Boston, U.S.D.A. - Resource 
Conservation and Development 
Coordinator from Glen Rose, 
Texas.

Real Christmas Trees: From 
Folklore to an American Tradition

Over 35 million American families 
will celebrate this holiday season 
with a Real Christmas Tree. This is a 
long-standing tradition with many 
families, but where does this tradition 
come from and how did it start? Trees 
of all kinds have long been used as a 
symbol of life. To many ancient 
cu ltu res, evergreens came to 
symbolize immortality, because they 
did not ’die" when winter came, as 
did many other trees and plants. To 
celebrate this triumph of life over 
death, people brought the evergreens 
into their homes.

The first recorded reference to the 
Christmas Ttee dates back to the 16th 
century. In Strasbourg, Germany 
(now part of France), families both 
rich and poor decorated fir trees with 
colored paper, fruits and sweets. The 
retail Christmas Trees lot also dates 
back that far • in those times, older 
women would sell trees harvested 
from nearby forests.

Early decorations consisted mostly 
of food items such as cookies, candy 
and fruit Later, trees were dectaated 
with other items such as ribbon, 
shapes cut out of tin, small books tuid

lace. The first recorded use of lit 
candles to decorate a Tree dates back 
to the 18th century.

By the 17(X)'s, the tradition of the 
decorated Christmas Tree was firmly 
entrenched in Europe. The tradition 
was brought to the United States by 
German settlers and by Hessian 
mercenaries paid to fight in the 
Revolutionary War. In 1804 U.S. 
soldiere stationed at Ftxt Dearborn 
(now Chicago) hauled Trees from 
surrounding woods to their barracks 
at Christmas.

The popularity of the Christmas 
Tree then proliferated. Franklin 
Pierce, our 14ih President brought the 
Christmas Tree tradition to the White 
House. In 1923, President Calvin 
Coolidge su rted  the National 
Christmas Tree Lighting Ceremony 
now held every year on the White 
House lawn.

In 1968, Dan Childress started the 
first Christmas Tkee Farm in the area 
on his farm one mile west and one 
mile south of Cottonwood. For many 
years, local families have enjoyed a 
trip to the farm to choose and cut their 
own fresh, natural Christmas Tree.

NEW AWARD—US Navy and 
Marine Corps Veterans who served 
in combat during World War II or 
the Korean War are now eligible to 
receive the Combat Action Ribbon 
(CAR) retroactively. Secretary of 
the Navy Richard Danzig has re­
cently authorized this award for 
those who served in combat, but 
never received their CAR.

Two blocks of time have been 
designated by Secretary Danzig 
for CAR eligibility. These include 
WWII (Dec. 7, 1941-April 14, 
1946) and Korea (June 27, 1950- 
July 27, 19M).

Navy and Marirw Corps Veterans 
must submit a Standard Form 180 
or a cover letter with the following 
information: full name, social se­
curity number, service number (if 
applicable), period of eligibility, 
unit assignment at the time, and 
current mailing address. Also re­
quired is a copy of Naval Personnel 
Form 553 or Defense Department 
(DD) Form 214; DD-215 (If appli­
cable).

PRESCRIPTION DRUGS—Con­
gress has enacted a la w allowing all 
eligible military retirees and their 
dependents to buy low-cost pre­
scription drugs, starting April 1, 
2001. Honorable discharged retir­
ees who served at least 20 years in 
the military, regardless of where 
they now live, will have three op­
tions for buying drugs; $8 for each 
90 day prescription by mail order; 
a 20 percent co-pay from pharma­
cies within the milKary network; or 
a 25 percent co-pay plus a $150 
deductible from non-network 
pharmacies. There are no premi­
ums, deductibles or caps for the 
first two options.

This information appeared in the 
November AARP BULLETIN. The 
December issue will carry informa­
tion about Congress approving 
'health coverage for life" for retir­
ees and their families under the 
military's Tri-Care System.

Liberty Cemetery Receives Historic Texas Cemetery Designation ^S-Cross Plains Review November 23, 200̂

Committee to lookThe Texas Historical Commission 
(THC) has designated Liberty 
Cemetery as a Historic Texas 
Cemetery.

The designation, reserved for 
cemeteries that are at least SO years 
o ld  and deem ed w orthy of 
preservation for their historic 
associations, means an Affidavit of 
Designation for Cemetery Purposes 
has been issued to the Liberty 
Cemetery and it has been recorded in 
the Eastland County cemetery to 
receive this designation.

"The designation is a tool that will 
increase public awareness of these 
important cultural resources. Such 
Awareness and education are among 
the best ways to guarantee the 
preservation of a cemetery,” said 
Larry Oaks, executive director of 
THC.

C em ete rie s  hold  valuab le  
historical information. They are 
often the last reminders of early 
settlements', historical events, 
religious beliefs, life-styles and 
genealogy.

"Historic cemeteries serve as 
directories of early residents and 
reflect the cultural influences that 
he lped  shape o u r s ta te 's  
communities," said Oaks. "The 
H isto ric  T exas C em etery  
Designation program helps bring 
attention to these community 
treasures and the importance of their 
jMcservation."

W hile the H isto ric  Texas 
Cemetery Designation eiKourages 
cem etery  p rese rv a tio n , th is 
designation cannot guarantee that a 
historic cemetery will not be 
destroyed.

Urban expansion and vandalism 
often threaten historic cemeteries. In 
some rural areas, historic cemeteries 
are threatened by the absence of 
fencing, which allows cattle and

other grazing animals to topple and 
disturb headstones.

In the late 1870’s and early 1880's 
many fam ilies  m oved in to  
southwestern Eastland County 
buying economical fann land. By 
the late 1890's Liberty was a small 
community with a school, general 
m ercantile store, drug store, 
blacksmith shop and a cotton gin. In 
1908 land was purchased by Henry 
Lacy and T.B. Vestal and a small 
church building was completed for 
use of the church of Christ There. 
was also a Baptist church.

The school was later known as 
Union Hill. An 1898 photo of the 
school, shows 29 students, one 
teacher and 4 young siblings who 
came to have their picture made. The 
education of their children was an 
important part of life for the 
community. Poetry and recitations

were frequent entertainment. 
Copies of original poems written by 
the Webb and Holder children are 
still read at family gatherings. There 
were picnics, programs and singing 
schools. In the summer time revivals 
were held, a time of visiting and 
feasting.

In 1899 Samuel Blackwell Webb 
and his wife, Amanda Hayward 
Holder Webb, deeded land for a 
cemetery. The deed was filed into 
record on January 9, 1901. The 
Liberty Cemetery is 140 yards by 70 
yards. It is located 20 miles 
southwestof Cisco and 3 miles north 
of the Pioneer community. There are 
currently 73 known graves inside 
the main cemetery. Outside, a few 
yards away, is a small fenced area 
believed to contain the unmarked 
graves of one or two Mexican 
intinerants. The first listing of the 
graves was made in July, 1963 by

"The colder weather means win­
ter will soon be here,* said Will­
iams. 'Licensed propane techni­
cians in your area are ready to 
inspect your home heating system 
to ensure it's prepared for the 
months ahead.*

*Millions of Texans rely on pro­
pane not only for home and water 
heating, but also for cooking,* 
noted Matthews. *Propanefuel sys­
tems need regular service checks 
to ensure maximum reliability and 
safety.*

*Many systems may not have 
been used for some time,* Garza 
added ”A thorough inspection of 
your home’s heating system is a 
good way to know you'll be able to 
stay warm safely throughout the 
winter.*

According to Williams, Matthews 
and Garza, other important safety 
tips to remember include;

• If your home has a propane 
furnace, water heater, range or 
other conveniences, schedule a 
check of the whole propane sys­
tem — including appliances.

• Your local propane service tech­

nician should check your tank, 
piping, regulators, gauges, con­
nectors, valves, vents, thermostats, 
pilots, burners and appliance con­
trols to make sure they are all in 
good working condition.

• Homes with propane gas logs or 
fireplace system s should be 
checked each fall.

• Naturally odorless propane gas 
has a rotten egg smell added to it to 
help identify any leaks. If you ever 
smell gas, leave the home immedi­
ately without using any electrical 
switches or appliances. Close the 
service valve under the protective 
dome of your tank by turning it to 
the right as far as it can go. Call 
your propane supplier or local fire 
department from a neighbor’s 
phone.

To help consumers properly use 
propane-fueled appliances, the 
Railroad Commission of Texas of­
fers a free safety brochure entitled 
Home Safe Home. Copies are avail­
able in both English and Spanish 
and can be obtained by contacting 
the Railroad Commission’s Alter­
native Fuels Research and Educa­
tion Division toll-free at 1-800-64- 
CLEAR (1-800-642-5327).

Created in 1991 by the Texas
