AUSTIN—Vision care profession­
als fear an aging population and an 
increase in the number of people 
with diabetes will lead to more cases 
of blindness. According to the 
Texas Commission for the Blind, 
an estimated 1,000 Texans need­
lessly lose their sight each year 
because of glaucoma and diabetic 
eye disease.

Most alarming is the number of 
cases of diabetes in Texas, which 
has exploded in recent years. There 
are now more than 1.6 million Tex­
ans with diabetes, increasing the 
chances that more people will suf­
fer permanent vision loss since dia­
betes raises the risk of developing 
several serious eye diseases.

“It doesn’t have to be that way," 
said Dr. Brian Berger, M.D., medi­
cal consultant for the Texas Com­
mission for the Blind. “The prob­
lem is that too many people put off 
getting regular eye examinations 
which can detect the diseases in 
their early stages.”

Blindness caused by glaucoma 
and diabetic retinopathy can IKer- 
ally sneak up on a person, health 
experts say. There is usually no 
pain, no symptoms and seldom 
any noticeable changes in vision, 
until it's too late.

To raise awareness about the 
problem. May has been designated 
National Sight Saving Month. Free 
vision screenings in cooperation 
with Prevent Blindness Texas are 
t>eing held in communities across 
the state.

“Vision toss from these diseases 
is usually permanent,” said Dr. 
Berger. “But regular eye examina-* 
tions can catch diabetic eye dis­
ease and glaucoma before they do 
their dam age.”.

Because these diseafos often pro­
duce no symptoms, regular check - 
ups in which the pupils of the eyes 
are dilated are the best way to

diagnose glaucoma or diabetic eye 
disease before sight is impaired. 
Timely treatment can stow or even 
stop the progression and preserve 
sight.

Dr. Berger said certain factors 
increase the risks of developing 
vision-threatening diseases. The 
Texas Commission for the Blind 
has developed an “Eye-Q" test to 
help determine if a person is at risk: 

You are age 45 or older 
You have diabetes 
You are African American and 

older than age 40 
You are Hispanic 
You have high blood sugar 
You are than 20 percent over 

your ideal weight 
You get limited physical exercise 
Other family members have dia­

betes
Other family members have glau­

coma
“If you can answer ‘yes’ to more 

than four of these items, I urge you 
to discuss this test with an eye care 
professional,” said Dr. Berger.

Texans who lack health iiuur- 
ance to cover medically-necessary 
treatment to preserve their sight 
can benefit from a recently-imple­
mented program called the Blind­
ness Education, Screening and 
Treatment Program (BEST).

“The BEST program is designed 
for Texans who need vision- re­
lated medical treatment to save 
their sight, but who cannot afford 
it," said Ron Lucey, Consumer 
Resources Coordinator for the 
Texas Commission for the Blind. 
“It's supported by a voluntary con­
tribution of one dollar every time a 
Texas resident applies for a new or 
renewed driver's license."

3 positive rabies cases 
reported in County 
during March 2001
The Texas Department of Health 

reported three skunks in Callahan 
County turned up positive for ra­
bies during the month of March 
2001.

The T exas D ep artm en t of 
Health's Zoonosis Control Division 
tested the animal heads of three 
skunks, two cats and one fox and 
reported all three skunks were 
positive for rabies, while the fox 
and two cats tested negative for 
the disease.

The Texas Department of Health 
has four laboratories located

throughout the state including 
Austin, El Paso, Houston and San 
Antonio. The Health Department 
reported  1,294 anim als were 
tested during March 2001 and 183 
tested positive for rabies. The ma­
jority of the positive test for rabies 
occurred in skunks with 146 posi­
tive cases. There were 28 positive 
rabies case for bats in March, two 
positive rabies in raccoons, four 
positive reports for dog, one horse 
and two positive rabies in bobcats.

welfare programs in County

The s ta te  spen t a to tal of 
$4,330,200 last year for major 
welfare program s in Callahan 
County, according to Barbara 
Evans, Regional Administrator for 
the Texas Department of Human 
Services.

Food stamps worth $898,268 
were issued for the fiscal year which 
ended August 31, while Temfio- 
rary Assistance to Needy Families 
(TANF) totaled $188,892. Food 
stamps are funded entirely by the 
federal government, while the de­
partment determines eligibility of 
potential clients and non-clients

and issues the Lone Star Card.
The state and federal govern­

ments share in the cost of TANF to 
families where needy children are 
deprived of support because of the 
absence or disability of one or both 
parents.

Nursing home costs of approxi­
mately $2,409,131 were paid for 
aged and disabled residents. Com­
munity Care for Aged and Dis­
abled spent $601,836 for Medicaid 
related services and $232,073 for 
non-Medicaid related services," Ms. 
Evans said.
