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Foster Family Ancestors Friends from Teaching Days 
Honored by High School

John and Randolph Foster never 
expected their names to be sig­
nificant to Texas history. They 
never expected a high school to 
be named after them in the 21st 
century. But on November 4, 
2001, nearly 170 years after John 
Foster came to Texas, the John 
and Randolph Foster High 
School dedication ceremony took 
place. The high school, the new­
est to the Lamar School District, 
is located in Richmond near 
Houston.

John Fostc, Sr. was ahead of 
his time. Before coming to Texas 
in 1822, he formed the Jefferson 
College in Mississippi, which is 
still an active college to this day. 
Butin 1822, John Foster got word 
from his son, Randolph, of the 
new colony owned by the Span­
ish government. John was one of 
Stephen F. Austin's "Old Three 
Hundred", the first .300 settlers 
into Texas. As one of the first 
settlers in the new colony, he was 
given one of the biggest land 
grants of the "Old Three Hun­
dred".

Randolph became a close friend 
of Stephen F. Austin and was in­
cluded in a picture, featuring 
Stephen F. Austin, which now 
hangs in the state capital in Aus­
tin.

Wylie W. Foster, the son of

Johii Claybom Foster and grand­
son of John Foster, Sr., lived in 
Cross Plains with his son, the 
Rev. John Claybom Foster and 
his wife, Della, the last years of 
his life. Rev. John Foster and his 
wife had ten children, Nona 
Pillans, Steve Foster,Claude Fos­
ter, J.C. Foster, Jr., Mark Foster, 
Bernice Foster, Obera Brashcar, 
Leta Tatom, Viola Hutchins and 
LaVem Scott.

So naturally after all John and 
Randolph Foster did for Texas, 
the Lamar district decided to 
name the new high school after 
the two pioneers. Of John Foster's 
descendants, approximately 200 
were in attendance at the dedica­
tion. The ceremony was not only 
a display of history, but it show­
cased the Foster Band and Choir. 
The speaker was Gordon Briscoe, 
who is the great-great-great 
grandson of John Foster and the 
son of Dolph Briscoe. Briscoe 
talked about the influence John 
and Randolph had on history, not 
only in Texas but in Mississippi 
as well.

The former governor of Texas, 
Dolph Briscoe, who served from 
1973 to 1979, was in attendance. 
Descendants who were present at 
the dedicationsof Briscoe Middle 
School and Foster High School 
were: John and Mary Pillans of 
Cross Plains, Elvis and LaVem 
Scott of Cross Plains; Don Scott

of San Angelo; Grady Scott and 
his daughter, Terri and family of 
Grand Prairie; Bill and Glena 
Kirkham of Oklahoma City, 
Oklahoma; Leonard and MyrUe 
Pillans of Houston; Mary Foster 
Barclay and daughter, Janie 
Boyd, of Brownwood; Vera Fos­
ter Pillans and son, Neal Pillans 
and his wife, Joice, and daughter, 
Karla, of Abilene; Clay Foster; 
Tommy Foster; Roxie Pillans 
Fletcher and daughter, Karen 
DuPape, and granddaughters, 
Rebecca, Lauren and Katie Evans 
of Dallas.

The names o f John and 
Randolph Foster will live on for­
ever as students of the Lamar 
School District learn and grow in 
this new high school. Certainly, 
the relatives have much to be 
proud of and will have much to 
tell for generations to come. 
Many learned of distant relatives 
and a history of their ancestors 
they had only hoped to know 
more about. The high school will 
achieve what John and Randolph 
would want it to achieve: the pro­
duction of a generation with the 
attitude to succeed and fight for 
freedom. These two qualities are 
certainly the building blocks of 
this fine counU'y and thanks to 
John and Randolph Foster, they 
will be preserved in the hearts of 
tomorrow's leaders.

Both are now 
90 years young, with Bragg just 
celebrating his birthday last 
weekend with a reception at his 
new house, that is being built at 
cast Caddo Peak near Cross 
Plains. They arc amazing men 
indeed. Both walked into the 
Cross Plains Review with a spry 
step and theu* minds are as sharp 
as a tack.

He had 
two sisters, Bernice Bragg, now 
deceased, and Ora Stacy, 96 years 
young. He grew up in Blanket, 
Texas. Bragg graduated from 
Howard Payne in 1934 and mar­
ried his lovely wife, Lynncttc 
M oore, in the same year. 
Lynncttc was the daughter of Jess 
and Annie Ruth Moore and her 
gianupdieiits, John and Georgia 
Moore were from Cross Plains. 
Her grandfather, John Moore, 
will be remembered as a former 
Sheriff of Callahan County.

Lofton's teaching career in­
cluded 3 years at Carbon where 
he taught history and coached the

boys basketball team and 2 1/2 
years at Garden City where he 
served as grade school principal.
