6— Dusting should be repeated 
after every Slower of rain, or at 
intervals of four V> six days until 
a crop of cotton is set, which 
v.1U under ordinary conditions, re­
quire Uirec to five dustings.

In addition to Uicsc directions 
please follow these suggestions;

Don't become discouraged if, a f­
ter tlic first dusUng .or two you 
still find weevils at work in Uic 
cotton. Keep on dusting.

Do not fail to watch for dew 
every niglit. From three o'clock 

| a. m. until Uic sun is up is the 
' best time for dusting and this is 
S Uic time there will most likely bo 
I a dew.

Don't try to dust more Uian can 
, be covered with one inacliinc 

within tills time. Better select a 
few acres and treat it thoroughly 
than to try control on the enUrc 
crop.

On the day following Uic first 
dusUng make a thorough examina­
tion to sec if tlic dust can be 
found on all parts of thc plant 
where the weevil secures its wa­
ter. I f  the poison lias not pene­
trated these parts, dust again.

Do h it become discouraged if 
: Uierc arc no dews, because hot 
dry weather destroys the weevil 
Just as well as docs poison.
