Tlie small caravan of Lii. -e 

covered-wagons had iial’ ed. 
Their travel-stained occupants 
climbed wearily down and --ct 
about inuking a rough wooden 
box into which they laid a still 
figure. After a few tirmalitics. 
Uie box was lowered into a 
rttallow grave and the caravan 
lesumed Its long, plod ling 
Journey.

The trip had been a hard 
cue. With six wagons, this 
band of Mexicans had left. 
California bringing a preci >us 
cargo of gold and sliver t'.iat 
they had mined from tire 
mountains. Quarrels had re­
sulted in the death of three 
men: tlu-ouglvmt Arizona r .d  
New Mexico the death toll had 
been heavy due to a fever that 
had besot them; and now in 
Texas, there was constant fair 
of the Indians.

On. on. on. Nightfall found 
them at the top of a hill, with 
Just below, a small valley and 
a tiny creek of clear water. 
Hastening down, they circled 
their wagons and made CJin;i 
tor the night.

Tire wee hours of the morn­
ing were accompanied by blnoJ 
curdling cries, a shower i.t 
arrows, and a rush of IjIohI- 
thirsty Indians. The startled 
camp awoke to grasp1 rifles and 
pour out volleys of lire. The 
party was small, and defeat 
was inevitable. A young Mex­
ican boy slipped into the v a • - 
on fartherest from the affray, 
to drag from It a heavy box. 
Tugging and pulling, he suc­
ceeded in getting it to the 
bank of the stream where a 
narrow crevice afforded con­
cealment for both the golJ end 
the boy.

Markr Cache.
Daylight found only the 

smoldering ashes of the arg­
ons. and the gruesome corpses 
of the Mexican adventurers. 
Disposing of the bodies as best 
he could, the boy, Jose we 
shall call him. set about und­
ine gOOd'SiZCd- SUW10»  -Vrir5-- 
which to mark this hill fro.n 
its doubles about It. Like step­
ping stones, he scattered them 
down the side to the hiding 
place which he covered more 
securely with soft damp earth 
from the creek. On top of the 
hill, he carved on a large flat 
boulder a snake of about 2 
feet In length. Its broad head 
pointing to the first stone.

Gathering the few scanty 
provisions left, Jose set put 
over the trail the Ill-fated par­
ty had so recently traversed, 
to arrive at tlie ranch of Mr. 
Putnam, later the founder of 
the town of Putnam. After 
relating his Horrible experience, 
he secured a horse and start­
ed back to Ills people in Mex­
ico.

Years passed and we find 
Jose an old man on his denth 
bed. whispering his secret to 
hU eldest sin. Funds, trouble, 
and other things had prevent­
ed his return to Texas. Mid 
now he was entrusting the 
formation to his son.

Young Jose set out 
dcntly wit.i a mixed party of 
white men and Mexicans. The 
trail from El Paso to Cisco 
which at that time was call­
ed Red Oap was eas.ly dts- 
trevices that exis. between the 
search for the in., s i.n  tlie 
carved snake and for the step­
ping stones. Months i f  hunt­
ing revealed nothing a ad. dis­
couraged. tlie pi'Tty give up 
and returned home.

Bring* Stone to Town.
Then word spread among tlie 

Red Oap inhabitants concern­
ing tlie carved snake, and a 
rancher, whoso land lay di- 
lcetly across these hills, claim- 
lie had cut a road-bed over 
Brushtop mountain and nad 
found the graven snake. He 
brought the .-tone into town 
and exhibited It as proof, 
searching parties were organ­
ized. bq* the pot of gold elud­
ed them

And i now, 90 feet of watei 
rovers j|t. and fish primp be­
fore tine shiny surfaces of the 
gold and silver nuggets, for 
with tire construction of the 
Willia m o il Dam. the tiny 
creek of clear water has be­
come a lake of many miles 
and greit depth. Instead of 
a million dollar dam. it Is a 
dam of untold wealth.

To the west of Lake Cisco 
and in the rugged hills about 
Lake Bernle that harbor rat­
tlers. w,lives, and the nitro­
glycerin factory is an immense 
flat rock. Scratched on Its 
weathered surface are two de­
signs resembling cattle brands 
The drawing appears t i  be a 
small "h" with a semi-circle 
topping the long projection. 
One of the brands is large and 
the other, its duplicate, small 
The slab Itself has been brok­
en in half by enterprising gold- 
seekers. but the marking re­
mains intact.

On the opposite side of the 
slab, an Inch-deep grove has 
been chisled out. It winds 
about much as a miniature 
creek, forking toward the cen­
ter with its two branches run- 
ling in opposite directions.

Tales Numerous.
Tales as to Its significance 

are numerous, contradictory 
und uncertain. One relates of 
a train hold-up that occurred 
when Cisco still went by the 
name of Red Oap. The three 
bandits escaped with the loot 
and remained in hiding in 
these hills. Suffering from 
exposure, and gun-shot wounds 
received during the robbery. 
4tvo o r  the men died, leaving 
the third to bury the money

Tlie .other story, featuring 
three bandits also, Mexicans, 
suggests that the loot was 
taken from a bank in a south 
Texas town. Followed closely 
by a possee. the robbers took 
refuge in the hills, burying 
the money before they were 
finally captured.

But the proximity of these 
hills to Lake Cisco, the fact 
that the characters of both 
stories were Mexicans, and the 
fact that a creek-bed seems to 
hare figured prominently In 
both Instances, lends belief to 
the probability that these signs 
may have something to do with 
the lake treasure. Who knows 
but what another Mexican boy 
survived the massacre and wit­
nessed the burial o f the 
money? Then safely away in 
the hills, he carved this map 
to enable him to return. Who 
knows? But. Just the same, 
the signs remain, revealing 
their secret to only him who 
has the key.
