Po.stniaster Robert Jackson re­
torts that the Post Office De­
partment is confidently predicting 
tnat the volume of mall during 
this year's Christmas rush will hit 
a record high. "Actually, it's an 
easy prediction because mall vol­
ume has been rising at a rate of 
nearly three percent a year for 
the past several years and this is 
most stVongly reflected around 
the holiday season."

The postmaster reports that 
public cooperation is one impor­
tant reason that post offices 
around the country are able to 
handle the huge mountain of mail 
in such a short period.

"Wlthoul the ssslatance of the 
public, we’d be in a Jam. People 
who shop early and get their cards 
and parcels Into the malls early 
make It possible for the holiday 
mall to he delivered on time. 
Imagine what it would be like If 
we were to get all the holiday 
malls the last week before Christ-

j In addition to early mailing the 
postmaster has several other sug­
gestions which will iielp employ- 

j ees move this avalanche of mail.
I First he recommends using Zip 
[ Codes which help handle the mails 

faster bi-rause of a new transpor­
tation and distribution set-up. Hr 
also recommended that all par­
cels be wrapped securely, packed 
tightly and that the address be 
included Inside the package as 
well as on the outside. This he1p.s 
assure delivery even If the outer 
wrapping comes loose. The Zip 
Code on parcels usually means a 
more direct routing and lesa hand­
ling. and the change of damage 1s 
urasticallv reduced.

65. should be receiving the reduectf 
lienefit. The reason these perootM 
have not filed Is due mainly to the 
fact that they do not underatank 
the law It is hoped these people 
will come In and get the facts con­
cerning their rights under the law.

$1200 In a year, no bneftts can be 

■ paid. This Is not correct." Mr.

Insects are doing constderabtc 
damage to some small grain in the 
county. I have checked several 
fields and found an Mssortnienl 
of inserts. I believe the most dam­
age IS being done by the winter 
grain nittea Greenhugs wrie 
found in some places and chinch 
hugs arc reported to be in some 
fields.

The damaged small grain looks 
wilted and part of the leaves aie 
brown. In some cases the entile 
plants have turned brown Heavi­
ly infrati-d fields have a grayis.1 
or silvery appearance which is 
caused by the removal of chloro­
phyll and plant juices. The winter 
grain niitea are hard to find They 
range from 1-33 to 1-16 inches In 
length. This pest feeds only at 
night and during the day It re­
mains around the base of the 
plant

It will take parathion to kill
