Fall Screwwomi Build-Up 
Feared By Health Officials
Mission, Sept 7 —Texas farmers 

and ranchers may be in for the 
most severe upswing in screwworm 
infestation in two years during the 
u|x-oming months 

All ingredients for another fall 
buildup are present in the state, 
screwworm eradication leaders an 
nounred a native fly p»pulation, 
favxirabk' weath<>r and an abund­
ance of animal wounds.

Increases in screwworm cases 
during the fall are {vart of an age- 
old fiattem established by the in 
sect General rains over much of 
the state, moderate temp»-ratun»s 
and an increase in animal hu.shand- 
rv activities i-omprise favorable 
conditions for scrrwworms to de 
velop and move rmss-country. Be­
fore the eradiialion program be­
gan tens of thousands of cases were 
ex|ierienced during fall months and 
even last year more than half 
of the infestations detected in Texas 
were reported in September, Octo­
ber and November.

This year’s buildup could he the 
worst since 1963. eradication offi­
cials fear, because, unlike last year 
when no caaes were found In late 
Aimmer, tcrewssorms are already

present in Texas and rould spread 
qiiu kly into th." interior of the 
state when weather conditions be­
come right Zavala County, south­
west of San Antonio, has ex{ier- 
lenced screwworm problems all 
summer F.radicators last month 
initiated an intensified spray cam- 
r>aign in the county in an attempt 
tn wip* out the native fly {vojHila- 
tion there. The success of their ef­
forts may determine if Texas has a 
fall buildup or not.

F'radiration forces are prefiared to 
treat with sterile flies all infesta­
tions nefiorted to them Earvae 
from suspected infestations should 
he sent to the eradication labora­
tory at Mission, or to the local 
county agent, for fxvsitive identifi­
cation

Stockmen are urged to be extre­
mely cautious in working their live­
stock and should apply smears or 
sprays to all wounds. It has been 
estimated each srrewworm case 
costs approximatey $62 In labor 
and medicines and loas of animal 
weight and market value. Preven­
tative treatment ia obviously ■ 
much cheaper allemattve, livestock 
Iduatry leaders point out.
