Stephenville, Jan. 18.—Sgt. A. A.
Eggen, Supervisor of the Texas

Jonesboro is a pretty good weather
forecaster. On Jan. 1l when we
were selecting goats at the Ditt-
rich place she predicted the first
good cold front of the winter to
move in on January 18. What did
she base her prediction on? She
said they planned to shear their
goats on Jan. 17 and it always
got cold the day after they shear.
For those of you who are not fa-
miliar with Angora goats they are
very sensitive to cold weather for

mohair coats have been removed.

At the time this column
written the cold froni hid moved
in our county but there was no
precipitation. If it stays dry and
¢~es not get much cold = the new-
ly sheared goats should not have
much trouble,

Dittrich's goats did have a good
coat of mohair when we looked at
them last Tuesday. He started a
selection program about four years
ago. During these four years he
has increased his mohair produc-
tion more than two pounds per
goat and at the same time increas-
ed the peroentage of kid produc-
tion. Now he has one of the best
commercial flocks in the state

Paul Schwalbe of Jonesboro has
made equally good progress with
his Angora goats. About three years
ago his goats were divided into
three groups. The bottom or third
group was sold and he divided the
first and second groups into dif-
ferent pastures. Last week we look-
ed at each goat in both groups.
Some of the goats in the first group
were culled out because of age.
Some goats in the second group
were also culled and some of the
younger goats had improved and
were moved into the first group
Paul puts his best billies with the
number one group of does and na-
turally he gets his top replacement
goats here
