er than they are grown in the nur­
sery. Many trees and ihrubs are 
lost annually because they are 
planted too deeply and the roots 
die from lack of oxygen. Water­
ing at the lime of planting is im­
portant. Add a mulch to help con­
serve moisture If the weather is 
dry when you set plants out, water 
thoroughly every week to 10 days. 
This is particularly true with ever­
greens Never fertilize a newly 
planted tree or shrub.
