Don’t forget to include in tha 
spring cleanup empty, unlaheled 
bottles, cans, bags, aeroaols^ and 
boxes which were used for inaacti- 
cide containers and may atlU ooa> 
tain deadly residues.

These cuotainers should ba ra> 
moved from the bouse since 
are a potential source of troubto. 
A curious child in a  few unguaad- 
ed moments with these contalnara 
could became tbe victim o( a  tragic 
accident.

During spring cleanup make it a 
first order at business to inventozy 
all of the insecticidea used around 
the home and garden. Remove tbe 
containers which are empty and 
those with missing labels. Unlabel­
ed cooUiners are a threat to fa­
mily members and peta. Don’t  try 
to guess the contents.

All containers should be diapoaed 
of in accordance with the rules ot 
safety and local regulations. Bottles 
and cans should be rinsed with wa­
ter and the residue buried. Glass 
buttles should be broken and cans 
punctured and buried to a depth 
of 18 inches in an isolated spot 
away from water supplies.

Boxes and paper bags may be 
burned but make sure that the 
wind doesn’t blow the smoke onto 
grazing areas or into the home or 
onto plants that might be danuged.

Cleaning up after agricultural 
chemicals have been applied is an 
important part of safe use. When 
chemicals are used according to 
label instructions they will do the 
job and are safe to use

curing problems.

There isn’t much you can do 
about th<- weather but something 
can he done  about maintaining the 
qualitv of the hay. The use of hay 
conditioners reduce curing time by 
as much as one-half, thus the crop 
ran usually be cut and stored at 
the right time with little or no 
damage from rain.

Fertilizer should be applied aft­
er each cutting, especially nitrogen.
If pnxluction on the first cutting 
IS fairly high, phosphorous may also 
be n> eded.

5k>l samples taken prior to har­
v es t in g  will provide the Information 
needr-d on what plant food or foods 
to us«- immediately after the har­
vest.
