Do you believe that man ewilvcd 
from monkrys? Or. more correctly, 
do vou believe that man a.id monk- 
eyv both evolved from a common 
primate ancestor'* Do you believe 
that our earth spontaneously gen­
erated from elements in the uni­
verse? Do you believe fair <x<ial 
order is btxxxning b^ter and more 
complex? Do you believe that by 
changing a person's environment, 
the person can be changed intrin­
sically? All of these are bnr'C ideas 
stemming from a belief in the evo­
lutionary process

For the past two genrmtioas, 
most biology textbooks have be~n 
written from evolutionary presup 
positions Thit commkment 's  not 
confined to biologists Astronomers 
direct their work to an understand­
ing of stellar evolution. Die geo­
logist uses evolution as his tool in 
interpreting the earth's physical 
hKtorv. Physicists and chemists 
often think in terms of a primeval 
evolution nf chemical elements and 
molecules from basic particles. But 
the concept of evolution Is even 
more influaatial in the fields of 
humanities and social sciences. 
Where did man come from? Whv 
is he here? On what principles wil; 
he base his decision making?

Evolution is hindamentally a coc- 
mogonv without God. This enables 
man to explain the origin and 
meaning of tWngs without a Di-

cently, fossils of human footprints 
have beem found in the same strata 
with the dinosaur prints at Glen 
Rose. The Creationist dcc i>ts the 
account in Genesis that Grxl creat­
ed in a “simple to cumpl -x" r-r 
der: fish, birds, sea itiaminnU, 
land animals, and final'y man.

Charles Darwin is cal'ixl »l»e "fa­
ther of evtilution”  He observed va­
riations within species of animal.s. 
He concluded that vanjtions re ­
cur in aH animals and that the 
animal with the useful variation 
will survive longer. His offspring 
will have the same variatum end 
it will eventually become normal 
This is known as vanation by na­
tural selection. The cresLonist 
agtt-es to variations among dogs, 
but he cannot agree that at any 
point a Cocker Spaniel liecomes 
anything other than a dog B<*fore 
Darwin died, he was quoted as 
saying “ I was a young man with 
unformed ideas, I threw nut queries, 
suggestions, wondering all the time 
over everything: and to mv aston­
ishment the ideas took like wild­
fire. People made a reiigmn of 
them." At lease one biographer re­
ports that Darwin renounced his 
evolutionary ideas before he died

vine Creator. It pr^ulates a univer­
sal naturalistic principle of devel­
opment, of increase in organiza­
tion and complexity, of progreas 
from primeval chaos to ultimate 
perfect km.

On the personal level, a man 
committed to an evolutionary faith 
will thus, if he is consistent, either 
became a di.sciple of social changes 
calculated to advance the social 
order or else imm*rse hiir.self Ir 
egocentric pursuits of his own. 
sensing the futility nf his existence 
as an individual in the cosmic pro­
cess.

In May of this year, in large part 
as a result of P-TA efforts, fhe 
State Boaro of Education accepted I 
this resolution for State Textbook * 
Atteptions; “Textbooks presented 
for adoption that treat the subject 
of evolutioa shall carry a state­
ment on an mtroductorv page that 
any material on evolution Included 
in the bonks is presente<i as tnenry 
rather than fact.”

Several other states adopted sim­
ilar resoiutimu this year. Some 
states have guaranteed “equal 
time" for the creationist theory 
along with the evolutionary theory. 
Indeed, neither theory can be prov-1 
ed according to scientiJIc fact. 
Scientific evideooe and a p.-rson’s 
presuppositions will determine his 
cmchiaians The most traffic part 
of this situation is that most prts- 
cnl-day students and many young 
adults have never heard any thsory 
besides evnlutkm. They do not know 
there is a choice. And many per­
sons do not reallae that most evo- 
hitionary pnnctptes nrs contrary to 
CSiristian phiiaoophy.

The fossil record is ususUy used 
to "prove" evolutlan. Very brief­
ly stated, the simpler (owlla are 
found in lower strata than the more 
complex Thus the aimpler forms of 
life existed first and evolved to 
more complex forms of life. There 
are several farts tn be constdefisd. 
Both rsdinertivs carixm and uran­
ium dating methods whk-h have 
been ueed for yean  have now 
b ^ n  found in error "Mis-sing 
links'* have not been found. Foe- 
sils nf fish have been found, and 
fossila of horsaa have been found
