Roses, like other plants, if grown
well and kept healthy, wil flourish
Growing well means watenng |
enough at the nght ume, and fer-
glizing at regular intervals. All
garden centers have standard rose
foods with instructions for
the package.

To plant roses it is important
80 select a place where there is
sun at least half of the day. Time
for planting is in the fall in this
part of the country. However plant
containergrown bushes can be
planted any time of the year. Roses
should not be planted too close to-
gether. They should be two or
three feet apart to allow adequate
air circulation, space for walk
ways, for easier pruning and spray
ing. This cuts down the chances
of Mseases also
