Glenn GreB. president of

the Sioux C!ounty Cattlemen’s 
Association, said Thuraday the 
New York beef sale may even 
result fai tailgate hawking 
from a truck chartered by 
angry Midwestern, beef pro­
ducers.

The plan, he told a news 
conference, is still to be work­
ed out. But it involves truck­
ing Iowa beef to New York 
at only the cost of .slaughtered 
beef animals, transportation 
charges and a 925 per cwcass 
markup.

Gregg said the idea of the

CUrence G. Adamy, presi­

Figures by USDA show foed 
pricaa have doubled ttnoe a 
year ago while prices tor Ive 
cattle are about the same.

Butz said consumers paid 
a record 91 48 per pound on 
an all-cut basis for beef in 
the week ended Feb 9 and 
that increased further to 91.53 
by Feb. 16. Meantime, he said, 
live cattle prices dropped two 
cents per pound.
