With those six words, Rich­
ard M. Nixon relayed to his 
aides his decision to publicly 
release edited transcripts of 
dozeiu of his private Watergate 
conversations.

He was roiling the dice.in one 
of the biggest gambles of his 
presidency and he was launch­
ing what could become one oi 
the biggest public relations 
campaigns in American politi-,. 
cal history.

Unlike most gamblers, Nixon 
may have to wait iruMths to 
Icam whetoer he won or lost.

But his order, recalled Tues­

day by an aide, aet in motion 
an almost frantic effort to, as 
Nixon would later tell the na­
tion, "provide all the additional 
evidence needed to get Water­
gate behind us”

—Caused dozens of govern­
ment employes from presiden­
tial aides to journeyman print­
ers to work tKxi-stop for almost

—Sent two ntiddle-level White 
House aides hurrying through

the capital’s deserted streets 
after midnight to a soot-stained 
redrbrick? government building 
carrying the then-secret tran­
scripts;

—Brought a long-time Nixon 
associate. Herb Klein, back to 
temporary duty at toe White 
House as an uiwfflciai media 
consultant; 't'

—Prompted toe President’s 
men to devise a carefully 
choreographed set of moves d^ 
signed to emphasize the mas­
sive nature of Nixon’i  dis­
closure.

Nixon aides say he decided 
during the weeke^ to respond 
to a House Judiciary (Com­

mittee subpoena by supplying

his Watergate conversations.

That resulted in his Monday 
night addrees to the nation, the 
Tineday morning delivery of 
toe trfcnacripto to Capitol HUl 
and the sub^uent release of a 
blue-bound book almost as" 
thick as the Manhattan tele­
phone book.

news media Tuesday afternoon.
