The m atter of privacy could and should be handled 
in the legW attve process as a proposed statute.

M anor's ene-paragraph amendment as approved by 
the CnmmlWee on General Provisions, reads:

"See. tL  RIGHT OF PRIVACY. The abeohite ne­
cessity of a  right of privacy to the free exerdae of 
rights and Ubertiee is recognised. Ih e  state and its 
political subdivisions shall not pass any law , m ake any 
p<dicy, issue may regulations, or spend any public funds 
in a manner which intringes on a  person's right to priv­
acy, except that the state and its political subdivisions 
may co D ^ , m aintain and dissem inate information for 
legitim ate govenunental purposes to the extent necee- 
sary to achieve thoee purposes. No private cltixen may 
infringe on a person’s r i^ t  to privacy, except as pro­
vided by law ."

This pretty well would prevent anyone outside of 
government from saying or reporting ansdhing about 
anyone. It constitutes a serious threat to a  basic free­
dom.
