C edar Chest* Are V aluable fo r S toring Clothing a t Home.

( P r e p a r e d  by  th e  U n ite d  S ta te s  D e p a r tm e n t  
of A g r ic u l tu re .)

Clothes m oths a re  iu g rea test abun­
dance the country over from  May to 
July, and during Septem ber and Oc­
tober, although In steam -heated  houses 
they may be on the wing In any month. 
T he  tim e to begin tak ing  precautions 
against dam age from  m oths is th e re ­
fore before they appear in uny nutu-

W hatever p rotective m easures ure 

adopted, one Invariable rule should 
be followed in pu tting  woolen, fu r and 
o ther susceptible a rtic les  aw ay for the 
season. Clean each artic le  thorough­
ly, b rush  and beat It, to  dislodge any 
eggs or la rvae  th a t may be already  on 
t ,  and sun It If possible. If  these

G arm ents N eatly Stored in a Closet.

p recau tions a re  not followed, and half- 
grown larvae  or eggs from which la rvae  
can hatch  a re  securely estab lished  in 
your garm ents and rugs before you 
pu t them  away, th e re  is every likeli­
hood th a t they will do dam age and 
th a t they  may not be affected by re­
pellents.

L arvae D estroys Clothing.
M oths o r “m oth-m illers" do not ent 

fab rics. They lay th e ir eggs w here 
th e  larvAe or worm s when hatched 
will find su itab le  food, and the larvne 
• a t  th e  woolen o r  fu r o r o ther m a­
te ria l. The ideal w ay to  p ro tect a r ­
tic les  of every k ind sub ject to  moth 
dam age Is to  put them  into cold s to r­
age, a f te r  the prelim inary  trea tm en t 
described, but th is  is not alw ays pos­
sible. C edar chests a re  valuable for 
s to ring  clothing a t  home. T h e ir val­
ue lies In the fac t th a t th e  arom a of 
red  cedar heartw ood kills young moth 
larvae . C edar chests cannot be de­
pended upon to  kill the  moths, th e ir 
eggs, or th e  worm s a f te r  they  a re  one- 
lm lf to  full grown, or a f te r  they  are  
th ree  or four m onths old. If  th e  fab ­
rics pu t In the chests have first been

i______ ___

thoroughly cleaned, brushed  and b ea t­
en, w ith special a tten tion  to brushing 
out pockets, seam s, and  o ther possible 
hiding p laces for la rv ae  o r eggs a l­
ready on the garm ents, and  if th e  
chest Is tigh t so th a t no m oths or 
larvae can reach th e  garm ents la te r, 
the  clothing will probably be qu ite  
safe.

B rushing or beating  fu rs  will no t 
alw ays get rid  of the older worms, 
if they have once gotten  into the long 
ha irs  and established them selves by 
spinning th e ir  webs. If  you th ink  
your fu rs  a re  a lready  in fested  they 
should be combed out w ith a very fine 
comb or should be fum igated. If fu rs  
a re  prom ptly stored  as soon as th e  
season fo r the ir use is over, th ere  Is 
little  likelihood of th e ir contain ing 
these o lder larvae.

Box or C hest Satisfactory .
Any tig h t box or chest Is sa tisfac­

tory  for sto ring  clo thes th a t have been 
given the  necessary p relim inary  t r e a t­
m ent—cleaning, brushing, beating  and 
sunning. O rdinary firm w rapping pa­
per will do, o r several th icknesses of 
new spaper, provided th e  folds of the 
paper a t the ends o f the bundles are  
bent securely back so th a t m oths can ­
not craw l In to lay eggs. U nbroken 
cardboard  boxes m ay be used if sim i­
larly  w rapped or sealed  around the 
covers w ith gummed paper. The spe­
cially tre a ted  paper bags w hich come 
fo r the purpose a re  of no value In kill­
ing m oths, bu t a re  excellent if so de­
vised th a t they  are  perfecly  tigh t, a l­
w ays provided th a t every precaution  
has been taken  to  clean and brush the 
clo th ing before p u ttin g  it aw ay. If 
there  Is any hole about the hanger or 
anyw here else on such a bag, i t  Is 
useless.

W in te r su its and coats dry-cleaDed 
and then  Im m ediately put aw ay In any 
of th e  foregoing tig h t containers a re  
alm ost certa in  to escape moth damage. 
To "m ake assu rance  doubly sure ," 
however, the use of repellents, shu t 
up In th e  containers w ith th e  clothing, 
is recom mended. W hen naph thalene  
flakes, paradlchloro-benzene crystals , 
or cam phor blocks a re  shu t up in tigh t 
boxes w ith garm ents, they give off 
fum es w hich kill all s tages of clothes 
m oths w hich may be p resen t in sp ite  
of th e  m ost carefu l a tten tio n  and 
cleaning. Scattering  these substances 
about on shelves o r bu reau  d raw ers 
does no t accom plish the sam e resu lt 
because th e  fum es a re  no t confined. 
C am phor is less effective than  the 
o ther two substances. Carbon d i­
sulphide and carbon te trach lo ride  are 
excellent for the fum igation of clothes 
which can be tightly  sealed. The fo r­
mer Is inflam mable and should be used 
only by an experienced person, as is 
the case w ith hydrocyanic-acid gas, 
used fo r fum igating an en tire  house 
or sto rage  establishm ent.

F arm ers ' R ulletln 1:153 gives several 
o th er suggestions fo r protecting  clothes 
from moth dam age, a s  well a s  detailed  
Instructions for using any of the fore­
going methods. Send to  the  U nited 
S ta tes D epartm ent o f A griculture for 
it, a t W ashington. D. C. It is free 
while the supply lasts.

Peppers Useful in Many
Dishes to Give Flavor

Sweet mild green peppers a re  som e­
tim es served by them selves as a vege­
tab le  dish, e ither fried  In bu tter, 
broiled or baked in th e  oven. A fter 
they  have been w ashed , they a re  usu ­
ally prepared for any of these m eth ­
ods o f cooking by cu tting  them  In half, 
and rem oving the core and seeds. They 
should be basted w ith bu tte r If they 
a re  cooked in the oven or broiled u n ­
der the gas flame. Sometim es the skin 
Is rem oved when th<*y a re  served. To­
m ato sauce o r lemon Juice may be 
used for seasoning.

**- B ecause of th e ir  pronounced d a m n
'" p a p e r s  a re  more often combined w ith 

o ther vegetables o r foods than  served 
a lon^ , says the U nited S tates D epart­
m ent o f  A griculture. A fter parboiling 
fo r tw o or th ree m inutes they  are  
stuffed In many ways, e ither w hole or 
sp lit down the middle, and baked. l e f t ­
overs of many so rts  may be utilized in 
m aking the stuffing. From  a th ird  to 
a h a lf  of th is  I* usually  a sta rchy  m a­
te ria l, such as b read crum bs, cooked 
rice, m acaroni, m ashed potato  ‘o r corn. 
One o r more of th e  following will be 
found to  blend well w ith the flavor of 
any of these and of th e  pepper con­
ta in er. Meat, fish, co ttage cheese, pea­
nuts, celery, tom atoes, chopped onion, 
s tr in g  beans or o th e r vegetables. Such 
fillings are mixed w ith  the starchy  

stuffing to be used, seasoned, moistened

w ith a small am ount o f stock, gravy, 
b u tte r o r w hite sauce, and the exposed 
top of the stuffing is usually  sprinkled 
w ith ‘bread crumbs.

Shredded o r minced peppers', both 
raw  and cooked, may be used to  give 
flavor to  a great many dishes. Includ­
ing soups anil stews, scalloped dishes 
and salads.

I t  
is a  b it d ifficu lt to  
d e t e r m i n e  j u s t  
w here th e  line is 
betw een a leg itim ate  
increase in re a lty  

values and a  fic titious price. I t  is 
sa fe  to  say  th a t  w here prices are  so 
h igh  on rea l e s ta te  th a t  it  can no t 
be used w ith p ro fit fo r th e  purposes 
to  which it  is adap ted  w hen values 
have become fic titious and  im perm a­
nen t. F lo rida  rea l e s ta te  h as advanced 
to  its  p resen t p roportions, no t because 
i t  is w orth  th e  p rice a t  w hich i t  sells, 
b u t because F lo rida  has become the 
p layground  of the w ealthy  E aste rn e rs  
who can a ffo rd  to  nay  h igh fo r th e ir  
p leasu res. T exas can h a rd ly  hope to  
a t t r a c t  enough rich  people from  th e  
N o rth  to  c rea te  any  g re a t  com peti­
tion  am ong them  in acqu iring  p leas­
u re  re so rts  o r e s ta te s  on which to  
spend  th e ir  easily  earned  fo rtunes. 
The Texas re so rt a rea  is too large  fo r 
th a t  to  be possible. Besides, too la rge  
a num ber of them  a re  a lready  p erm a­
nen tly  se ttled  in C alifo rn ia  and F lo ri­
da. F lo rida  w ould never have had 
its  unprecedented  boom b u t fo r it/ 
accessib ility  to New Y orkers.

L arg e  num bers o f people have been 

a ttra c te d  to  F lo rida  who a re  not rich 
and  who could no t a ffo rd  to  own 
F lo rida  rea l e s ta te  p e rm anen tly  a t  the

speculation . M any of these  w ere able 
to  sell w hile prices w ere s till advanc­
ing  and m ade m oney. Those who 
bough t a t  top  prices w ith  th e  hope of 
rese lling  s tan d  to  lose money. These 
a re  num bered by th e  thousands. They 
will likely have to  sell a t  w hatever 
th ey  can ge t, and m any o f them , 
scen ting  an o th e r boom along the 
T exas coast, w ill h u rry  to  Texas to  
recoup th e ir  losses, buying  in the hope 
o f a  repe tition  of th e  happen ings in 
F lo rida . Should enough of these 
specu la to rs come and p u t enough en ­
e rg y  into th e ir  e f fo r ts  to  in fla te  
p rices, T exas coast rea l e s ta te  w ill ad ­
vance percep tib ly , fo r th e  specu la­
tiv e  m ania sp reads like w ildfire .

build values on a p layground  basis; 
we m ust do it  on the basis of re tu rn s  
on investm ent. W here th is  can be 
done there  is no b e tte r  investm ent 
th a n  T exas rea l e s ta te ; w here i t  
c an ’t be done it  is speculation  pure 
and Bimple. I f  you have money w ith

I f  all people w ere equally  ex p ert in 

know ing values th e re  would be less 
poverty . E valuation  is a stu d y  un ­
known to  m ost o f us. As a  rule we 
a re  inclined to place a low value on 
a p ro p erty  w ith which we a re  fam il­
ia r  and a high valuation  on th a t  
which is less known. F rox im ity  is 
likely to  cheapen a th ing  in our e s­
tim ation  unless we a re  sk illfu l in ap ­
p ra is in g  values, and very  few are . 
F o r  th a t  reason m any people are  con­
s ta n tly  fe lling  w hat they  have a t  less 
th an  its  w orth  and buy ing  elsew here 
a t  excessive prices, in th a t  w ay keep­
ing  them selves im poverished. I f  you 
are  seeking sa fe  investm en t, as d is­
tinguished  from  speculation , it is a  
p re tty  good ru le to study  values close 
a t  home and invest th e re  w ith d is­
cretion , r a th e r  th an  place you r money 
in d is ta n t localities. T here isn ’t  a 
locality  in Texas w here good invest­
m ents m ay not be m ade, but the 
places w here p ro fitab le  speculation 
m ay be done a re  few.

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Breeders Try to 
Improve Flocks

More Interest Developed in 
Production of High Egg- 

Laying Strains.
( P r e p a r e d  by th e  U n ite d  S ta t e s  D e p a r tm e n t

o f A g r ic u l tu re .)
F or many years the efforts of poul­

try  breeders to Improve th e ir  flocks 
w ere confined largely to breeding for 
the type mid color dem anded by the 
“S landurd  of Perfection," and little  
a tten tion  w as paid to developing high 
egg production. In the last few years, 
however, more in te rest bus developed 
in the production of high egg-laying 
stra ins .

Production and Quality.
To show th a t high egg production 

and good standard  quality can be com­
bined to a high degree In chickens, 
and to encourage breeding along these 
lines, was the purpose of the exhibit 
displayed by the United S ta tes  De­
partm ent of A griculture a t the M ad­
ison Squure garden poultry  show held 
In New York city  a few w eeks ugo.

T he male birds of the d epartm en t’s 
exhibit w ere all of excellent stan d ard  
quality  and were bred from hens which 
had laid from 200 to 200 eggs In th e ir  
pullet year. Most of them  had a ped­
igree which Included several genera­
tions of producers of 200 eggs or more. 
The exhibit Included male b irds o f the 
Burred . Plym outh Rock breed, the 
Rhode Island Red breed, and the 
W hite Leghorn breed, dem onstrating  
th a t high egg production is not con­
fined to  the W hite Leghorns.

Breeding for Eggs.
Breeding fowls for high-egg produc­

tion w as given a g rea t stim ulus by 
the Inauguration of egg-laying con­
tests In th is country about 15 years 
ago. These contests m e now being 
held In every section of the country. 
A num ber o f hens en tered  In these 
official con tests have laid more than  
800 eggs In one year. The highest 
producing hens are  now coming from 
flocks which have been pedigree bred 
for egg production for a period of 
years. A large per cent of the hens 
en tered  in these contests a re  W hite 
Leghorns, bu t Just as large egg rec­
ords have been made by o th er popular 
breeds, such as Plym outh Rock, Rhode 
Island Red, and W yandotte.

Gypsum Considered as a
Direct Soil Fertilizer

Gypsum, according to  Iowa tests, 
does not have the ability  to n eu tra l­
ize acid soils even though It does con­
tain calcium the sam e as lim estone. 
It has no alkalin ity , and. therefore, 
cannot take  the place of limestone. 
On th e  o ther hand, gypsum does not 
have any Injurious effect on the soil, 
as Is som etimes believed, the Iowa 
sta tion  says. Gypsum should be con­
sidered as a d irect fertilizer, a s  It 
supplies calcium and su lphur to 
p lants. It also has some value In 
certa in  soils as an Indirect fertilizer, 
for laboratory  experim ents have 
shown th a t It has the property  of 
m aking native potassium  available to 
plnnts, and hence, m ight. In some 
cases, tak e  the place of expensive po­
tassium  fertilizers. The bulletin rov- 
ering this work may be hnd by w rit­
ing for No. 232, bulletin  section, Iowa 
S ta te  college, Ames, Iowa.
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Treated Seed Will
Increase Potatoes

Extensive Tests Conducted 
on Kansas Farms.

An average Increase of 40 bushels
of potutoes per acre  w as obtained  by 
seed-potato trea tm en t during th e  past 
five yeurs, ex tensive tes ts  conducted 
on a to tal of uhnut 200 plots on the 
farm s of K ansas grow ers Indicate.

In some instances the Increase in 
yield w as not m ore than  10 or 12 
bushels per acre, w hile In o ther cases 
It ran  as high as 135 bushels per acre. 
N ot only w as the yield o f potatoes In­
creased, but the qualify also  was 
raised.

G row ers a re  now using one of two 
disease control methods, e ith e r  the 
cold corrosive sublim ate, o r the hot 
form aldehyde. For the sm all grow er 
the cold corrosive sublim ate Is prob­
ably the best because w ith It potatoes 
eon be quickly and conveniently 
treated .

C orrosive sublim ate can be secured 
from  alm ost any drug sto re  In pow­
dered form. It Is dissolved a t the 
ra te  of one ounce In eight gallons of 
w ater. The powder ts dissolved first 
In a Jar of hot w ater and then poured 
Into eight gallons o f w ater. Whole, 
uncut, po tatoes a re  then allowed to 
soak In th is solution for one and one- 
ha lf hours, a f te r  w hich they are  dried, 
cut and planted. T h is trea tm en t will 
kill most of the troublesom e diseases 
th a t a re  carried  on the seed. It has 
been sa tisfac to ry  to those grow ers 
who only have a sm all patch  to plant.

Form aldehyde Is used ut the ra te  
o f one pint to 15 gallons of w ater. 
T he solution Is then heated to  124 to 
126 degrees F ahrenheit. The po tatoes 
a re  dumped into the solution and al­
lowed to  rem ain there  for th ree  min 
utes.

Consider Drilled Corn
to Be Better for Silo

Fxcept on weedy land, drilled corn 
seem s to be ra th e r  b e tte r for silage 
th an  checked corn, the chief advan­
tage  being thnt It cu ts a little  easier 
w ith a corn binder. If the ground Is 
weedy. It may be th a t the weeds can 
he kept down fairly  well in the drilled 
corn by the use of a furrow  opener on 
th e  corn p lan te r followed by a ro tary  
hoe or harrow  a t frequent in tervals 
w hile th e  corn Is young.

Tw enty  years of experim enting a t 
the Ohio sta tion  Indicate th a t on rich 
Innd the most food value per acre with 
corn for silage can be obtained when 
five kernels a re  p lan ted  per hill In 
hills th ree  feet six Inches ap a rt each 
way, or when the corn Is drilled In 
w ith a kernel dropped every eight 
Inches. Of course, thick planting  of 
th is sort m akes lo ts of nubbins, but 
five pounds of nuhhlns have Just as 
much food value us five pounds of big 
ears  when they are  put Into the silo. 
At any rate, the Ohio V xperim ents In­
dicate  tha t on rich land the g ren test 
net food value per acre for silage or 
corn fodder can be obtained by de  
cldedly thick planting.

Sowing Scarified Sweet
Clover Seed in Pasture

Sweet clover may be sown in an old 
pastu re  by sowing scarified seed d u r­
ing the enrly spring, and covering the 
seed with a disk or harrow , o r by al­
lowing the stock to  tram ple the seed 
In. It can also be seeded by sowing 
th e  unscarlfied seed during the la le  
fall m onths, or even during th e  w in ter 
when the ground Is not covered w ith 
snow. It should be kept In mind th a t 
sw eet clover Is quite sensitive to acid 
soils, and th a t when seeding in an old 
pastu re  the young sw eet clover p lan ts 
m ust com pete with the sod th a t has 
a lready become established. B etter 
stands a re  usually  secured when the  
ground Is plowed and the sw eet clover 
seeded w ith a small grain  crop.

Illinois Farmers Favor
Limestone to Help Soil

More than  th ree-fourths of a mil­
lion tons of ag ricu ltu ra l lim estone 
have been applied on over 250,000 
acres of Illinois land by farm ers of 
tills s ta te  In 1925. according to an 
estim ated report of the Illinois Agri­
cu ltu ral association.

T his 750.000 tonnage of limestone, 
which If loaded on a single tra in  of 
freight cars w ould extend 123 miles, 
b reaks all records for use In any one 
s ta te  In the U nited State* during the 
past year. I t exceeds by 50 per cent, 
or 250.000 tons, th e  Illinois remmd 
of 1924. which was also g rea te r than  
any o ther s ta te  In the country. Illi­
nois farm ers, according to  govern­
m ent s ta tis tic s  In 1924, used more 
than  one-fourth of all agricu ltu ral 
lim estone spread on farm  lands Is 
the U nited S tales.

Weather Bulletins Help 
Many Nebraska Fanners

A w holesale deale r In fru its  and 
vegetables In Om aha. Neb., recently 
w rote to the w eather bureau of the 
th ilted  S ta tes D epartm ent of Agri­
cultu re , saying th a t the frost fore­
casts received during on unseasonable 
fall freeze had enabled th e  fru it and 
vegetable trad e  as a whole to prevent 
an enorm ous loss. Not only did the 
w eather bulletins and w arnings save 
sh ippers and receivers of perishable 
fre ight large sum s by giving them 
an opportunity  to  w ithhold shipm ents 
or pro tect those en route, but they 
accom plished the Im portant service of 
m aintain ing n reasonable level of 
prices for these commodities, because 
any w idespread loss by the producers 
m ust be offset by a corresponding In­
crease  In price.

Plowing Com Land for
Grain in Early Spring

It generally pgys to  plow corn land 
for groin, p articu la rly  If one can gel 
plowing done In the fall. Spring 
plowing Is about as good If one can 
put work enough on It to work the 
soil down Into a good seed bed. One 
serious objection t a  spring plowing I* 
th a t It delays seeding snd  generally 
early  sowing Is b e tte r  fo r grain crops

For this reason disking corn land 
for grain Is recom m ended ra th e r  than 
plowing and la te  sowing. By double 
disking and then sowing w ith a  disk 
drill one can put In a crop of grain 
on corn land In p re tty  good shape 
W here one can plow and double dls' 
aud still sow early  It Is best to  do sc
