All of this was of little con
sequence until one cold
January day in 1901, whgn
Capt. Anthony F. Lucas' dis-
covery well blew- in, starting
the legendary Spindletop oil
boom. ‘

Texas ofl production in 1900
was about 836,000 barrels. By
the end of Spindletop's first
year, production reached 4,393,

658 barrels and in 1902 Spin-|

dietop alone yielded 17,421,000,
Sulphur deposits plus the mil-|
lions of barrels of oil have pro-|
duced fortunes estimated in the|
billions of dollars in the inter-|
vening years.
