• Deepwater terminals enabling the largest tankers to deliver foreign oil to the U.S. should be IJDilt without delay, for 
environmental reasons as well as to provide the lowest transportation costs for the large volumes of oil we will have 
to import for at least the next decade.

• Provision should be made for security stockpiling of oil to help tide us over if another,supply disruption occurs.

• Pbblic transdortation should be improved through the development of a comprehensive-National Master Transporta­
tion Program that would take into account allot the nation’s transportation needs and would provide enough money 
to do an adequate jobnationwide.- ^  ^

• Goals and scheduled programs should be set for commercial development of alternate energy sources—primarily 
coal in liquid or gaseous form, nuclear and solar energy, and possibly oil from shale—so they can carry an important- 
share of the energy load as soon as possible.
