The good 
old General had  passed ou t of my 
m ind un til I read th is  artic le  In the  
paper.

“ My fa ther settled  In th e  no rth ern  
part of T a rra n t county In Septem ­
b er, 1847, when th e re  was only tw o 
companies of soldiers a t Fort W orth , 
and  since then  have m ade my home 
in T a rran t, Denton and W ise coun­
ties.”

There are M>ine pei>plc who "Believe in 
Cisco'’ as long as the conditions enable them 
lo get theirs But there are a great many 
who belies'e in Cisco because it is of right 
and ought to Ik" the metropolis of Middle

Dc> you expect them to come here and 
pay big prices for pr<»|»erty and build their 
own homes, jii.-.t to cnliancc the value of that 
which you own? If Cisco ever l)ccomes the 
city we all hope ;uul exjxit, out.side capital 
must help us Iniild it Get ready to extend 
the glad h.md to c.-pital when it knocks at our 
door. Invite c.ip;‘al here, offer industries 
cheap sites and ercourage home l»uilding, 
and Gseo’s growth is assurde.

50 long will Texas elect little men to office, 
but it is possibly true that the most infinites­
imally insignificant men who arc called to fill 
any office within the gift of the people are 
those whom we send to Austin. Fool legis­
lation crowds our statute books, and Texas 
is embarrassed with laws that nob«Kly re­
spects and w'hich are enforced only acct)r<l- 
ing to sentiment in particular localities.

Every working day o f the year 

75,000,000 pounds of meat are required 
to supply home and export needs—and 
only 10 per cent of this is exported.

These facts must be kept in mind 
when considering the U. S. Bureau of 
Markets report that on June 1, 1919, 
there were 1.348.000.000 pounds o f  
meats in cold storage. If the meat in 
storage was placed on the market it 
would only be 20 days' supply.

This meat is not artificially withheld 
from trade channels to maintain or 
advance prices.

M eats in storage consist of—

65 per cent (approximate) hams, bacon, etc., 
in process of curing. It takes 30 to 90 
days in ptckie or salt to complete the 
process.

10 per cent is frozen pork that is to be cured 
later in the year.

6 per cent is lard. T lii ' is only four-fifths 
of a pound per capita, and much of it will 
have to go to supply European needs.

19 per cent is frozen beef and lamb, part of 
which is owned by the Government and 
was intended chiefly for over-seas ship­
ment. If this were all diverted to domes- 
t;c trade channels, it wi J  be only

____ iVi lbs. per capita—a 3 days’ supply.
