T H A T  there'is only a deficit of $10,000 in tire school funds in 
Cisco is a sur|>ri.sc to those who have followed the congestion that 
usually attends the discovery- of oil in a community, greatly
increased population incident to the industry usually suffers from no 
schools at all.
