The county tax rate, cut in 1933
| from $150 to $1.10.-cannot remain
at that low figure unless collections
are boosted over the 56 per cent of
last year. Collections before the de-
pressionn hever were ufder 9§ per
cent. The tax collector's office gave
figures to show the perrentage col-
lection for 1931 was 85, for 1932 was
71 and for 1983, when the rate was
40 cents a $100 less. only 56. This
would indicate necessity for a raise
in the county rate. This can be ob-
viated, however, through ecarly at-
tention to dennquem uuu. the
