Bird’s Paradise

Birds of all kinds nest on this
isiland because they are protected
from both man and beast. but it is
famous mainly as a nesting place
for water birds. The bulk of the
reddish egrets still in exis'ence are
found around the island. The terns,
bitterhs, herons, and scores of other
breeds of water birds gather at this

|  This year there is a Mm-
ber of terns than usual. These birds
form~rly nested in greal numbers
on the mud fats and islands be-
tween Port Isabel and Brazos-8San-
tiago pass.

Green island is one of the most
famous bird sanctuaries in the
world.
