There was a total of 75,450 gal-*-----------------------------------------------------
Ions of commerical cream produced 
in the Muleshoe trade territory last 
year, according to compilation of 
submitted figures obtained by a 
Journal representative. Of this total 
44.860 gallons were sold to local 
dealers, while 30,540 gallons were 
shipped out over the Santa Fe 
railroad, or a total of 158,445 pounds 
of butter fat. These figures do not 
include the amount bought and 
sent out over a cream truck route 
that operates in central and southern 
Bailey county, delivering into Por- 
tales, N. M., or the route north of 
Muleshoe delivering at Clovis, N. 
M.

Prices paid for cream here last 
year varied from 18 cents per pound 
during the summer time to as high 
As 30 cents per pound during winter 
months, and it is said dairymen 
can make more from their cream 
at summer prices than at winter 
prices because of the saving in high 
priced grain and added benefit of 
succulent pasturage.

It is claimed by some cream pro­
ducers they get from one to two 
cents per pound more for their pro­
ducts by shipping direct than if 
sold locally; while on the other 
hand local dealers insist the added 
revenue obtained is just about equal 
to the small commission paid them, 
while the shipper is still taking 
chances on equal or better returns 
which he would not sustain by sell­
ing on the home market. In addi­
tion, the shipper must have an ex­
tra set of containers to use while 
those shipped are enroute to mar­
ket or back home, there is from one 
to three extra trips to town involv­
ed in shipping, returning for empty 
cans, getting check and going to 
the bank to deposit it. Furthermore 
it is claimed by some who have 
shipped cream that there are some­
times discrepancies between weight 
lip data and amount of check re- 
•ived which are not always recon- 
eable.

Austin, Feb. 14.—For every high 
school football player disqualiifed 
under the new 18-year Interscholas­
tic League rule, two will participate 
who would have been ineligible un­
der the former eight-semester regu- 
ation. University of Texas League 
officials believe.

“By stressing an age limit, we 
lose 1,368 loder boysw ho could have 
returned under the semester rule,” 
R. J. Kidd, League athletic direc­
tor, explained. “On the other hand, 
we’ll gain exactly 2,990 who will still 
be under 18, but will have completed 
eight semesters’ attendance in | 
school. That’s an increase of 1,662 
or 54 per cent.

“What we’re trying to do is make 
it possible for more Texas boys to 
play football without lowering either 
education’s or the game’s stand­
ards.”

Kidd also contended that the 
quality of players will not be im­
paired by the age-limit reduction, 
pointing to the fact that only five 
of the 22 boys on the 1939 all-State 
football squad were 18. Of the re­
mainder four were 16, 13 were sev­
enteen.

The plan was adopted to elimin­
ate friction over the eight semester I 
rule that had arisen between 11- 
grade and 12-grade schools, since 
the latter systems objected to the 
semester ruling as unfair because it 
eliminated students in the twelfth 
grade. Under the new system the 
number of semesters of participa­
tion will be unimportant.

City Scout Commission Make Round 
Up Of Alleged Criminals Making 
Many Citizens Toe The Line
81 Per Cent Of All 
State, County 
Taxes Paid

A total of $40,890.38 in state and 
county taxes, including $8,983.68 de­
linquent taxes was paid in Bailey 
county from September 1 to Janu­
ary 31, this year, according to W. E. 
Renfrow, tax collector. The amount 
of state and county taxes paid dur­
ing that period totaled $31,916.70, or 
about 81 per cent of the total assess­
ment of $39,243.53. This payment, 
Renfrow explained, was by far better 
than any previous payment made 
betweeen similar dates for several 
years past.

There were also 1,846 poll taxes 
paid in Bailey county up to Jan­
uary 31, which was a larger pay­
ment of such taxes than ever before 
made in this county.

Bank deposits, post office business 
and taxes paid are generally con­
sidered three vital indications of 
financial condition of any county, 
and all three are indicative of bet­
ter conditions now prevailng in 
Bailey county than for several years 
past.

School taxes paid to January are 
running about the same percentage 
as the payment of county and state 
taxes.

The property valuation of Bailey 
county for the past year was set 
at $4,131,243.00, the county tax rate 
being 95 cents and the state tax 
rate, 77 cents on the $100 valuation.

All school districts in this county, 
except Muleshoe, Liberty and Bula 
gave taxpayers benefit of the dis­
counts provided by the last Legis­
lature, being 3 per cent for October, 
2 per cent for November and 1 per 
cent for December. It is said the 
benefit of such discounts were quite 
noticeable by districts granting 
them in the prompt payments made.

February 1 one and a half per 
cent interest and delinquency was 
added to unpaid taxes, both county 
and local. This interest and penalty 
increase I % per cent per month 
until June 30, the following day all 
such unpaid taxes go on the delin­
quent roll.

CALIFORNIA IRRIGATIONIST

I IKE A GLOOMY DAY,a shadowy 
j  kitchen can depress one’s spirits 

and make work go slower.
Young brides and experienced 

homemakers alike, however, are 
sometimes puzzled by the question 
of what to do about a poorly lighted 
kitchen. I have several "bright 
ideas” to suggest, with the accom­
panying photograph as a guide.

Before this kitchen was inexpen­
sively re-lighted, a bare bulb was 
used at the ceiling. It was a glaring 
spot of light up above, and yet the 
young woman had to work in her 
own shadow when she stood at the 
cupboard with her back to the light.

;ln place of the bare bulb, a new 
inexpensive ceiling “ adaptor”  fix­
ture was substituted. Many manu­
facturers make these fixtures. They 
tan be installed in any single ceiling

outlet, with a simple twist of the 
wrist.

No rays of light come through the 
silvered end. Instead, nearly all o f 
the light is sent up to the ceiling, 
and reflected into the room.

Shadowless light reaches every 
corner of the room. The common 
kitchen complaint o f working in 
one’s own shadow is thus eliminated.

Another new idea that helps to 
make this kitchen cheerful is the 
side lights. Above the kitchen sink 
is a lumiline bulb in a bracket. This 
was attached beneath the shelf, and 
connected to a nearby outlet.

For the range, breakfast table or 
sink, I ’d like to suggest as another 
alternative one of those clever iittle 
lamps which may be pinned to the 
Avail. With one of them you can tell 
exactly how much salt you are add­
ing to cooking food

If the weave is uni­
form and there are no thin spots, 
the weaving has been well done, and 
the yarns not imparied by napping. 
Also, if the fuzz pulls off easily, 
you may be sure that either the

fibers used in making the yarn were 
short ones or were broken during 
the napping process.”

SOME of the critics of advertising 
—and in this world there are 

those who criticize every good thing 
—level their lances at what they 
think is a weak spot: its cost.

They read of the million-dollar ad­
vertising appropriations, they brood 
on the cost of a full 
page of advertising 
in a metropolitan 
newspaper or a na­
tional magazine— 
and then they loose 
their sharpest barbs 
against the waste 
which they say is in­
volved in this costly 
process.

Their only trouble 
is that they judge 
without having all 
the facts. For the 
truth is that advertising is the least 
expensive cost of doing business. 
Everything else costs a good deal 
more in proportion than the adver­
tising.

The wise and capable business 
man bases the amount of money 
he spends for advertising upon the 
volume of business he either is do­
ing or expects to do. This money 
set aside to advertise is called the 
appropriation.

It seldom runs, take the country 
over, more than 3 per cent, which 
means that for every dollar of 
sales made the advertising cost will

be just three pennies. That is a l l -  
three pennies.

The large advertising appropria­
tions come when a business, through 
the help of intelligent advertising, 
becomes so great that its annual 
volume runs into many millions of 
dollars a year. But whether an ad­
vertiser spends $10,000 a year or 
$10,000,000, his percentage remains 
the same—an average of 3 per cent.

The amount of money spent in 
advertising well-known products is 
so small as to be ridiculous, when 
you really know the facts.

Take oranges. How much do you 
suppose the growers spend to ad­
vertise their product? A third of a 
cent per dozen is all.

A national cracker baker reveals 
that he sets aside only one-tenth of 
a cent to advertise a package of 
crackers, while the manufacturer of 
a soft drink spends 1,576/100,000 of 
a cent in advertising a five-cent 
glass of his product.

The manufacturer of a medium- 
priced automobile spends less than 
3 per cent for advertising—he spends 
only $12 in making a $1,000 sale.

And even this small amount, this 
three cents on the dollar, isn’t an 
expense, an added premium on the 
business. By spending three cents 
out of every dollar for advertising, 
the manufacturer or merchant can 
sell for less and give you more 
for your money.

He was her husband’s slave, 
sold to him by a bunch of Midianite 
itinerant merchants, who in turn 
had bought him of his brothers who 
sold him through jealousy He evi­
dently had the unqualified confi­
dence of his master, who even per­
mitted him to ramble in freedom 
over the estate when he was not 
gaged with business affairs. Perhaps 
it was common for him to peep 
through the portieres of the queen’ 
parlors. Perhaps he even went far­
ther to greet her with a smiling 
■good morning’’ each day when the 
king was not around. Their intimacy 
may have so increased that he was 
permitted to hold her shapely ankles 
as he put on her slippers, waved a 
maid aside that he might perform 
a chore of fidelity for her in button 
ing her dress behind. The record 
does not relate much detail leading 
up to the tragedy.

But one day such friendly mat­
ters went a little too far and Mrs. 
Potiphar turned in the fire alarm 
and went screaming toward 
kingly court room while her hus­
band, recognizing the scream of that 
sensible siren, left his seat post­
haste and rushed with drawn sword 
toward the protection of his beloved 

and sacred household. I have 
no doubt but she nestled her raven 
curls against his manly breast and 
sobbed out the story of the attempt­
ed criminal assault, while the king 
glared about him for the accused 
would-be rapist. Fortunately, and 
for his own good Joheph had mo­
mentarily disappeared and it took 
the guards sometime to locate him. 
In the meanwhle the king's anger 
had opportunity to somewhat sub­
side. If that thing had happened to­
day the king would doubtless have 
fled to the courts seeking redress 
under the plea of “the Unwritten 
Law.” and with unrequited desire 
for full revenge, a group of jurors, 
(everyone a married man, if pos­
sible) would have demanded the life 
of the accused, notwithstanding any 
mitigating circumstances.

There are plenty of incidents an­
alogous in this present day. The an­
cient story insists that Joseph saved 
his virtue, thus he lost his vestments 
and there are plenty of instances 
in this age when men have saved
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their skin but lost their trousers;
| their virtue doubless having been 
| lost sometime ago in previous forni­
cation adventures. Generally speak­
ing, the female rape fiend is no 
more, and it is somewhat doubted if 
she ever existed per se. The male 
invariably being the aggressor, hte 
weaker sex has been the unwilling 
victim. I know in this day time 
sometimes hangs heavily upon 
modern wives without families to 
look after, and there is no end of 
deviltry they may and sometimes do 
get into. Youth and beauty will not 
be tied down; but must be manifest 
in some manner.

Womanhood through every period 
of her life demands attention. Mrs. 
Potiphar’s grizzly old war-lord had 
much national affairs to engage his 
mind. Probably he had only mar­
ried her in the first place because 
she was a pretty little toy; but he 
forgot to play with her, and she 
wasn’t a thing to be petted or put 
aside at his own pleasure. A ne­
glected wife may not take a single 
side-wise step, yet her inherent and 
manifest charms attracting the ad­
miring eyes of others puts her hus­
band’s honor in jeopardy. Any hus­
band whose courtship ceased at Hy­
men’s shrine who may be applauded 
abroad, but is a boor at home, who 
leaves his household to run itself 
while he devotes all his time to bus­
iness successes is invariably a man 
with a lopsided brain, has only half 
good judgement and never did real­
ize the highest ideals of earthly life.

Women in all ages, and nevermore 
than today, must be cared for. They 
do not entirely understand the mas­
culine neither does the masculine 
fathom the depths of femininity; but 
each knows somewhat of the other 
and must not be neglected. A wife 
has more duty to her husband and 
home than merely darning socks 
and cooking meals, bearing children 
and keeping down the family budget, 
while a husband’s interest in a suc­
cessful home of fidelity means much 
more than paying the bills, keeping 
a shiny new automobile, buying a 
new refrigerator or furnishing 
house-servant. There must be 
lack of personal attention and man­
ifestation of appreciation to keep 
sacred the seals of that home and 
its love without stain.

Of course, I admit this short 
sketch of Mrs. Potipher’s is one of 
mere fancy, yet it is a true picture 
of what actually happens in this 
present day. The outlaw may turn 
state’s evidence, the petty thief may 
seek his personal freedom through 
attempted incrimination of the in­
nocent. The gangster will maliciously 
destroy his antagonist; but the cra­
ven roue will seat himself 
electric chair protesting the purity 
of his feminine associate. No crim­
inal of any kind is more secretive 
and cautious than the one who seeks 
to keep a woman’s reputation above 
her honor, yet the number of un­
faithful wives whose sin turns into 
public shame is appalling. How 
many more have not yet become 
open scandal no one dares hazard 
a guess.

I know that in this day there is 
entirely too much loose talk about 
infidelity of both sexes. Both men 
and women with salacious minds go 
beyond the realm of reason in such 
nauseating gossip. Newspaper re­
ports, divorce records of courts, 
crime delineations of various kinds, 
all remind us of the perversity of 
human naure that still exists, yet I 
insist in believing in the sacred­
ness of marriage, the sanctity of 
the home, the purity of wife, the 
honor of manhood, and that most 
homes continue to enjoy a major 
portion of the blissful associations 
contemplated at the altar of vows.

Woman is by nature as true to 
herself and her man as the needle 
of the compass is to the magnetic 
North pole. She is inherently as 
loyal to her marriage vows 
the stars in their appointed courses 
across the blue expanse 
heavens. Love is her very life, and 
she can no more exist without its 
support than can the morning glory 
climb heavenward without its trellis 
assistance. Woman’s life is a flame 
which burns upon the altar of the 
home; but it demands fuel to keep 
it constant and warm. That sacred 
flame will not forever burn amid 
the icy snows of Artie associations. 
Woman is to man a goddess to 
glorify and she unconsciously real 
izes it; but she will not give forth 
her dearest perfumes of virtue and 
her sweetest incense of fragrance 
to an unresponsive idol who is re­
lated to her as husband.

The philosophic world of today 
largely rejects this story of Joseph. 
It is in apposition to human nature 
since history began. As an example 
of present day conditions 
worthless. It does not even inspire 
respect for alleged Hebrew conti­
nence. People of today may bow at 
thel egality of Moses, the courage 
of David, the sincerity of Ezekial 
and Jeremiah and even worship 
eagerly at the foot of the cross on 
which hung the lowly Nazarene 
whose entire life became a mag­
nificent example and glorious in­
centive for all mankind to follow; 
but it scornfully denies the salacious 
story of Joseph and continues to 
heap its anathema maranatha upon 
any designing villian who seeks to 
desecrate pure womanhood.

Most speakers make pure Jabber- 
wocky of these two important words. 
If you value precision in speech 
you’ll never be guilty of “ REG-lee” 
and “ puh-TICKLE-lee.”

The telescoping of multisyllable 
words is endemic to the United 
States, though not to as great a de­
gree as in England. We should 
watch especially such words as 
practically (not prac-ti-klee), elec­
trically (not elec-tri-klee), wonder­
fully (not wonder-flea), beautifully 
(not beauty-flea).

Be sure to pronounce all the syl­
lables in these and similar words. 
Let us not slip into the slip-shod 
speech habits which make the Brit­
ish accent an offense to the average 
American ear. George Bernard 
Shaw himself says, “ If King George 
delivered a single broadcast in an 
Oxford accent his people would rise 
up that very day and proclaim a 
republic.”

Correct pronunciation: REG-you- 
ler-lee; per-TICK-you-lcr-Iee.

Origin of International Red Cross

vention was called in Geneva in 
1863 and there the fundamental 
principles of the Red Cross were 
laid down. After overcoming enor­
mous difficulties the Swiss Federat­
ed council was induced to call a 
diplomatic council. On August 8, 
1864, the Geneva convention, so- 
called, laid down certain principles 
to which almost all countries now 
adhere.

Three ‘R’s’ Of Mouth 
Health Emphasized 
By St. Doctor

Austin, Feb. 12.—Children brought 
up according to the three “R's of 
mouth health have a very good 
chance to escape the discomforts 
and accompanying ill-health that 
ocmes from dental disorders, accord­
ing the the Texas State Department 
of Health.

The three "R ’s," of course are 
not ’Reading, 'Riting and 'Rithmetic 
but are Right foods, Real cleansing, 
and Regular office visits, which 
are as important to mouth health 
as the old three R’s, are to mental 
development.

The teeth and other mouth tissues 
depend for their original structur­
al strength and their continued re­
sistance to ill-health on the qual­
ity and quantity of building mater­
ials made available in the food one 
eats. The first set (baby or founda­
tion) of teeth obtain their materials 
from the mother before a child’s 
birth. The permanent set may de­
pend on the diet of both the mother 
and the child itself. Consequently, 
the diets of both should be rich in 
calcium, phosphorous, and in those 
vitamins that seem to affect mouth 
tissues, with special emphasis on 
viarnin D which is found principal­
ly in sunshine, codliver oil and fish, 
That is, there must be the right 
food in the diet for strong, decay- 
resisting teeth.

Real cleansing means twice-a-day 
thorough brushing of the teeth with 
effort to reach every tooth surface, 
and finally, the equally thorough 
flushing of the mouth with some 
mild antiseptic liquid or saline solu­
tion. The germs that play the part 
of tooth and gum destroyers in the 
diseases known as dental decay and 
pyorrhea are more active in unclean 
mouths. Real cleansing will help 
to prevent their activity.

A high point of interest in Gen­
eral Motors’ recent celebration of 
the production of its 25,000,000th 
automobile was the sealing by 
Charles F. Kettering, research ex­
ecutive of the Corporation, of the 
ear in a “glass case.”

Warning Is Against \ 
Typhus Fever By 
State Doctor

Austin, Feb. 14.—Typhus fever, 
transmitted to humans by the com­
mon rat flea, showed increased pre­
valence to 538 cases in 1939 over 
the 497 cases previously reported to 
the State Health Department dur­
ing 1938, according to Dr. Geo. W. 
Cox, State Health Officer.

‘Old World typhus fever has a 
high death rate, while the type we 
have n Texas (endemic typhus) 
sometin.es called Brill’s disease, has 
a mucl. lower motallty rate. The 
Incidence of typtnis *ln Texas 

ttoae

rat suffers attacks of this form of 
bu» fev°r and that f 'e  ‘ leas ha-- 

bored by the sick rat bite man, and 
thus human infection results.

“Aside from the public health 
problem caused by rats. It has been 
estimated that the rodents annually 
cause twelve to fifteen million dol­
lars worth of damage to Texas pro­
perty.

“Although typhus is not com­
monly fatal, it cannot be considered 
lightly. Typhus fever generates in­
tense headache, high fever, and 
great mental depression In the av­
erage patient. As in sea sickness, 
the patient’s greatest feari s that 
he Is not going to die. The illness 
generally lasts about two weeks.

“Controi of typhus Is made dif­
ficult, since It depends upon exter­
mination of rodents, and that la 
no easy matter. Trapping and pois­
oning help, but the beat result* are

obtained by starving the rat. This 
an be done bv having ail buildings 

In an area where food Is stored, rat- 
proofed. The State Department of 
Health and the U. 8, Department 
of Agriculture will be glad to as­
sist the various communities in their 
program for the extermination of 
the pest.”
