Sonora Chief of Police, 

Mike House, wants to remind 
ALL drivers to be extremely 
cautious in school zones from 
7:00 a.m. to 4=00 p.m. It's espe­
cially important to slow down 
and watch out for kids at the 
beginning of the school year. 
Students are excited, apprehen­
sive, not familiar with the new 
school schedule and may not 
pay attention to traffic safety 
practices.

When driving kids to 
school, leave with plenty of 
time to meet the child's sched­
ule and your own. Accidents 
often occur at school because 
drivers are in a hurry and late 
for work. It is easy for parents 
or other drivers to become lax 
after several months of zipping 
past largely deserted schools 
during summer months. Adults 
must switch "mind-sets" as 
children return to school this 
fall. Slow down. Stay alert.

, Watch but for kids.
“Drivers might want to 

drive more slowly than the 
posted speed limit of 20 m.p.h., 
to ensure the safety of the chil­
dren, “ Chief House said.

Drivers who violate the 
laws regarding school zone 
safety face stiff penalties.

Fines begin at $1 per mile 
an hour over the speed limit, 
plus a $55 court cost, plus a $10 
fee. Those fines will increase by 
$30 each on Sept. 1 of this year.

Chief House reiterated the 
fact that they are just trying to 
keep our children safe. He also 
reminds drivers to NOT stop in 
the middle o f  the road to drop 
off children. It is important to 
keep traffic flowing as much as 
possible. House also said that it 
is important for drivers to 
observe traffic laws on Tayloe 
and be aware of high school 
students traveling from the 
building to the field house.

If you drive kids to school, 
make sure every child is buck-

Dr. Leo Brown Merrill died 

Friday, August 15, 2003, sur­
rounded by his family.

He was born on February 8, 
1918, in Eager, Arizona, to Fred 
and Della Merrill.

While serving at Harvey Point 
near Hertford, North Carolina in 
1943, he met Pat Edwards and 
they married January 6, 1945, at 
Holy Trinity Episcopal Church 
in Hertford. Lt. Leo Merrill 
served in both the Atlantic 
Ocean and the Pacific Ocean on 
patrol for enemy subs. While 
serving in the Pacific, he was 
stationed in the Galapagos 
Islands where he became fasci­
nated with the diversified 
wildlife.

Upon discharge after the 
war, he and Pat came to Sonora,

Texas, where he went to work 
for the A & M Research Station. 
During this time, he completed 
his education at Texas A&M, 
receiving both his master’s and 
Ph.D. in the field of Range 
Management. He spent his 
career doing range research, 
working to improve worldwide 
range grazing practices. He is 
known throughout the ranching 
community for his “Merrill 4 
pasture deferred rotating graz­
ing system.”

Leo retired from A & M as 
the superintendent of the Sonora 
Research Station at the age of 
65. Leo was a founding member 
of the Society for Range 
Management and president in 
1956, a member of the Masonic 
Lodge and a past president of 
the Sonora Lions Club.

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Lindbergh’s Ups and Downs In Campwood
Tumbleweed 
Smith

In 1924 
aviation pio­
neer Charles 
A. Lindbergh 
left San 
Antonio in a 
World War 1 

bi-wing Canuck with the 
plane's owner, Leon Klink, and 
headed for California. 
Lindbergh had planned to fol­
low railroad tracks west, since 
he didn't have any navigation 
instruments aboard.

Somewhere around 
Uvalde he got confused and 
started following a small rail 
line that stopped at 
Campwood, a hill country vil­
lage northwest of San Antonio. 
The line had been built to haul 
cedar out of Nueces Canyon.

Running out of track and 
needing to know just where 
they were, Lindbergh made a 
rough landing in a cultivated 
field between Campwood and 
Barksdale.

A man named guy 
Hutcherson drove his model T 
truck to the location, loaded 
their luggage, tools and Mr. 
Klink. This lightened the plane 
for a safe lift-off. Lindbergh 
then landed the plane on 
Campwood's main street, 
between the Fitzgerald Hotel

and Warren Puett's Hardware 
Store.

They loaded the plane and 
were taxiing down the dirt 
street, which had a number of 
ruts, causing the plane to wob­
ble. The tip of the wing struck 
a telephone pole, throwing the 
plane into the side of Puetts' 
Hardware.

The propeller was broken 
and a wing was damaged. They 
ordered a new prop and patched 
the wing. Lindbergh later said 
the plane forever flew slightly 
sideways the way some dogs 
trot. Lindbergh's offer to make 
restitution was rejected. Puett 
said, "People will come from 
miles around to see where this 
brave young birdman escaped 
death."

The two airmen stayed at 
the hotel several days, visited 
and danced with the local girls. 
Residents of Campwood called 
the 22-year-old Lindbergh 
"Slim." He was relatively 
unknown at the time, outside of 
barnstorming circles.

After a week, the propeller 
finally arrived, but it was the 
wrong size. A local mechanic, 
Russell Vernoy, made it fit. 
When the plane was repaired, 
Lindbergh gave several resi­
dents rides.

When it was time to leave, 
the young pilots climbed

aboard, said goodbye to their 
new friends, took off safely 
this time, and continued their 
journey westward.

Many years later, the park 
was named Lindbergh Park 
and the street in front of the 
Fitzgerald Hotel was named 
Leon Klink Street. The state 
placed a historical marker at 
the site.
. The ■ original propeller 

from the Canuck has recently 
been found. It had been in a 
garage fifty years.

Hill Country resident Tom 
Casey has made a replica of 
the plane Lindbergh flew into 
Campwood. It is in a museum 
in Campwood and is displayed 
the first Saturday in August of 
each year at the old Settler's 
Reunion. A few years after the 
incident, Mr. Klink visited the 
reunion and saw the hotel and 
the street named for him.

Two weeks after visiting 
Campwood, Lindbergh 
became a US Air Service 
Cadet at Brooks Field in San 
Antonio. On May 20-21 in 
1927, he made the first solo 
flight from New York to Paris, 
and the world took notice.

Previously, fourteen peo­
ple died trying to make that 
flight.

led in a child safety seat, a 
booster seat, or with a 
lap/shoulder belt that is age, 
weight and height appropriate. 
It's safer for all children ages 
12 and under to sit in the back 
seat of your car whenever pos­
sible.

The National Highway 
Traffic Safety Administration 
advises motorists to help 
increase school zone safety by 
following these steps:

‘ * When backing out of a 
driveway or leaving a garage, 
watch out for children walking 
or bicycling to school.

* When driving in 
neighborhoods with school 
zones, watch out for young 
people who may be thinking 
about getting to school, but 
may not be thinking about get­
ting there safely.

* Slow down. Watch for 
children walking in the street, 
especially if there are no side­
walks in a neighborhood.

* Slow down. Watch for 
children playing and congre­
gating near bus stops.

* Be alert. Children 
arriving late for the bus may 
dart into the street without 
looking for traffic.

* Learn and obey the 
school bus laws in your state.

Sharon Holman 
seconded and all voted in favor.

Additional fundraising 
activities will include inserts for 
bank statements to First 
National Bank customers and 
Christmas cards. Matt Lewis 
will be invited to the September 
meeting to share his knowledge 
of fundraising techniques.

The purpose of the SCHF is 
long-term support of Lillian M. 

^  Hudspeth Memorial Hospital
and healthcare resources in 
Sutton County.

The goal of the SCHF is to 
provide supplemental funds for 
the operation of the hospital and 
other healthcare resources in 
order to decrease need for tax 
support of healthcare in Sutton 
County.

The motion was seconded by 
Favila and all meinbers present 
voted in favor. The motion car­
ried.

The Superintendent
expressed his gratitude to the 
representatives from both 
Pfiuger and Associates and T.M. 
Davis construction for all the 
work they had done up to this 
point. Shane Davis thanked the 
Board and Superintendent for 
the opportunity to work for 
them.

In the Superintendent’s 
report, Myers reviewed the fol­
lowing areas:

Campus - part of the locker 
project has been completed; the 
tile in the Middle School Gym 
and the carpet in the Middle 
School Band Hall have been 
replaced; and the interior portion 
of the High School air condition­
ing project is done.

Extra-Curricular - work is 
continuing on the public rest­
rooms at the football field.

Housing - the work at the 
house on Water Street (band 
director house) has been finished 
and proved to be very cost effec­
tive.

Superintendent Myers invit­
ed all board members to attend 
the opening assembly for intro­
duction of new teachers on 
Wednesday, August 13, at 8 a.m. 
at the High School Commons 
and the annual Lions Club 
Hamburger Supper on August 
14, at 6 p.m., at the Depot.

Myers stated that the 2002- 
03 year had a closing enrollment 
of 913 and that it appeared the 
opening enrollment for 2003-04 
would be in the neighborhood of 
900-910.

A motion was then made by 
Fields, seconded by Jennings, to 
rescind the action which set 
August II, at 5:30 p.m. as the 
date to hold the public hearing, 
adopt the budget and set the tax 
rate. All members present voted 
in favor of the motion.

Tom Payton then made a 
motion to set August 25, at 5:30 
p.m. as the time and date to hold 
the public hearing on the 2003- 
2004 proposed budget and the 
2003-2004 proposed tax rate, to 
adopt the 2003-04 budget and 
set the 2003-04 tax rate. All 
members present were in favo*̂  
of the motion.

Cy Griffin of Doyle Morgan 
Insurance gave a brief re view, of 
the quote irt the amount of 
$62,085 for property and casual­
ty insurance (workers comp to 
be determined later) which 
reflected an increase of $615.00 
across the board. Board mem­
bers unanimously approved 
Doyle Morgan Insurance as the 
carrier for property and casualty 
insurance for 2003-04.

President Scott Jacoby stat­
ed that he had requested that a 
discussion and possible action 
regarding a contribution for 
administrator insurance be 
placed on the agenda. Jacoby 
explained that the state had 
reduced its contribution to 
employee health insurance from 
$1000 to $500 for all school 
employees other than adminis­
trators and that administrators 
(salary over $50,(X)0) would 
receive no contribution. Jacoby 
stated that for Sonora ISD, seven 
employees were affected and he 
would like for the district to fund 
this contribution at $500 per per­
son for a total of $3500.

Member Tammy Favila stat­
ed that administrators were 
given very nice salary increases 
recently while teachers had 
received very little.

Member Barbara Jennings 
stated that she was against the 
proposal because the administra­
tors were given.nice raises while 
teachers received only their step 
increase. Additionally, Jennings 
made the point that with the 
reduction of the state insurance 
contribution and the increase in 
insurance premiums, a number 
of teachers would be making 
less than they had the year

be lore.
The remaining members of 

the Board were polled. 
Bustamante stated that he felt 
the state was punishing the 
employees who earned more 
than $50,000. Fields commented 
that he was torn in making a 
decision and that while he 
agreed with Mrs. Favila and 
Mrs. Jennings, the district had 
no control over what the state 
does regarding the contribution. 
Payton commented that he was 
leaning toward payment of the 
$500 to administrator health 
insurance.

Business Manager Diane 
Jacoby pointed out that the dis­
trict has to maintain the same 
maintenance of effort each year 
on health insurance and any­
thing the district spends goes 
toward the maintenance of 
effort. Mrs. Jacoby also 
informed the Board that because 
of the decrease in the state’s 
contribution and the increase in 
insurance premiums, a number 
of employees had either opted to 
find insurance elsewhere or to 
move to a lower plan.

Favila and Jennings once 
again pointed out that it would 
be detrimental to teacher morale 
for the district to contribute the 
$500 to administrator insurance 
since the administrators had 
received nice salary increases 
while the teachers received only 
their step increases.

There was no action taken 
on the item.

A motion was made by 
Jennings, seconded by Fields, to 
adopt the Cafeteria Plan 
Resolution as presented. All 
members present voted in favor.

Superintendent Myers slat­
ed that he had received a request 
from Sutton County for Sonora 
ISD to donate $5,000 toward the 
$ 18,000 annual cost of operating 
the Thunderbird Buses. 
Additionally, Myers informed 
the Board that the Thunderbird 
provided transportation to a 
number of the district’s low 
income students.

Favila questioned why the 
students would still be charged 
to ride the bus if the district con­
tributed to the operating costs.

Fields commented that the 
district was looking at a tax 
increase while Sutton County 
was not proposing a tax 
increase, yet was asking the dis­
trict to contribute to the opera­
tion of the system.

Favila stated that she would 
like more definite numbers 
regarding how many students 
use the Thunderbird before mak­
ing the decision.

Superintendent Myers 
remarked that he understood 
both sides of the issue but that 
his main concern was the affect 
on certain students’ attendance if 
the system was not in operation.

Favila once again com­
mented that while she appreciat­
ed the system, she didn’t under-

stand why the students had to 
pay.

Bustamante said that since 
the issue affected low income 
students, he would move that 
the district contribute $5.()()() 
toward operational costs. The 
motion was seconded by 
Payton. At this point. Fields 
called for more discussion. He 
stated that he would like more 
definite information regarding 
student use, and the campus 
principals in attendance 
informed him regarding the 
approximate number of students 
who availed themselves of the 
bus system. Following more 
discussion. Fields pointed out 
that the county was asking the 
school district to fund less than 
1/3 of the cost of operation.

President Jacoby called for 
a vote on the motion. Voting 
“aye”, in favor, were 
Bustamante, Field, Jacoby and 
Payton. Voting “no” were Favila 
and Jennings. Absent and not 
voting was Sam David 
Hernandez. The motion carried.

Precinct 2 Judge, Pattie 
Rainer, and her duly appointed 
clerks were unanimously 
approved as the Early Voting 
Ballot Board for the September 
13,2003 election for Chapter 41 
purposes.

Myers presented the 
Superintendent Goals for 2003- 
2004 which had been developed 
at the team building session 
conducted on August 4. He stat­
ed that the administrative team 
felt the wording of Goal #1 was 
confusing and asked if there 
was another way to word it. 
Following a discussion, the 
Board revised Goal 1 to read: 
"Each student in Sonora ISD 
will perform at their highest 
academic potential with an 
aligned K-12 curriculum.” The 
Board unanimously approved 
the Superintendent Goals for
2003- 2004 as revised after a 
motion by Fields and a second 
by Payton.

Bustamante inquired if all 
Advanced Placement Courses at 
the High School had been cut 
and was informed by Principal 
Doug Bawcbm that only A/P 
History was not offered, due to 
the fact that there had not been 
time to send anyone to the train­
ing after the resignation of the 
teacher who had been instruct­
ing the course. Bawcom stated 
that 11'" and 12'" A/P English is 
still offered along with A/P 
Biology and that A/P History 
would be offered again for
2004- 2005.

Jennings read a thank-you 
note for flowers the Board sent 
after her recent loss. 
Additionally, she thanked the 
Board for their support and 
understanding while she was 
attending to a family member 
who was seriously ill.

No items were considered 
in closed session, so the meeting 
was adjourned.

Butler presented the prelim­
inary 2004 budget and advised 
that he had seven months of fig­
ures to project the remainder of 
2003. The revenue for lab and 
X-ray was increased by 20%, 
due to Dr. Johnson starting his 
practice; the other services were 
increased by 10%. Expenses 
were increased by 4%, with the 
exception of the reference lab. 
which was increased by 10%. 
Discussion was held in depth 
regarding the budget. The final 
budget will be presented at the 
September meeting for 
approval.

Butler gave the accounts 
receivable report for July. He 
said that the goal is to be 
between 45-55 days.

Mrs. Knight gave the finan­
cial report for June. She report­
ed that revenue was down in 
June due to Dr. Calderon’s 
office closing at the end of May 
and Dr. Pajestka being on vaca­
tion. Expenses were up due to 
the first payment of the physi­
cian guarantee and the archi­
tect’s fees. The Hospital had 
total operating revenue of 
$167,960 and an operating loss 
of $47,395, with a net loss of 
$24,313.

The July expenditures were 
presented and approved.

In 1985 that decision led to Duhon’s capture of the PRCA Resistol Rookie of the Year honors. The next year he won the first three world championships. Along the 
way to those championships Duhon qualified for the National Finals eight times, won average titles two years and established a Finals record run of 3.0 seconds in 1986, 
which was not touched until it was tied in 2001.

Road weary Duhon stayed home in 1990 and 1991 and might and might not have won that last world title if not for a call about a palomino horse named Yellow Dog.
A few runs on the horse and Duhon had the rodeo itch again. The first year back he finished third in the world - the next year he was on top again with a third title which 
he says is better than the other two.

Texas Historic Farms and Ranches 
Being Sought For Recognition

Austin - Agriculture Commi.ssioner Susan Combs announced 
that the Texas Department of Agriculture is seeking application for 
the Family Land Heritage Program that honors farms and rancîtes 
that hav̂ e been in continuous agricultural production by the same 
family tor 100. 150 and 200 years. Since the program started in 
1974, TDA has honored 3.773 farms and ranches in 220 Texas coun­
ties.

‘•Texas was built by agricultural pioneers." Combs said. "The 
Family Land Heritage Program honors their contributions to the set­
tlement of the Lone Star State. It chronicles the unique history of 
Texas agriculture, a proud record that otherwise might be lost for­
ever.”

To be eligible for the program, the farm or ranch must meet 
these qualifications.

• The farm/ranch has to have been agriculturally productive for 
100 years or more and the line of ownership traced from the first 
family member to the present, either through direct relatives or by 
marriage.

• The land must fit the old U.S. Census definition of a farm: 10 
acres or more with agricultural sales of $50 or more a year: or if less 
than 10 acres, sales of at least $250 a year.

• Owher(s) must be actively managing the everyday operation 
of the property.

• If ALL the land has ever been rented to someone outside the 
family, it will not qualify. If only a portion was leased, and as much 
as 10 acres retained in the family for agricultural production with 
sales of at least $50 annually, it will qualify.

• Deadline to submit applications for properties established in 
1903 or before is Nov. 15, 2003.

Farms and ranches that qualify will be honored during the cer­
emony in Austin in March, 2004. The history of the farm or ranch 
will also be chronicled in a registry. Honorées can also obtain his­
toric farm or ranch signage for their property.

West Nile Threat Not Over Yet

Sutton County Show Goat Producers 
Sell Top-of-the-Line Stock______ _

COLLEGE STATION -  A 

Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station entomologist is warning 
all Texans the threat of mosqui- 
to-bome diseases may be just 
beginning for humans this year.

"The reason people need to 
be even more cautious now of 
West Nile virus and other such 
viruses from now on is because 
these bird-reservoired, mosqui­
to-borne viruses tend to build up 
during the early- to mid-part of 
the summer," said Dr. Jim Olson.

"Mosquito-borne diseases 
like West Nile then begin to spill 
over into human populations in 
late-summer, from August until 
the coming of cold weather in 
mid- to late-September. Usually 
by the 15th of October, things 
begin to quiet down," he said.

"Thus, the chances for peo­
ple to be encountered by an 
infected mosquito go way up" in 
late summer and early fall, 
Olson said.
> Even with the beginning of 
the school year, outdoor activi­
ties continue, and people still 
need to think about preventing 
mosquito-borne diseases. "In 
fact, if anything, they need to 
intensify their protective behav­
iors," he said.

By the end of July, the Texas 
Department of Health reported 
13 human cases of West Nile 
virus in nine counties this year. 
Two people have died -  one in 
Ellis County and the other in 
Montgomery County.

Certain occupations -  such 
as those that require working 
outside in the early morning or at 
night -  carry more risk. Police 
officers, firefighters and those 
who work in open-air facilities 
such as refineries "need to be 
extremely careful," he said.

Everyone needs to make 
sure mosquitos don't enter their 
homes, particularly the species 
that primarily cycles the virus. 
The Culex qiiinquefasciatus, or 
southern house mosquito, is pri­
marily a bird feeder and will 
only feed on humans when they 
have no other choice, such as 
being trapped in a building or 
home, Olson said.

According to the Centers for 
Disease Control, West Nile virus 
is commonly found in Africa, 
West Asia and the Middle East. 
It is closely related to the St. 
Louis encephalitis virus and can 
infect humans, birds, mosqui­
toes, horses and some other 
mammals.

People who have contracted 
the virus will have flu-like 
symptoms to begin with, Olson

said.
"Generally, that's where it 

stops -  the headache, the fever, 
general ache," he said. However, 
the virus can lead to a stiff neck, 
lack of coordination, coma, and 
possibly death.

To avoid mo.squitos and tlie 
possibility ofdisea.se, Olson rec­
ommended the three P's:

-Protection of self, by wear­
ing protective clothing and a 
repellent of choice and avoiding 
being outside during the times of 
day when mosquitos are active.

Olson suggested wearing 
clothing that is loose-fitting. 
"With tight-fitting clothing, 
mosquitos can drill right through 
the fabric," he said.

Long-sleeved and long- 
legged clothing provides protec­
tion for skin. Clothing should be 
light-colored because mosquitos 
are attracted to darker hues, he 
said.

-Prevent mosquito breeding 
around the house by removing 
all sources of standing water, 
dumping artificial containers 
and removing those containers.

-Prevent mosquitos from 
getting into homes with the 
proper screening and sealing 
frames doors and windows. 
Many human infections of West 
Nile and other encephalitis 
viruses are caused by bites either 
in the home or places close by, 
such as yards and patios.

Citronella candles offer 
some protection outside if they 
are used in areas with little wind 
movement, but Olson urged peo­
ple to practice fire safety when 
burning those.

Insect-killing devices, such 
as the "bug zappers" and the” 
newer mosquito-trapping 
devices should be placed at a 
distance -  about 50 feet -  from 
the area you’re trying to protect. 
"They do tend to attract more 
mosquitos than they kill," he 
said.

Community-wide spraying 
can be effective if done properly, 
he said.

"Any spraying that is done 
needs to be based on need, as 
indicated by the presence of 
mosquitos and, even more so, 
the presence of the virus in that 
area," Olson explained.

Proper surveillance by 
health authorities can determine 
whether spraying is needed.

"Indiscriminate spraying of 
mosquitos that is not out of a 
.sense of need is not recommend­
ed. There has to be an actual 
need. Otherwi.se, other measures 
are sufficient," he said.
