Philip Murray of the C. I. O. paint-
ed recently before the Temporary
National Economic Committee. It

{ In 1926 a total of 4 hand mills
|were in existence. The greatest
jnumber of men that could have been

Then remember that in addition
there are, actually, about three-
fifths of these hand mills still in
existence and operating.)

There has undoubtedly been a de-
crease in employment in these Land
mills, but the steel industry as a
whole saw an increase of working
force of 117,000 men between 1927
iand 1937, the last year for which
figures are available.
