As school starts, all Texans
share the responsibility of mak-
ing sure students arrive safely.
Drivers should remember to
.slow down in neighborhoods
where children are walking and
waiting for the bus. They should
also follow school zone laws
and know when and where to
stop for school buses.

School buses are the safest
form of transportation for stu-
dents, but the most dangerous
time of the journey is when kids
are entering and exiting the bus.
When a school bus is loading or
unloading students, the law
requires that drivers stop on
most roadways.

State law requirements

State law requires
approaching drivers to stop
when a school bus is stopped
and operating a visual signal
(red flashing lights or a stop
sign). Drivers should not pro-
ceed until the school bus
resumes motion; the driver is
signaled by the bus driver to
proceed; or the visual signal is
no longer activated. A driver
does not have to stop for a
school bus if it is on a highway
with roadways separated by an
intervening space or physical
barrier. (If a highway is divided
only by a left-turning lane, the
roadways are not separated, and
drivers must stop for school
buses.)
~ Punishment for drivers
who do not stop

Drivers who do not stop for
school buses face a fine of up to
$1,000. If a driver is convicted
of this offense more than one
time, -DPS . can- suspend.-their
license for up to six months.

Injuries among passen-
gers and drivers on school buses
increased from 826 in 1991 to
1,058 in 2001, marking a slight-
ly more than 28 percent
increase.

“For the safety of our chil-
dren, drivers need to slow
down, obey school zone speed
limits and stop for school
buses,” said Col. Thomas A.
Davis, Jr., director of the DPS.
“We have zero tolerance for
vehicles that pass stopped
school buses.”

Multi-Chem is very proud
to be an integral part of Sonora.
The town and the people in the
community have been great to
Multi-Chem and Multi-Chem
has been good for the communi-
ty. The comipany has been fortu-
nate to grow and develop into a
very successful business, now
servicing customers in 22 loca-
tions in six states and Canada.
Currently we employ over 140
people. The company recently
completed a five-year strategic
plan for manpower, expansions
and revenue projections. Even
though the projections are con-
sidered conservative, we foresee
some road blocks finding, local-
ly, the personnel needed to fill
professional positions in the
company. The majority of the
professionals Multi-Chem plans
to hire will have at least 20
years of experience and are like-
ly to be dual income families.
We have been experiencing this
problem for a few years. It’s a
challenge to find adequate hous-
ing and to attract these people to
our community. Such a problem
will only be magnified as we
plan to add 18 professional jobs.
We estimate that 70% of the
people filling those positions
will have spouses who want to
work also. :

Last week, the company’s
executive leadership team met
to address this issue. After com-
pleting a decision analysis, the
company decided to keep sales
and service, manufacturing and
blending, distribution and the
lab operations in Sonora. This
leaves 18 people in Sonora with

an expected growth rate of 20
additional jobs in the next five
years. The company will contin-
ue to do approximately 24 tech-
nical training schools which
will continue bringing revenue
to the community for motels
and  eating establishments.
These classes have 8§ to 10 peo-
ple per class with ‘two classes
held each month.

Lois and I love. living in
Sonora and will continue to live
here and commute as needed to
San Angelo and to other desti-
nations to help. assist and grow
the business. I want to clarify
some of the statements pub-
lished in the newspapers in the
past weeks. Multi-Chem is not
in a bidding war for funding of
jobs through economic incen-
tives. I will continue to use the
airport as needed to travel from
Sonora to my destination. I
know that the airport will be
fixed to accommodate larger
planes and prevent deer from
entering the runway.
Additionally, we will provide a
pool vehicle to enable local key
personnel to commute to San
Angelo as needed.

Our goal was to make the
best decision for the company.
The decision was an ethical
dilemma for everyone involved
considering that what is best for
the company is not always what
is best for each employee. This
has been a tough decision, yet,
we feel confident the outcome
will be positive to all. I appreci-
ate the support and concerns of
everyone in the community. Go
Bronco’s 2004!

Q. Do you have any infor-
mation on Sol Mayer?

A. “Encyclopedia of Texas
1924” page 3664, Sol Mayer,
capitalist, banker, rancher and
developer of Sonora, Texas, is
regarded as one of the real
builders of West Texas. His
development activities and
holdings are on a scale large
enough to place him well within
the ranks of the “Empire
Builders of the West.”
According to those who know
him best, Mr. Mayer’s life poli-
cy has been to develop his own
interests in a way that will
reflect credit on his community,
and in this he has succeeded, as
even an incomplete summary of
his accomplishments will indi-
cate.

At the outset of his career
Mr. Mayer was interested
chiefly in ranching, entering the
cattle business in Schleicher
County in 1891, five years later
establishing his present ranch.
He added sheep in 1898, buying
and selling sheep for some
years, but did not begin raising
them until 1922. In 1910, Mr.
Mayer decided to retire from
active business life and leased
his ranch, but accustomed as he
was, to an active outdoor life, he
soon found idleness more of a
burden than ranch operation. On
his retirement he had bought a
beautiful summer home in
Denver, Colorado, and a little
later entered the real estate and
investment business. He also
became interested in a develop-
ment project in Reeves Co.,
Texas in the Medina Valley, for-
merly known as Toyah Valley.
He organized and put over the
Reeves County Improvement
District No. One. This develop-
ment project put eleven thou-
sand acres of land subject to irri-
gation with water from Toyah
Creek and a storage reservoir
that was one of the development
projects. Later, Mr. Mayer
organized and put over a second
development, known as the
Mount Castle Land and
Irrigation Co., and also took
over a number of small and
unsuccessful irrigation projects
started by, small operators, whao
had attempted development in
the Medina Valley.

Mr. Mayer also organized,
and has since been president of
the Security State Bank of
Pecos City. He is vice president

County records in Schleicher
and Sutton counties show him
to own 75,000 acres of land in
these counties. He operates 55
sections as a ranch, running cat-
tle, sheep and some goats. He
runs from 11,000 to 12,000
head of pure blood Rambouillet
sheep, and has a band of the
finest registered Rambouillet
rams obtainable, keeping about
25 to each 1,000 ewes. He
shears an average of eight
pounds of fine wool, or better,
counting both' young and old,
his yearling stuff shearing nine
pounds or better, of medium
fine wool, of comparatively
small shrinkage. He also has a
lamb crop of about 82% - 85%,
his lambs maturing early, with
pronounced mutton tendencies,
and other qualities that enable
him to get a top market price.
His lambs grade “choice” for
the most part.

Mr. Mayer also runs from
800 to 1,000 high grade
Hereford cattle, using only
Hereftord bulls. His cittle brand
is the T half circle, his old brand
adopted in 1889 and in use for
40 years, having been the
famous MYR brand. His ear-
mark is the underbit left and
right. His sheep are fire and
wool branded with the T half
circle, which is one of the well
known sheep brands of West
Texas. He runs from 1,000 to
1,200 Angora goats, of the
ringlet type, and has some of the
best billies in this locality, using
only registered stuff. His ranch
is completely fenced and cross-
fenced wolf-proof, and is well
watered and grassed.

Sol Mayer was born in San
Antonio, January 18, 1869, a
son of F. and Jetta (Steiner)
Mayer. Sol Mayer was educated
in San Antonio, in so far as his
formal education is concerned.
That broader education, that
enables him to grasp the funda-
mentals of a proposition so
quickly, and that has given him
the vision to become one of the
real developers of Texas, he
obtained in the school of experi-
ence, and by his contact with
the business world and observa-
tion and study of those men who
have won success.

Mr. Mayer is a Knight of
Pythias, and has been a member
of the Cattle Raisers’
Association since 1890, serving
five years as member of the
executive committee. MTr.
Mayer was one of the organiz-
ers of Schleicher Co., and
served on its first petit jury.

[t is said of Sol Mayer that
he has genius for making things
go, and that whatever he under-
takes is a success, yet those who
make this statement realize that
back of all his successes, is a
man who early realized that suc-
cess is bought by industry.

Sol Mayer dated Edith (Suzy)
Martin, the daughter of Mr. and
Mrs. John Martin, for over five
years before he married her in

1895. They had one child,
Edwin Solomon Mayer, born in
San Antonio in 1896.

Sol Mayer met and married
Mrs. Ernestine Elizabeth Bush
Somers in  Milwaukee,
Wisconsin, in 1904. They were
greatly loved and respected by
all who knew them. Over the

New state agency oversees

- State Capital
Highlights

AUSTIN - The last session
of the Legislature changed the
state agency landscape, doing
away with some, merging others
and creating new agencies.

One of those new agencies
that has not received much pub-
lic notice is the Texas
Residential Construction
Commission.

Created by House Bill 730,
the TRCC is charged with
developing and enforcing a lim-
ited warranty program and
building and performance stan-
dards for new homes and major

improvements.

In addition, the TRCC reg-
isters Texas home builders.
Since the first of the year, all
Texas home builders have been
required to register new homes,
major improvements to certain
new houses and interior
improvements costing more
than $20,000. Builders pay a
$30 fee for each registration.

The new commission has
begun a series of nine public
hearings across the state to col-
lect public opinion on proposed
TRCC regulations and stan-
dards.

A working draft of new
home construction standards
was prepared by the Texas
A&M University's construction
science department. It can be

Back to school healthy
diet...

The lazy, hazy, crazy days
of summer are about over for
most Texas school children,
and so is the daytime consump-
tion of much of their junk food.

As of Aug. 1, all public
schools in the state participat-
ing in federal child nutrition
programs must have adopted
the Texas Department of
Agriculture's Texas Public
School Nutrition Policy.

The new rules ban foods of
minimal nutritional  value

(FMNVs) such as gum, most
types of candy and soft drinks
anywhere on campuses until
the end of the school day.
Middle schools can't allow
access to FMNVs until after the
last lunch period. High schools
can't let their students get their
hands on FMNVs in the lunch-
room.

Not only does the policy
make it hard for a pupil to
indulge in a chocolate bar
washed down by a popular car-
bonated drink, it enforces por-
tion control for some foods and
mandates that fruits and vegeta-
bles be offered daily. Next year,
fried food must be dropped

from school menus.

Have you ever sought
involvement in an activity that
was fun, challenging, and pro-
vided learning experiences?
Here’s your chance! Now that
school will soon be in session,
we will dedicate some time to
introducing Sutton County
youth to the Texas 4-H pro-
gram. The 4-H program has
much to offer. Possibilities
include photography, poetry,
comedy, drama, dance, outdoor
education, clothing & textiles,
shooting sports, horticulture,
entomology, and MUCH more!
A 4-H’er must be at least in the
third grade. In today’s col-
umn, we’ll discuss the live-
stock project.

An ideal animal project is
a 4-H market lamb. Some
strong advantages for market
lambs include: low initial cost,
it can be a short term project (3
to 5 months), it is usually very
safe for young children, and
little equipment is. needed.

It is also important to be
aware of the large numbers of
opportunities the 4-H sheep
project presents. In addition to
showing lambs at jackpots,
county or major shows, 4-
H’ers can participate in record
book competitions, public
speaking,. illustrated talks,
method demonstrations, wool
judging, and developing breed-
ing projects. The 4-H sheep
project, because of this flexi-
bility, has much to offer.

Don’t know much about
animal husbandry?

The Sheep & Goat
Predator Management Board
(originally the Texas-Sheep &
Goat Commodity Board) will
hold its 2004 biennial election
on October 22, 2004, to elect
three directors. Terms are
expiring on December 31,
2004, for one director from
each district. A person is qual-
ified to vote in this biennial
election if he or she is in the
business of producing, or has
caused to be produced, domes-
tic and/or exotic sheep and/or
goats for commercial purposes
within the referendum area
described in the final para-
graph of this notice. This
includes .owners of farms or
ranches, their tenants and
sharecroppers, if such person

. would be required to pay the

assessment. However, the
same production cannot be
voted twice.

Any eligible voter must
vote in the district where they
reside. Although some produc-
ers may have production in
multiple districts, or reside in
one district while having pro-
duction in another, a producer
can vote only in the district in
which  he/she physically
resides. Voting will be con-
ducted by mail-in ballots
which will be mailed to voters
in each of the 111 counties of
the current referendum area by
means of a producer list com-
piled for this purpose.

Each ballot will be pre-
addressed, include voting
instructions and return mail
postage. A small supply of vot-
ing materials will be sent to
each County Extension Office.
To be valid all ballots must
bear the address and signature
of the producer, include com-
pletion of the Verification of

Production statement that
applies in their case, be
returned by mail-to:the Sheep
& Goat Predator Management
Board office, and must be
post-marked prior to midnight
of the biennial election date,
October 22, 2004.

Any person qualified to
vote in this biennial election
may place their name in nomi-
nation for election to the Board
to represent their District by
obtaining the written applica-
tion (Nomination Form) from
their county Agent or from the
Sheep & Goat Predator
Management Board
(S&GPMB) office. In addition
to the requirement that
Directors . must reside in the
district they will represent, the
nomination form for a board
position must be signed by the
producer seeding the nomina-
tion and at least ten (10) other
persons from that district eligi-
ble to vote in the biennial elec-
tion.

Aug. 16 Deadline Approaches

for Extension Filers

WASHINGTON - Most
taxpayers already have filed
their tax year 2003 federal
income tax returns. But for
almost 8.5 million taxpayers
who opted for the automatic
extension of time to file, the
deadline is August 16.

The IRS reminds extension
filers that e-filing remains avail-
able. So far this year, more than
60 million returns have been e-
filed.

"Why not e-file? More than
60 million Americans already
have," said IRS Commissioner
Mark W. Everson. "No matter
what time of the year, e-filing is
the fastest, safest, easiest way to
do taxes. There are fewer errors,
and taxpayers get their refunds
in less than half the time of
paper returns."

The Internal Revenue
Service reminds taxpayers with
extensions to file their. returns
by August 16 to avoid the late
filing penalty, which is 5 per-
cent per month of the unpaid
tax. Help may be available,
however, for people who cannot
file by August 16.

Taxpayers with spec1al cir-
cumstances, such as a hardship,
that prevent them from prepar-
ing and filing their tax forms by
August 16 may request an addi-
tional two-month extension by
completing Form 2688, giving
them until October 15 to file
their income tax returns. These
taxpayers will be granted an
extension of time to file even if
they cannot send in payment of
outstanding 2003 taxes with the
extension request. v

Taxpayers granted the addi-
tional time to file will not'be

penalized for late payment of
tax if they pay the balance of
their 2003 tax when they file the
tax return by October 15, pro-
vided 90 percent of their total
tax was paid by April 15.
However they will owe interest
on any taxes not paid by April
15.

To request the additional
time to file, taxpayers must file
Form 2688 with the IRS by
August 16. Form 2688 is avail-
able on the IRS Web site,
IRS.gov. Form 2688 can be filed
electronically or mailed to the
IRS.

The IRS will advise filers
in writing whether or not their
requests are granted. Approval
for those who file electronically
will be sent back on the
Acknowledgement Record.

The IRS expects to receive
more than 3 million Forms 2688
during 2004.

To e-file, taxpayers can use
tax preparation software on their
own computers or file electroni-
cally through an authorized e-
file provider. Both options offer
taxpayers security and accuracy
in filing their returns as well as
faster refunds. Taxpayers may
continue to take advantage of
electronic filing and the Free
File program until October 15.
Free File enables qualifying tax-
payers to e-file for free; 3.48
million taxpayers have used
Free File to e-file their tax
returns this year.

Once taxpayers have filed
their tax returns. they can use
the "Where's My Refund" fea-
ture on IRS.gov to check the
status of their refund checks.

We were now out of most
of our medications, approxi-
mately $4,000 worth. We had
two more clinic days, including
a bus trip to the remote village
of Tumbaden. Our team came
up with $1,500 out of our own
pockets to buy more medica-
tions from a local pharmacy.

The money donated from
Lighthouse Community Church
had been an additional blessing.

Larry Johnson was to meet
us at lunch with the new med-
ications. Larry had been doing
mission work in this area of
Peru for some 20 years. He was
the founder and driving force of
Villa Milagr. He had dynamited
mountains, grated roads, drilled
fresh water wells and brought
the New Testament to many of
the remote valleys.

“Trust in the Lord with all
you heart, and lean not unto
your own understanding.” The
medications would be there.

We were up at 4:30 a.m.
and loading the bus. It had
rained that night and it remained
very foggy. We brought pillows
from our rooms for the long bus
ride today.

The wheels of the bus spun
and the rear end veered side-
ways. We were traversing a hill-
side with a 45 degree slope.
“God will take care of us,” I
reminded myself.

I looked out the window
and swallowed hard. We had
just passed over a small wooden
bridge. Yikes!! [t was handmade
from three and four inch tree
branches. | squeezed Becky's
hand. She was a constant
reminder of my blessings in life.

We were at 11,500 feet of

altitude. The air was very thin.
After walking down a hill to get
close to the farmer plowing with
yoked oxen, I felt out of breath.
When I walked back up to the
top, I was panting so hard that

two people stopped me to see if I
was all right. I was not. It took
over five minutes for me to settle
back to normal breathing.

Larry, lunch, and the med-
ication arrived on time.

The Wednesday night group
from First Baptist - San Angelo,
had also come up with an addi-
tional $3,000 for even more
meds. “God is good, all of the
time.”

At 3:00 p.m., the rain turned
to hail on the tin roof of our
church/clinic/shelter. I could
hardly hear myself think, no less
distinguish heart sounds through
my stethoscope. Would we be
stuck here all night? There was
nowhere to run, and nowhere to
hide.

Our group circled up and
prayed. I was truly afraid.

“Fear is in the future,” I
reminded myself. Right now we
are dry and okay.

By 4:00 p.m., the clouds
were breaking up and we began
packing up for the trip back
down the mountains.

I had learned yet another
lesson.

“In all my ways I will
acknowledge You, and You will
direct my paths.”

eracy, conflict management,
and leadership building. The
students also designed plans for
preventing underage drinking
in their own communities.

"The Youth Leadership
camps are a great venue not
only to teach our Texas youth
leadership skills but also to
solicit their help in combating
underage drinking. Youth are a
necessary part of the solution to
preventing underage drinking
and the tragedies that accompa-
ny this behavior," said TABC
