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School Board sets tax rate;
discuss drug issues and
traffic problems at schools

The Sonora ISD Board of
Trustees met for a regular meet-
ing on Monday, September 13,
2004. Board members present
were Dean Dermody, Tammy
Favila, Tryon Fields (President),
Scott Jacoby and Tom Payton.

Sutton County Tax
Assessor/Collector, Rex Ann
Friess reported that the 2003
taxes are 99.4% collected.
Business manager Diane Jacoby
explained the new look of the
financial reports that should be
easier to read. The board
approved the payment of
$1,156,278.53 in bills.

Cafeteria manager, Dora
Gonzales gave the year-end
report for the 2003-2004 school
year, explaining that salaries in
the summer months, when no
income is received causes the
cafeteria to operate in the red.
Many of the employees have
worked for the school for a long
time, thus putting them on the
high end of the pay scale.
Gonzales explained that she has
cut hours as much as possible to
still operate well. The purchase
of the new accounting system
for the cafeteria last year also
cost a lot, but so far is proving to
be a good investment. There are
still a few charging problems,
but not near as many as in the
past.

Jacoby gave the quarterly
investment report, stating the
interest rates are up slightly.

Dr. Myers, Construction
Superintendent Mike McGee
and Architect John Williams
gave a construction report.
Williams explained that they
were getting closer to complet-
ing the Rock Building, with the
painting to start this week. More
unforeseen problems with the
roof facia at the Elementary
School caused another delay,
but there are less and less sur-
prises and the project gets near-
er -to completion. Williams
reported however, that the con-
tingency fund is almost deplet-
ed, and there was still about
$40,000 needed for upcoming
contingency allowance items.
Change orders would be needed
to complete the project. McGee
informed the board that they
need to select a representative
that could approve change
orders up to a set amount,
because it would not be feasible

to wait until the next meeting to
make the necessary changes. He
stated that the projected comple-
tion date, as of now, is mid
October.

Williams answered ques-
tions as to why there were so
many unforeseen problems,
stating they were in the process
of preparing a spreadsheet that
would explain all problems that
came up. McGee told the board
that he is confident that the sub-
contractors have saved money
by finding and repairing many
of these unpredicted problems,
so as to not have to turn around
and fix them at a later date. Dr.
Myers agreed that everyone
concerned with the project has
done a good job.

Board President Fields
called a public hearing to order,
to discuss the Financial
Integrity Rating System of
Texas (FIRST). Each year Texas
rates each district on financial
integrity, that deals with how
the school manages money,
staffing ratios, etc.. Myers
explained that a superior rating
consists of two or less “no’s” on
a questionnaire. Sonora only
had | “no” because of the bond
project, so received a superior
rating for the last two years.
This information was sent home
with all the children for parents
to review.

A public hearing was then
opened to discuss the proposed
tax rate for 2004-2005. Board
president, Fields stated that pro-
posed rate consisted of $1.50 for
the purpose of maintenance and
operations and $.0962 for the
purpose of payment of principal
and interest on debts to make

the total rate $1.5962. Fields

pointed out that 38 cents of the
maintenance and operations tax
rate represents taxes for mainte-
nance tax supported debt, that is
to be treated as debt and not for
operations. There were no com-
ments from visitors, so the pub-
lic hearing was closed. A motion
was then made by Favila to
adopt, by ordinance, the 2002
Sonora ISD Tax Maintenance
and Operating rate of $1.50 and
Interest and Sinking rate of
.0962. The motion was second-
ed by Payton, with Dermody,
Favila, Jacoby and Payton vot-
ing “aye” in favor. Voting no

goats. I was standing next to
her on the front porch of her
home when she yelled to some
goats at least 300 yards away.
The piercing sound shot across
the meadow like a lightning
bolt. The goats heard her and
started walking toward the
house.

Suzanne got her first
goat in 1990 at an antique auc-
tion. "They had a novelty item
for sale. It was a box with a
live goat in it. I bought the lit-
tle white goat which was about
two months old. Ididn't know
if it was a boy or girl and real-
ly wasn't sure how to tell the
difference. Turned out it was a
little female. Because I don't
like the terms Billys and
Nannies, I named her Billie."
She got another goat and
named him Bob. They had a
kid, Bonnie Bell. Now
Suzanne has lots of goats. "I
have about 600 adults and
about a hundred and eleven
kids on the ground."

She raises meat goats.
"The demand far exceeds the
supply. If every goat in this
country, meat, milk or hair of
every breed were slaughtered,
it could not meet the demand."
Five years ago, some stores in
San Antonio put out a call for
goats. "The HEB stores in San

Antonio alone were looking
for 700 goats a week and they
couldn't find anyone to pro-
vide'them." She says goat meat
is healthy. "It has less ‘choles:
It
rates better in every category
than even chicken or turkey.”
Suzanne has a goat
camp in October which attracts
people from all over the coun-
try. The week ends with a
goat barbecue. "It's about edu-
cating people. I'm interested
in seeing an American meat
goat industry develop. We
import hundreds of thousands
of tons a year of frozen goat
meat from New Zealand and
Australia. We can't begin to
supply what we need. We're
not yet on the ground floor of
the industry. We're in the base-
ment."
Suzanne did real estate leasing
in Houston for 27 years. Now
she. loves the country. You
couldn't get her back to the
city. "I lived in a town house.
Never had a pet in my life until
1988." She says there's noth-
ing cuter than a baby goat. "I
say they have springs in their
legs. ‘When they get to be
about two or three days old
they discover that their legs
work together and they jump
in the air and they turn about a
hundred and eighty degrees
and drop down. And they're so
pleased with themselves." All
of =~ Suzanne's goats have
names. She has a system for

.naming them. "The babies

have names starting with the
first .letter of their mom's
name."

Q. In Valley Mills, when |
was young, we were told we
had to keep our bedroom win-
dows closed and locked or we
could be kidnapped and taken to
Mexico to be sold into slavery.
Mother used to say that Dorothy
Harris had been abducted in this
way and killed in Sonora. Do
you have any information on
this story?

A. Some people change the
truth to protect themselves from
criticism. Here is the true story
of Etidorpha "Dorothy Judy"
Harris and Nelson McNeill as
printed in the Devil’s River
News of May 28, 1921 with the
following  headline, THY
KINGDOM COME, THY
WILL BE DONE.

Dorothy Harris and Nelson
McNeill, Pursued by Dick
Harris, His Wife, And His Son,
H. S. Harris, from Valley Mills,
Bosque County, Meet Death
Near Sonora Saturday.

‘Coroners Verdict: Dorothy

Nelson McNeill
Died o6f Knife Wounds in the
Neck, Self Inflicted.

Saturday, May 21st, an eld-
erly man and woman and a
young man ate dinner at the
Commercial Hotel. After dinner
the  man  showed  Mrs.
McDonald the photo of a girl
and asked if she had remem-
bered seeing her. She was his
daughter and had run away from
home and that they had come in
search of her. The car she was in
was supposed to be a Buick
roadster, State License No.
389628. Mrs. McDonald had
called Deputy Sheriff Merck
and while she and the father
were talking, a traveling man
who had overheard the conver-
sation, noticed a Buick roadster
coming down the street with
one front casing off, and called
out, "there’s a Buick an it has
the number." The occupants of
the roadster had evidently
intended stopping at the City

1:30 and before three o’clock
word was received that a young
woman had been killed and a
young man thought to be dying
in the Joe Wyatt pasture about
11 miles southeast of town.

The news of the elopement
had spread and when the report
of the killing came in, excite-
ment was at its height. Deputy
Sheriff J. L. Cook, Justice of the
Peace H. B. Balch, Dr. A. G.
Blanton left immediately for the
scene of the killing and the next
chapter was when Sam McKee
and his son Frank McKee
arrived in town. Mr. McKee said
he was coming to town, when on
the Joe Wyatt ranch near the 11
mile rock, he was stopped by a
woman, about 50 years of age,
who distractedly cried for help,
saying "they have killed my
baby girl."

Mr. McKee, seeing a
wrecked car, thought it was an
automobile accident and asked
where her baby was. She point-
ed to his left of the road and
about 100 yards from the road
he saw a body lying on the
ground and what he took to be
the heads of two men squatted
near by. The woman’s story was
confusing but he gathered that
there had been a fight and a
young woman had been killed.
He thought it was his duty to
notify the officers and did so by
crossing the country (o the Joe
Wyatt headquarters ranch and
telephoning into town. Just as

they were leaving the woman he -

saw two men running from
where the body was supposed to
be. He did not go to the body.
Mr. McKee did not see or hear
the shooting. There was only the
wrecked car on the road near the
scene when they came by.

Will Wyatt and Will Word,
not having heard of the elope-
ment, but seeing a man who had
been arrested that morning for
having violated the traffic regu-
lations, get in his car and follow
Mr. Merck out of town, got in
Wyatts car and took the trail
thinking to prevent Mr. Merck
from abuse.

On reaching the forks of the
roads, about 7 miles from town
where the right goes to Bonds
and the left to Lost Lake and the
Llanos, the Wyatt car took the
Bond Road and when nearing
the 11 mile hill, were met by a
young man in a Hudson who
said he wanted the officers as in
a fight with a bootlegger, his sis-
ter had been killed and the boot-
legger seriously injured. Wyatt
told him "you have not had a
fight with a bootlegger, but with
one of the best old men in the
country”" (meaning Mr. Merck)

Wyatt got into the Hudson and’
Word started to come back to

town for the officers but the jit-
ney was hot and in a short time
Mr. Merck, who had gone up the
Lost Lake road and finding he

had lost the trail, had returned to
the Bond road, came along and
Word got in the car with him
and they arrived at the scene of
the tragedy in a few minutes
after the Hudson car. Deputy
Sheriff Cook, Justice of the
Peace Balch, Dr. A. G. Blanton,
and many others were soon on
the ground.

The strangers at the scene
were Dick Harris and wife, of
Valley Mills, and H. S. Harris of
Caddo, his son. They told of the
fight and stated that the dead
woman was their daughter and
sister, Elizabeth Dorothy Harris
of Valley Mills. They accused
her companion, a young man
named McNeill also of Valley
Mills, with having killed her
and who after attempting sui-
cide and being disarmed. had
jumped up and ran away. The
Coroner and Doctor began the
examination of the wounds in
the dead girl’s body and in turn-
ing the body over found the
"Butt Plate" of a shot gun. Dick
Harris said he had fired one load
of buck shot at McNeill and had
hit at him with the shot gun. The
gun was found in one of the cars
with the stock smashed. The
wounds in the girl were found to
be: One in left breast, passed
through lung and came out
below the left shoulder; one
entered in front of the left hip
and ranged around coming out

he back; the other and fatal
wound entered the neck back of
the right ear, broke the neck and
was taken out of the left cheek.
The wound to the breast was
powder burned. The body was
brought to town and taken to
San Angelo to be prepared for
burial. Most of the people
returned to town with the body
and were here some minutes
before the Harris’ arrived. No
charges had been made against
the Harris family and they were
the objects of attraction at the
Commercial Hotel. The officers
and citizens posse remained out
all night looking for McNeill.

Judge gives Legislature 1 year
to fix school finance system

AUSTIN - A Travis
County district judge last week
ruled the state's school finance
system is unconstitutional.

Judge John Dietz said
Texas' funding of schools is
inadequate and the $1.50 cap
on local property taxes causes
districts to lack meaningful dis-
cretion on setting tax rates,
which is unconstitutional.

But the judge's ruling that
the state's $30 billion school
funding formula must go will
not be executed fast. Dietz
gave the Legislature a year to
come up with a better system
before his order takes effect.

The state has said the case '

will be appealed to the Texas
Supreme Court. Gov. Rick
Perry said last week he would
call a special session immedi-
ately if the leadership told him
it had come up with a plan for
a passable bill.

Sen. Florence Shapiro (R-
Plano), chair of the Senate
Education Committee, said she
thinks waiting for the state's
highest civil court to rule on
the matter would be ill-
advised.

"The ruling didn't alter my
opinion that we need funda-
mental changes in our school
finance system," she told The
Dallas Morning News. "We
cannot continue to fund public
education on the backs of local
property taxpayers."

Bottom line: For the time
being, no matter Judge Dietz'
ruling, the status quo contin-
ues.

New
named...

Gov. Perry has named
Wallace Jefferson the new
chief justice of the Texas
Supreme Court.

The San Antonio jurist
became the court's first
African-American justice in
2001 on an appointment from

chief  justice

Perry and is the first African-
American  chief  justice.
Jefferson won election in 2002.

Jefferson replaces Tom
Phillips, who recently retired
after 16 years on the court.

Mini-civics lesson for
those not familiar with the
court: In Texas, the Supreme
Court is not quite like the U.S.
Supreme Court, which is the
ultimate court of appeal for
both civil and criminal cases.
The Texas Supreme Court has
that status only in civil cases.
Criminal cases going to the
‘highest state level are heard by
the Court of Criminal Appeals.

Child diabetes preven-
tion efforts get boost...

Texas' portion of an $8
million settlement of a federal
anti-trust lawsuit involving the
sale of George Foreman grills -
$585,000 - will go to the child
diabetes prevention efforts of
the Texas Department of
Health Services, Attorney
General Greg Abbott
announced last week.

The program will use the
funds to educate children and
parents in proper nutritional
habits to prevent childhood dis-
eases such as diabetes.

The settlement stems from
a multi-state antitrust action
filed in May 2003 against
Salton Inc.

Antiquities Code turns
35...

~ Texas' biggest treasure
find, the discovery of a Spanish
galleon lost off Padre Island in
the spring of 1554, resulted in a
state law that will have an
impact on any future treasure
caches found in the state.

The Antiquities Code went
on the books Sept. 1, 1969 and
gives the state control in pro-
tecting all cultural artifacts
from traditional treasure such
as gold or silver to prehistoric
stone tools and weapons.

Using Pre-emergent Herbicides
To Prevent Weeds in Lawns

Although it is not a " cure
all" step, utilizing a pre-emer-
gent herbicide can be a part of a
good lawn maintenance pro-
gram.”  Pre-emergent herbi-

~ cides are chemicals that pre-

vent germinating weeds from
establishing in the lawn. These
herbicides control annual grass
weeds by inhibiting cell divi-
sion in the young root system.
The failure of the root system
to develop results in the death
of the young seedling weed
shortly after germination.

A pre-emergent herbicide
should be applied around mid-
September before emergence of
winter weeds. Pre-emergent
herbicides provide control for
such broadleaf weeds as carpet
burweed, chickweed, henbit,
clover and many more. Annual
grass weeds routinely invading
turfgrass areas include crab-
grass, goosegrass, foxtail, barn-
yardgrass, fall pancium and
annual bluegrass. The herbi-
cide should be active in the soil
for 30 - 45 days or longer,
depending on the product used.

For control of spring and sum-
mer weeds, a second herbicide
application should be applied
around Feb. 15th .

There are several different
pre-emergent herbicides that
can be applied for good weed
control.  Your garden supply
store will have various types to
choosé=from. These herbicides
can ‘be 'used on Bermudagrass,
St. Augustine and centipede
grass. There are some things to
keep in mind. Do not apply
these herbicides to newly seed-
ed lawn. Use caution when
applying near flower beds' or
gardens. Read the label on the
herbicide to determine the rate
to apply. The label will give
precautionary statements to
guide you in their use.

Also, water is the key to
making pre-emergent herbi-
cides work. Be sure the herbi-
cide is watered well immediate-
ly following application. One
word of advice - do not wait too
long before applying the pre-
emergent herbicide. Once the
weed seed germinates, the
effect of the product decreases
significantly.

When Cecil McCormick
of Hawley was diagnosed with
type 2 diabetes (formerly
called adult onset diabetes)
eight years ago, “I argued with
them about it,” he said. “I told
them, naw, it was just because
I'd been eating a lot of sweets.
The nurse told me to get over
there and take the (blood)
test.”

After that, he began facing

life with diabetes.

The problem wasn’t get-
ting or accepting the diagnosis,
said his wife,
problem was the lack of readi-

,ly-available information to
"educate them about how to live

with diabetes. “We had not
really had too much education
on diabetes,” she said. “We
had been to one counselor and
she gave us a menu (plan).”

Other than that * and
McCormick’s visits to his doc-
tor every three months * the
McCormicks were almost on
their own.

Beverly Farnsworth of
Abilene had a similar experi-
ence about five years ago
when she received her diag-
noses of type 2 diabetes. I
was in the hospital for knee
surgery,” she said. “That’s
when they told me I had it
(diabetes). But they didn't tell
me much else.”

She does remember a
nutritionist who “came ‘in and
gave me an 1800-calorie diet
and said I'd probably want to
monitor my blood sugar.”

Mrs. Farnsworth said she
figures her doctor thought she
got a lot of information on dia-
betes from the hospital, and the
hospital personnel probably
thought she was getting the
information from her doctor.

Unfortunately, she was
learning about how to live with
diabetes from neither.

That’s why last summer
the McCormicks and Mrs.
Farnsworth signed up for the
Do Well, Be Well with
Diabetes program in Taylor
County. This new diabetes
education program from Texas
Cooperative Extesion was
taught by Lynda Fogerson,
county Extension agent for
family and consumer sciences.

“That first class, I had 64
(participants),” Fogerson said,
adding that she had been
expecting somewhere in the

‘neighborhood of 25. Thirty-

five of these participants
attended all 12 sessions at all
six class meetings, she added.

The program consists of
12 one-hour sessions which
can be taught according to a
schedule that works out best in
that county. Fogerson’s classes
were taught two at a time over
a six-week-long period. Over
in neighboring Nolan County.
she said. County Coordinator
Judy Gully taught six classes
on two consecutive Saturdays.

Because the response to
the pilot program was so over-
whelming, Fogerson said, “I
had 46 people on the waiting
list; I had to turn them down
for the first class.” All 46 were
invited to attend when the pro-
gram was presented a second
time that fall.

The McCormicks can
understand why so many peo-
ple wanted to attend. The
classes were full of vital infor-
mation on living with diabetes,
Mrs. McCormick said. “I got a
lot out of it. There were a lot of
good speakers,” including a
pharmacist, a dietitian and a
physical therapist.

“l had my eyes wide
opened when I took the classes
Lynda taught!” agreed Mrs.
Farnsworth. In the hospital her
diabetes was described as
“borderline,” she added, but
“in Lynda’s classes I learned
there’s no such thing as ‘bor-
derline’ * you either are (dia-
betic) or you aren’t!”

At first learning about the

Lucille. The -

life changes she needed to
make * in such areas as nutri-
tion, exercise and monitoring *
seemed overwhelming, Mrs.
Farnsworth said. “It just
seemed like everything I heard
in the first session (the first
hour of the class), I had ques-
tions on, and when I came back
for the second session, they
were answered.”

McCormick  especially
appreciated the information
from the physical therapist, he
said. “What I really learned
was how to take care of my
feet.” Because diabetes can
affect circulation, many people
with diabetes need to take spe-
cial care of their extremiies.

Mrs. McCormick learned
how to help her husband take
better care of himself.

For her * since she is in
charge of the family’s meals *
the most important aspect of
the series involved nutrition.
Before attending the series on
diabetes, she said, “we had
never had any training on serv-
ing size. I thought I was doing
it right, but I found out I was-
n’t”

Mrs. Farnsworth said she
too is still getting used to new
eating habits, because “it’s a
different way of doing almost
everything that I was used to,”
but she’s getting there.

Since attending the pro-
gram, Mrs. McCormick said
she’s learned how to cook with
much less sugar and fat, to
serve more vegetables and to
indulge her sweet tooth in a
much healthier way. “There’s a
lot of sugar-free stuff on the
market now, and that helps a

alriy

lot!”

" And'“she apprecnates the
h‘éal’thy” “and'"'tasty recipes,
designed for a life with dia-
betes, that were given out dur-
ing each of the 12 sessions of
the program: “We had recipes
every week, and someone
would make the recipes for all
of us to sample,” Mrs.
McCormick  said.  Their
favorite? “The trail mix * we
are a ‘junk food’ family,” she
said with a laugh. “The banana
pudding was marvelous too. Of
course, my husband liked all of
it.”

McCormick’s diabetes is
milder than many cases, he
said. “I didn’t have to have
insulin. I can control it with
diet and exercise.”

He works out at a health
club three times a week, goes
for walks * now that he wears
special shoes to protect his feet
* and goes swimming, given
the chance.

He also watches his
weight, his wife said. Adjusting
his diet for his new health
needs wasn’t difficult, Mrs.
McCormick said. “He did lose
weight when he got off all the
sweets and fats and stuff. The
first year (of healthier eating).
he lost 35 pounds. I ate the
same things he did and didn’t
lose a pound!™

Even though they had both
lived with McCormick’s dia-
betes for eight years before
attending the classes, they both
feel better now that they have
learned more about it, they
said.

“I was real impressed”
with the pogram, McCormick
said. “1 think every diabetic
ought to go to these (classes).
Even if they know everything
about it (diabetes), they should
go because they will always
learn something new.”

Mrs. Farnsworth agreed.
Participating in the program
“made me feel like I can handle
it, I can do it,” she said. “It
doesn’t have to be something
that’s going to take me down.”

The Do Well, Be Well with
Diabetes program will begin
for Sutton County residents on
September 21st. For more

misfortune. The truth is that
million-dollar awards come out
of your pocket in the form of
higher prices. The truth is that
most of those million-dollar
awards go into the pockets of
trial lawyers.

Just the threat of frivolous
lawsuits means higher prices for
just about everything. As much
as $500 may be added to the
price of your new car because of
litigation costs. Add $20 on the
price of a step ladder. If you
have a baby, you can figure
about $500 will be added to
your hospital bill to pay for lia-
bility costs. This is the real
problem of lawsuit abuse.

There is good news: The-
House of Representatives
passed legislation this month to
curb frivolous lawsuits. The
legislation will make it harder to
file the frivolous lawsuits and
will make it harder on attorneys
who file the suits. This will
encourage people to pursue law-
suits only when they have a
legitimate case.

The legal reforms the
House passed are designed to
unclog our judicial system so it
serves the right people. Our
judicial system should serve the
citizens, not the trial lawyers.

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Up On Eaton Hill

Bioluminescence Bonanza

“Look! A shooting star, no
wait..., that’s a firefly!”™ My
son recently asked to be shown
the big scorpion in the sky and
as | pointed out the tail of the
constellation, what at first
appeared to be a meteor shower
flitted across our plane of
vision. Refocusing, we discov-
ered the actual source of illumi-
nation in motion: Lightning
bugs - the magical little lanterns
of the night. Twinkling bug
lights may well surpass a mete-
ors’ streak in terms of complex-
ity and the ability to elicit fasci-
nation even amidst todays tech-
nologically saturated humanoid.
You decide.

Beginning with the obvi-
ous, these little insects — beetles
actually, are able to create light
inside their tiny bodies and con-
trol the pulse and.intensity of
their abdominal beacon! Light
produced by a living organism
through a chemical reaction is
called “bioluminescence’ and is
most common in deep-sea crea-
tures. A mouthful, biolumines-
cence describes an incredible
process only recently repro-
duced in the laboratory. (Think
glow sticks and other glowing
carnival kid magnets) The fire-
fly light itself is unique in that
virtually all of the energy is
emitted as light, compared to a
light bulb that gives off 10%
light and 90% heat. For the fire-
fly, this flashing flare serves as a
calling card for the mating sea-
son. The male of each of the
numerous species emits a spe-
cific light pattern recognized by
his female counterpart, who
responds with her specific glow.
However, some  devilishly
deceptive females will mimic
another species light pattern,
tricking the unsuspecting male
and devouring him upon arrival.
This  behavior is termed
“aggressive mimicry”. Well [
guess so.

On the benevolent side, sci-
entists have discovered signifi-

cant applications for the rare
chemicals encased within the
tiny ‘abdominal cavity of the
lightning bug. The component
chemicals are luciferin and
luciferase, which are affected
by oxygen and ATP to produce
cold light. Here is the amazing
part. All living cells conlain
ATP (adenosine triphosphate) at
fairly constant levels. When
injected with the firefly’s chem-
icals, an organism’s naturally

‘occurring ATP will react and

produce a quantitatively meas-
urable light. And the kicker is,
diseased cells contain different
levels of ATP than do healthy
cells, thus producing a different
reaction. The results are indica-
tive of the organism’s condition.
For instance, researchers can
detect cancer cells using this
technique. Other applications
include the study heart disease
and muscular dystrophy, and to
detect bacterial contamination
of water, milk and other foods.
The firefly’s chemicals have
even been used to detect the
presence of ATP in outer space!
Astounding. Centroversial and
far less important, scientists

have also produced glowing
green mice and at least one
luminous rabbit through genetic
modification using lightning
bug genes.

Like horny toads, fireflies
stir fond memories of youthful
summer nights for most of us.
Unfortunately, glow  bugs
appear to be on the decline.
Entomologists believe they pre-
fer proximity to moisture, so
perhaps a colony or herd will
make Eaton Hill their perma-
nent home.

From child’s play to molec-
ular biology, the mystical
lanterns of the night enrich our
lives in ways enormously dis-
proportionate to their diminu-
tive size.

Eaton Hill is currently in

pre-fall splendor with colorful
grasses, late season wildflowers
and shrubs in bloom. It’s a per-
fect time to hit the trails, and
please let me know if you see
any fireflies! See you on the
Hill.

was Tryon Fields. Absent and
not  voting were  Jesse
Bustamante and Barbara
Jennings. The motion carried.

While reviewing the Board
of Trustees Standard Operating
Procedures (SOP) and Code of
Conduct, Favila asked it her
observing the morning traffic
situation was in violation of
SOP. After talking over the situ-
ation it was decided that her
observations were not in viola-
tion, because she was not
“micro-managing” she was just
watching to see what improve-
ments could be made. The board
agreed to continue using the
current SOP and Code of
Conduct. They also reviewed
the Superintendent Evaluation
Procedures and Evaluation
Document. Everyone was in
agreement that no changes
needed to be made at this time.

Special Education Director
Stefanie Taylor presented infor-
mation regarding a contract with
Medicaid Finance and
Consulting  Services which
would collect Medicaid reim-
bursement for related services
provided to students in the dis-
trict. This would help offset
expenses for the physical thera-
pist, speech therapist, etc. She
explained that the service had
more personnel to tend to this
task, and could possibly collect
three times the amount that is
currently being collected. The
service would get a percentage
of the collections as their fee.
This will be no additional cost
to the district because currently
the Special Education Secretary
does the job on weekends and
evenings for the same percent-
age. The board approved a con-
tract with Medicaid Finance
Consulting Services.

High School Principal,
Raul Chavarria presented a list
of names for the textbook com-
mittee for this year. This com-
mittee will consist of Donna
Benson, Michael Kissire, Molly
Morriss, Reggie Williams and
Diann Keller. These teachers
will select textbooks for the
2005-2006 school year.

Dr. Myers gave information
regarding the second reading of
Update 73. He said that there are
some wording -changes that he
would like to see made and he
wanted to meet with all the prin-

cipals to review these belore
adopting all the policies.

A transfer student
Eldorado was approved.

Dr. Myers went over the
Chapter 41 agreements with
May ISD, Paint Rock ISD and
Winters ISD.

In  his Superintendent’s
Report, Dr. Myers said that
enrollment is up from last year
at this time, standing at 987.
Attendance is down and he
stressed concern with this prob-
lem. Dr. Myers .said that they
would continue to monitor this
situation and see what could be
done to help improve the atten-
dance. For August Maintenance,
Dr. Myers reported the ice
machine at the cafeteria, the air
conditioner at the Vocational
Building and the washing
machine in the field house had
all been damaged by lightning
and had to be repaired. A new
air conditioning system has
been put in the Network
Operations Center to keep the
district’s servers at the correct
temperature to operate correctly.
Gym floors at the high school
and middle school have been
resealed. The roof repairs at the
middle school are complete, ten-
nis courts nets have been pur-
chased and work will have to be
done on the chairs in the high
school auditorium. Dr. Myers
informed the board that the roof
at the band director’s house had
been patched, but that eventual-
ly some major repairs would
have to be done soon.

Dr. Myers stated that traffic
issues around the Elementary
School Complex were still a
major concern but that he and
the other administrators were
still monitoring the situation and
working to come up with the
best plan for everyone, that
ensures the safety of all the kids.
He said there had been some
improvements since the first day
and that he expected the traffic
would lessen with the comple-
tion of the drive through at the
Rock Building. He also reported
that the City of Sonora is con-
sidering installing “no left turn”
signs (with the exemption of
school buses).

Dr. Myers reported that a
small baggie of a white: sub-
stance had been found. at-the
High School and tested positive
for cocaine. Drug dogs were
brought in to the school, and he
stated that they were continu-
ously promoting drug awareness
and education. He said he was
very angry about this problem
and would continue to push drug
education to all ages, hoping to
reach the young ones as well as
the high school age. He reported
that the staff was being taught
how to spot drug use. He

from

stressed  that  he and  Mr.
Chavarria were very angry about
this and the district would prose-
cute to the fullest extent if they
found who the drugs belonged
to. He stated that at a previous
meeting the board had indicated
that various methods and proce-
dures were the tools they wished
to employ regarding drug prob-
lems and that it was a serious
area of concern that was being
addressed on a daily basis.

The board discussed this
topic at length. Member
Dermody stated that he had done

- further reading on the matter of

drug testing and that some
school districts were leaning
toward it. The board discussed
this, along with the legal ramifi-
cations of issues such as hearsay
versus search and seizure.

. Dermody stressed that he wants

the administration to keep
searching for ideas with the
emphasis on catching someone.
Everyone agreed that this was an
issue that needs to be continual-
ly addressed, and more informa-
tion will be obtained regarding
the issue of student drug testing.

Dr. Myers reported that he
would be attending the annual
TASA/TASB Convention in
Dallas from September 18
through September 20.

Board member Favila stated
that she had witnessed parents
verbally abusing staff members
who were taking care of traffic
duty. She emphasized that the
staff members were present to
guide the students and protect
them from harm and that she
was appalled by the behavior of
these parents. She stressed that
the staff is not paid to take this
from our parents. She also said
that these parents are not setting
very good examples for the dis-
trict’s students. She concluded
her remarks by thanking the
Elementary Staff for taking good
care of our students.

President Fields informed
the board that he would be meet-
ing with Dr. Myers the following
week in order to formulate a
plan for addressing change
orders and he requested that
board members contact him in
the next few days with their
opinions and input regarding the
matter. Fields also.reported. that
the. Dominion .Company’s. web-
site stated that all drilling opera-
tion would conclude in early
2007. He stated that unless
drilling began in the eastern por-
tion of the county, the board; in
the future would need to consid-
er how to address the loss in
enrollment since enrollment is
directly proportionate to the
drilling program.

Having no further business
to disucss the meeting was
adjourned.
