Exactly one 
year (March 15) after being diagnosed with Acute My­
eloid Leukemia (AML). Alyssa Collins, 4, is home and 
doing well. She was released from Cook's Children's 
Hospital on November 14, 2005, after going through 
months of chemotherapy and treatment for the cancer 
of bone marrow cells that is very rare in children.

American Cancer Society Board Member and Re­
lay for Life Committee person, Kelly Thorp contacted 
Alyssa's family earlier this year about having the little

Once upon a time life was sim­
ple — no restrictions, laws, or regu­
latory agencies telling cities what 
to do or how to go about their daily 
affairs. Now, there are laws and 
regulations that govern every ac­
tion a city does. Life now is more 
complex; the old methods of doing 
business are history. What does 
this have to do with grease traps or 
interceptors? Quite a lot! _ .

The Texas Commission on En­
vironmental Quality (TCEQ) has 
notified Sonora TX that it must re­
duce the amount of grease that en­
ters the sewage collection system. 
The TCEQ says Sonora TX has un­
til October 1, 2006 to be in compli­
ance with “Texas HB (House Bill) 
1979” and the EPA (Environmen­
tal Protection Agency) edict “NP- 
DES (National Pollutant Discharge 
Elimination System) Permit Re­
quirements for Municipal Sanitary 
Collection Systems and SSO’s” 
(Sanitaiy Sewer Operators). If not, 
it may be assessed with a fine of up 
to SI0,000 per day until the grease 
in the sewer system is significantly 
reduced in accordance with set stan­
dards. This is not an empty threat.

This means that every business 
or organization in Sonora TX that 
serves food to the public must ei­
ther have a grease trap or intercep­
tor connected to the kitchen sink(s). 
Businesses include restaurants, 
convenience stores, hotels, and gro­
cery stores. Organizations include 
hospitals, schools, churches, and 
senior centers. A grease trap is a 
50 gallon tank underneath the sink 
connected between the sink and the 
drain line. A grease interceptor is 
a large concrete tank that will hold 
at lea.st 750 gallons of grease (some 
will hold more than 4000 gajlons) 
is buried in the ground outside 
the facility having a concrete lid 
that can withstand the weight of 
an 18-wheeler. Traps or intercep­
tors are manufactured by certified 
companies using special processes 
and materials to fabricate them. A

licensed plumber or Class 11 septic 
installer must install these tanks.

Determining factors for install­
ing a grease trap or interceptor and 
its size are based on the amount of 
grease generated in a facility. This 
is usually dependent on the num­
ber of people ser\'ed, whether it’s 
a daily operation, or intennittent 
use; and length of time the facility 
is open. For example, a restaurant 
open 12 hours per day with large 
numbers of customers, throughout 
the day will need a larger tank than 
a church serving food one or two 
days a week. A restaurant serving a 
large number of people will need to 
have its tank evacuated more often 
than a church organization.

The evacuation of grease waste 
from a trap or interceptor must be 
performed by a certified and li­
censed transporter. The transporter 
must haul the grease to a facility 
that is licensed and capable of han­
dling it. Documentation from the 
point of origin to the waste collec­
tion facility must accompany every 
load of grease waste. Thus, TCEQ 
can reconstmct the path for each 
and every load of grease; where it 
originated, how much, who hauled 
it, the date, and its final destina­
tion.

In order to meet these mandates 
by TCEQ, the City of Sonora TX 
hired a “designated representative,” 
Mr. Charles McDonald, to assist 
people in the food handling busi­
ness with their grease trap/intercep- 
tor requirements. Mr. McDonald 
has the knowledge and experience 
to provide guidance, ensure the 
trap/interceptor is the correct size, 
that it’s installed in accordance 
with state standards, and the instal­
lation is performed at a fair price. 
You may contact Mr. McDonald at 
(325) 650-6864 to assist you with 
your installation. Remember too. 
that the Sonora Industrial Develop­
ment Committee (SIDC) is issuing 
grants to help defray the cost of in­
stalling one of these tanks.

Disaster can strike quickly and with­
out notice. Without warning you can be cut 
off from basic services, including gas, water, 
electricity, and telephone. An emergency situation can keep you confined 
to your home and neighborhood, or cause you to evacuate your comforts 
immediately. The best way to deal with an emergency situation is to be 
prepared.

Although local officials and relief workers will be there after a disaster 
strikes, they cannot reach everyone immediately. It may be hours or days 
before you receive assistance. The best way to be prepared is to have a plan 
and know in advance what to do. Here are steps to creating a disaster plan 
for you and your family:

• Find out and discuss what types of disasters are most likely to 
happen to your family, and plan what to do in each case.

• Request infomiation from your local emergency management, 
civil defense office, and American Red Cross chapter.

• Learn about your community warning signals.
Find out about the emergency response plan for your workplaces, 

schools, daycare facilities, and other places your family spends time.
• Create a list of important phone numbers (doctor, hospital, rel­

atives, school, work, etc.) and place them in a prominent place in your 
home.

• Choose two places to meet.
• Right outside your home, in case of a fire or other sudden emer­

gency at home.
• Outside your neighborhood, in case you can’t return home. (Make 

sure everyone in the family knows the address and phone number.)
• Ask a friend out-of-state to be your “family contact.”
• It is often easier to call long distance after a disaster. Have each 

family member call this friend and tell them where they are, in case of 
separation during a disaster. Make sure each family member knows the 
family contact’s phone number.

• Discuss what to do during an evacuation.
• Be sure to prepare appropriately for infants, elderly persons, dis­

abled persons, and pets.
• Prepare a family supply kit.
• Be sure to prepare a kit for at home and for in the car, in case of 

evacuation.

Q. VVhal is the address of the 
Siillon County Historical Society 
and when are you open?

A. The mailing address is P.O. 
Box 885, Sonora, TX 76950-0885 
the physical address is 307 Oak 
St., Sonora, TX, right next to the 
Miers Home Museum. Our offices 
are open on Tuesday and Thurs­
day mornings from 9 to 12:30 
and on Saturdays from 8-12. The 
Miers Home Museum is temporar­
ily closed. The contents have been 
draped in plastic pending the arriv­
al and installation of the new roof 
on the museum. The John & Mil­
dred Cauthom Memorial Building 
is still open for rentals and we have 
just installed a new fan motor in 
the a/c unit for the large old freight 
room and a new drain for the same 
unit.

Donations are needed to help 
defray the cost of the new roof of 
the Miers Home and may be sent to 
the above address. So far we have 
reached the $4,000 mark on the 
cost of installing the new roof, a 
little over $8,000. The roof will be 
fire retardant material, guaranteed 
for 50 years, with a 130 mph wind 
resistance.

Q. Do you have anything on 
the death of George S. Wallace in 
Waco in 1936?

A. In a portion of a reprint 
from “The Clifton Record” in “The 
Devil’s River News” of January 24, 
1936 we found the following:

George Seaborn Wallace was 
bom in Bosque County, Texas, July 
30, 1871, and reached the age of 64 
years, 5 months, and 12 days. He 
died in a Waco sanitarium on Janu­
ary 12 and was buried in Norse, 
Texas.

He was a lifelong resident of 
the Neill’s Creek valley, never hav­
ing made his home at any other 
place. On January 30, 1907 he was 
joined in marriage to Miss Jennie 
Grimland, who together with their 
only child, Geraldine, remain to 
mourn the loss of a devoted and 
loving husband and father.

Both parents and two brothers 
and sisters have preceded him in 
death. Three brothers and four sis­
ters still survive: William R. Wal­
lace of Jonesboro, Joe M. Wallace

of Pottsvillc. Tom Alvin Wallace 
of Houston, Mrs. J. W. Mayfield ot 
Sonora, Mrs. J. E. Grimland of Ker- 
rville and Mrs. W. B. Keesee and 
Mrs. O. H. Dahl, both of Houston.

In the same issue we found 
mention of Miss Bea Gottlieb. She 
sailed for Europe recently and took 
with her the hope that she might 
have a game of golf with none other 
than his Royal Highness the Prince 
of Wales. Curiously enough. Miss 
Gottlieb may have a chance. It was 
remembered that three years prior 
an American girl achieved Interna­
tional fame because of the fact that 
the prince watched her play and, 
admiring her swing, arranged for 
a match. Not only was the match 
played but the prince was defeated 
by the American. And that Ameri­
can girl was Miss Bea Gottlieb. ( 
I searched through many issues ir 
1937 and could find no mention 
of the rematch taking place and I 
am still wondering if it did. Did 
the American play a round with 
the prince again or did he shy from 
having a girl from America beat 
him at golf again?)

Q. Do you have any informa­
tion on the death of T. H. Taylor in 
1930?

A. “The Devil’s River News,” 
December 24, 1930 mentions that 
Mrs. John A. Martin and daughter. 
Miss Debbie, and sons, Sam and 
Bobbie, returned home Tuesday 
from Abilene where they attended 
the funeral of Mrs. Martin’s father, 
T. H. Taylor, which was held there 
Monday. Mr. Taylor was 79 years 
and about 10 months of age. For the 
last nine years he had been afflicted 
with paralysis. Mrs. Taylor died 
five years ago.

The article continues with the 
fact that Mrs. Olan Lee of Eden, a 
cousin of Mrs. Martin, died Tues­
day of last week, while on Thursday 
Mrs. W. H. Gibbons of Richland 
Springs, an aunt of Mrs. Martin, 
died. Mrs. Martin was unable to at­
tend either of these funerals.

In the same issue we found that 
Cal Word, who had been attending 
A&M, and sister Miss Ada Word, 
Baylor University, spent Saturday 
night here with their uncle and 
aunt, Mr. and Mrs. J. A. Cauthom. 
They left Friday morning to spend 
the holidays with their parents in 
Ozona.

Q. Do you have any files 
on William Banta that tell of his 
death?

A. “The Devil’s River News,” 
April 16, 1898: William Banta 
of McCulloch County, Tex., age 
about 35 years, departed this life in 
Sonora, Texas April 10, at 12 p.m., 
of inflammation of the stomach 
and bowels. He had suffered a long 
time from chronic derangement of 
these organs. He was principally 
reared in Llano County, Texas. He 
was brought to town from a ranch 
about 12 miles below here where he 
had been at work. He was very sick 
when they anived here. Dr. Colson 
was called but it was too late and he 
passed quietly away. I am informed 
that he was a Christian man.

But Oh! How sad to die a 
stranger in a strange land, but still, 
loving hands did all they could do 
in the brief time he stayed, and 
then he was given a nice Christian 
burial, and many tears were shed at 
the grave as we read God’s word.

His parents live in McCulloch 

County at Voca. May the loving 
Savior comfort and help the be­
reaved ones and bring them to a 
home of rest. “Thy work on earth is 
ended. Thy race on earth is run, well 
done good and faithful son. Enter 
thou into the joys of thy Lord.”

House education chair loses primary
State Capital

AUSTIN - Statewide voter 

turnout in the March 7 primaries 
was only 9 percent - the lowest 
primary turnout in more than 15 
years, according to the secretary of 
state’s elections division.

Nevertheless, one race for a 
Texas House district seat in the 
Republican primary packed an 
immediate statewide wallop.

In that race, state Rep. Kent 
Grusendorf, R-Arlington, lost by 
a wide margin to Diane Patrick, a 
fonner member of the State Board 
of Education and fonner Arlington 
school board trustee.

Grusendorf is current chair 
of the House Public Education 
Committee. (He had not resigned 
as of press time.)

He also is a member of the 
powerful, tax-writing Ways and 
Means Committee and is the 12th 
most senior member of the 150- 
seat Texas House.

An interpretation of the loss: 
Grusendorf’s district opted for a 
new, education-oriented state rep­
resentative, given his failure to 
lead fellow lawmakers to solve 
school finance or the closely linked 
issue of property tax reform.

Since the late 1980s, the 
Legislature has been subject to 
intensifying and often competing 
pressures from anti-tax and pro­
education groups to change the 
state’s tax system. After all, taxes 
can’t be cut, hiked or reshaped 
without hurting some important 
constituent.

Two decades ago, state rev­
enue paid 70 percent of a school 
district’s budget while local ad 
valorem tax revenue made up the 
other 30 percent.

Now, the state pitches in about 
30 percent, leaving school districts 
to make up the other 70 percent. 
That leaves poorer school districts 
no choice but to set property tax 
rates at the maximum of $1.50 per 
$100 valuation.

Friedman, Strayhorn take 
names

Texas’ two independent can­
didates for governor, state comp­
troller Carole Keeton Strayhorn 
and writer-entertainer Richard 
S. “Kinky” Friedman wasted no 
time in launching eftbrts to gather 
enough signatures to get on the 
November ballot.

Both are using grassroots 
groups across the state to collect

the needed 45,540 signatures to 
qualify for a spot on the bal­
lot. They have until May 11 to 
complete the job. The secretary 
of state’s elections divisions must 
verify signatures. To count, a sig­
nature must belong to a registered 
voter who did not vote in either 
of the party primaries or ensuing 
runoffs.

Party voters pick Perry and
Bell

Incumbent Republican 
Gov. Rick Perry and former 
U.S. Congressman Chris Bell of 
Houston, a Democrat, won their 
party primaries and will face off in 
the November election.

It could be a four-way race if 
the Strayhorn and Friedinan peti­
tions pass muster.

Governor asks for promised 
aid

An estimated 400,000 people, 
including 38,000 public school 
students, .restarted their lives in 
Texas after hurricanes Katrina and 
Rita last year, and Texas has not 
received the bulk of the federal aid 
promised in the aftermath of those 
disasters.

Gov. Perry appealed to the U. S. 
Senate Appropriations Committee 
for a promised but undelivered $2 
billion.

Richards diagnosed with

cancer
Former Gov. Ann Richards 

announced that she has been 
diagnosed with esophageal can­
cer and will undergo treatment 
at M.D. Anderson Cancer Center 
in Houston. Richards, 72, served 
as governor from 1991 to 1995. 
Huge wildfire hits Panhandle 
Wind gusts up to 60 mph exacer­
bated wildfires that tore through 
parched grasslands near the Texas 
Panhandle city of Borger March 
12. Texas Forest Service officials 
estimated the burned areas at more 
than 660,000 acres and the number 
of fire-related fatalities at seven.

UVALDE -  A Texas Coop­
erative Extension range expert in 
Uvalde said landowners should 
exercise caution when grazing live­
stock on recently burned pastures.

Dr. Robert Lyons, Extension 
range specialist, said proper man­
agement is a must to prevent seri­
ous grass damage after a fire.

“As with any fire, prescribed 
or wild, ensuring grass survival 
is a primary management goal,” 
said Lyons. “Livestock benefit nu­
tritionally from the tender green 
forage regrowth fire provides. But 
if post-burn grazing is not done 
correctly, the grass will suffer and 
any short-term livestock nutritional 
benefits w'ill be lost.”

Lyons said grasses need 
enough green growth to produce 
food for a healthy root system.

“Top growth supplies food 
for the roots to function and grow, 
and the roots absorb the water and 
nutrients needed by the above­
ground growth to manufacture 
food,” he said. “When overgrazing 
occurs, root growth stops. When 
root growth stops, the root system 
shrinks. Small root systems weak­
en the plant and make it unable to 
compete with neighboring weeds 
and brush for water and nutrients.”

Lyons said fire makes new 
green plant material available by 
removing old growth. Grazing ani­
mals prefer this new' growth. If a 
fire doesn’t remove the old, coarse

growth from an entire pasture, 
livestock will concentrate on the 
burned patches and avoid the un- 
bumed areas.

He said animals will keep 
grazing these burned patches and 
eventually damage the plants. Uni­
form bums across a whole pasture 
remove all old plant growth and 
level the playing field, allowing 
new growth from all the grasses.

Less desirable grasses and 
unpalatable old-growth plants are 
more likely to be grazed after burn­
ing, he said. The new' growth makes 
them more palatable, and higher in 
protein.

“This improved forage qual­
ity can benefit livestock perfor­
mance, but it only lasts three to six 
months,” Lyons said. “Young cat­
tle, thin animals, and those in early

lactation benefit most from the 
improved nutritional quality fol- 
low'ing a fire. Naturally, post-burn 
grazing depends on adequate rain­
fall to stimulate grass regrow'th.”

Grazing needs to be deferred 
until plants have vigorous re­
growth, he added. Livestock need 
quality forage, but they also need 
adequate quantities to meet their 
nutritional requirements. In ad­
dition, grazing should be gauged 
according to available regrowth, 
Lyons said. No more than 50 to 60 
percent of a grass plant’s new top- 
growth should ever be removed.

“The bottom line though, is 
that burned pastures will recover 
with enough rainfall, time, and 
proper grazing management,” he 
said.

fo m;my. gardening means 
grow ing l(.'matoes. Gardening can 
be lascmaling anti rewarding or 
can very frustrating. sickly toma­
to plant which produces few, if any, 
fruit certainly doesn't boost any­
one's gardening enthusiasm. For 
home owners growing tomatoes for 
the first time, some simple advice 
tnight help avoid common pitfalls.

First, plants need to be placed 
in an area that receives sunlight 
for at least six hours a day. Tomato 
plants placed under trees or between 
buildings simply will not produce 
maximum yields. Second, good 
soil is essential for good growth 
and high yields. Often, poor soil 
can be improved with liberal 
amounts of organic matter and by 
proper fertilization. A dark, heavy 
clay or even a fine sand can be 
improved by working 3 to 4 inches 
of decomposed organic matter into 
the soil where the tomatoes are to 
be planted. If only a few tomato 
plants are to be grown, a space 
at least 2 feet square should be 
prepared for each plant. The soil 
should be worked to a depth of at 
least 12 inches. Raised beds work 
well. Liberal amounts of organic 
matter and a small amount of fertil­
izer, such as 10-20-10 or 12-24-12, 
should be mixed into the soil where 
the plant is to be grown.

Variety selection is of utmost 
importance and is one of the keys 
to growing tomatoes successfully. 
Select varieties that resist many 
of the common diseases. Look for 
VFN after a variety name; this 
indicates that it has resistance to

verticillium wilt, fusarium wilt, 
and nematodes.

‘President’, ‘Celebrity’, ‘Big 
Boy’, ‘Champion’ (a good warm- 
weather producer), or the small- 
fruited ‘Sweet 100’ are good pro­
ducers. The new varieties ‘Donna’, 
‘First Lady’, and ‘Viva Italia’ (a 
paste type) also show promise. 
Other old-time favorites exist and 
may also perfonn well.

When buying plants, look 
for healthy, vigorous tratisplants. 
When the transplants are set in 
the garden, use a starter solution 
to assure adequate fertility dur­
ing the early stages of growth. 
Starter solutions can be purchased 
at local garden centers, or they can 
be made by mixing one tablespoon 
of a complete garden fertilizer in 
a gallon of water. About one cup 
of the starter solution should be 
applied in the planting hole prior 
to planting. For best results, set 
transplants on cloudy days or late 
in the afternoon. The plants should 
be protected from adverse condi­
tions such as high winds or cold 
temperatures for a week or so after 
transplanting. Cages, wrapped in 
row-cover fabric, can be used to 
control temperatures for a week 
or so after transplanting. Covering 
the plants with milk cartons also 
works well.

Almost all tomato variet­
ies should be staked, trellised, or 
caged for best results. Any method 
is good if it keeps the fruit off the 
ground. Fruits allowed to contact 
the soil often develop fruit rot. 
People who would like to grow 
tomatoes but lack the space should 
try growing them in a five-gallon 
container. ‘Better Bush’ is a short, 
stocky variety well adapted to con­
tainer growing. For more infonna- 
tion, contact the County Extension 
Office or visit our website at http:// 
sutton-co.tamu.edu.

Without further 
discussion a motion was made and 
unanimously approved by all com­
missioners, Mike Villanueva, Belia 
Castaneda and Milton Cavaness, 
to hire Duane Castro as a Sutton 
County Deputy, starting him at the 
rate equivalent to his four year's ex­
perience with the department.

In other business, the com­
missioners approved the minutes 
from the February meeting and 
after questions regarding a costly 
transmission repair on a county ve­
hicle and a high gas bill at the EMS 
department, the accounts payable 
were approved as presented. A bud­
get amendment was also approved 
for a previous approval of a heating 
unit in the jail.

Justice of the Peace, Adelita 
Alvarez reported that 580 traffic 
tickets and 62 non-traffic, for a to­
tal of 642 tickets were reported for 
the month of February. Alvarez re­
ported that 5103,136.19 were gen­
erated in February, with $39,834.54 
in county fines. County Auditor, 
Maura Weingart reported that of 
the fees generated, 560, 145.59 
w'ere obtained by the county and 
$40,540.14 went to the state. The 
remaining amount went to the col­
lection agency, with a 5212 refund 
received.

Sheriff Fincher reported that 
there were 61 inmates in the county 
jail for the month of Februrary, with 
a daily average of 17, with a cost 
of $1.02 per meal. The dispatchers 
handled 855 calls and the deputies 
logged approximately 7400 miles 
last month. A total of 5945 in gas 
was reported, with an average of 
14.8 miles per gallon at .13 per 
mile.

Sutton County Tax Assessor 
Rex Ann Frie.ss reported a large tax 
collection in February, putting the 
total collected at 98%.

Sutton County Extension 
.Agent, Pasciial Hernandez report­
ed a Pesticide Application course 
that would be in Sutton County on 
March 24, if any commissioners 
needed to update their certificates.

Weingart reported that the EMS

department collected 54,171.46 in 
February.

Judge Gamer informed the 
commissioners that one DPS troop­
er had requested an upgrade on a 
radar gun that has expired. Gamer 
explained that the county provides 
one gun for a local trooper annu­
ally, and the upgrade is necessary to 
keep a maintenance program. The 
upgrade was approved for the radar 
gun.

Weingart reported that a sec­
ond notice for the City of Sonora's 
portion of the Thunderbird dispatch 
expense had been sent, for approxi­
mately 521,000. She also explained 
an ongoing dispute with the City, 
regarding a 535 amount that was 
incorrectly charged for a tax on 
the utilities at the old jail build­
ing. Weingart stated that the mis­
take was found in August of 2005,. 
and has been in dispute since. She 
explained that once the error was 
reported it was not removed im­
mediately, then a late charge was 
applied. The matter was researched 
and the initial comection was made, 
however, a re-connect fee was ap­
plied. Again, the City was con­
tacted regarding the error, as should 
never have been cut off. Weingart 
explained the problem is still being 
reviewed.

Cavaness reported that he re­
cently met with land owners on Ft. 
McKavett road, in connection with 
the possibility of finding a solution 
for a situation regarding the mak­
ing of a new county road. Some 
of the land owners adjoining the 
road want a county road and others 
do not, since any road to be main­
tained by county must be deeded to 
the county. This would affect some 
of the land owners agriculture ex­
emption restrictions. There is also 
the problem of a gas line that runs 
along the road in question.

Cavaness suggested the land 
owners talk wilii the Road and 
Bridge department on a personal 
hire situation.

Villanueva reported that he has 
recently attended a Texas Workforce 
Association conference in Austin.

County Attorney David Wal­
lace reported that 51,151.82 had 
been collected in hot check recov­
eries in February.

Bonilla applauds house passage 
of anti-drug legislation
National Drug Control Policy Reauthorization 
takes aim at border smuggling

W A S H I N G ­
TON, D.C. - Today, 
Congressman Heniy 
Bonilla applauded 
[the passage of the 
Office of National 

Drug Control Policy (ONDCP) 
Reauthorization Act of 2005. The 
ONDCP was established by the 
Anti-Drug Abuse Act of 1988. 
Today’s vote amends previous leg­
islation reauthorizing the ONDCP 
through Fiscal Year 2010.

“Simply put, drug trafficking 
and abuse threaten our American 
way of life. Drugs destroy families, 
bring violence to our schools and 
playgrounds, and transform produc­
tive members of society into hope­
less addicts,” said Congressman 
Bonilla. “The profits from illegal 
drug sales finance terrorist activity 
at home and abroad. We must take 
every necessary step possible to 
stem the tide of illegal drugs com­
ing across our borders and into the 
hands of our children.”

The legislation passed today 
will require the Director of the 
ONDCP to: submit to Congress

comprehensive strategies that ad­
dress increased threats from South 
American and Afghan heroin, a 
general counter-drug intelligence 
plan, and a Southwest Border 
Counter-Narcotics Strategy (modi­
fies provisions regarding the Strat­
egy); seek the support of state and 
local officials in National Drug 
Control Strategy formulation and 
implementation; coordinate with 
private sector organizations to pro­
mote private research and develop­
ment of medications to treat addic­
tion; submit an annual report to the 
President on major drug transit or 
illicit drug producing countries and 
whether each has cooperated fully 
with the United States; and submit 
to Congress annually a description 
of a national drug control perfor­
mance measurement system.

The ONDCP’s National Drug 
Control Strategy aims to reduce il­
licit drug use, manufacturing, and 
trafficking. The program seeks to 
deter drug-related crime and vio­
lence, as well as decrease drug-re­
lated health consequences. The bill 
will now go to the Senate for con­
sideration.

You Only Think You’re Sitting Still
Stargazer
by Paul Derrick
As you read this you're prob­

ably silting down, maybe with a 
cup of coffee. You feel at rest and 
your coffee seems motionless in its 
cup. It’s hard to imagine, but you’re 
actually moving thousands of miles 
per hour in different directions, all 
at once.

Once it was believed Earth was 
fixed at the center of creation with 
the Sun, Moon, planets and stars 
moving around it. It seemed only 
obvious that anyone sitting still was 
motionless.

But along came some trouble 
makers who quite literally rocked 
the boat. In the 1500s Copernicus 
theorized, then in the 1600s Gali­
leo proved, that Earth isn’t motion­
less—it moves around the Sun with 
the other planets. But this idea was 
heresy, and thus dangerous at a 
time when the church was burning 
people for openly disagreed with its 
beliefs.

Copernicus had the good sense 
to wait until he was on his death bed 
to publish his thesis, but Galileo, 
brilliant as he was, didn’t always 
use good judgment. He published 
his findings, was put on trial and 
found guilty of heresy. When given 
the choice of burning or recanting, 
he publicly stated that Earth is still.

But according to legend, as he left 
the courtroom he defiantly uttered 
under his breath. “And yet it does 
move!” But even Galileo had no 
idea how right he was.

Earth (along with us) moves 
in ways Galileo never imagined. 
As Earth rotates on its axis, we (at 
our latitude) are moving 900 miles 
per hour—faster than the speed of 
sound—as we travel 22,000 miles 
every 24 hours.

Yet that’s a snail’s pace com­
pared to our speed as Earth circles 
the Sun. Each year we cover half 
a billion miles at 67,000 miles per 
hour—far faster than orbiting space 
craft.

But that’s not all. Our entire 
solar system is zipping around our 
Milky Way galaxy at the mind-bog­
gling speed of nearly 600,000 miles 
per hour in its journey of more than 
one quintillion miles (one followed 
by 18 zeros) that takes 240 million 
years.

And even our galaxy moves 
within the cosmos but since there’s 
no fixed object against which to 
compare its movement, there is no 
way to establish its speed.

And you thought you were sit­
ting still.
