Friona Farmers

Would Enter
Dairy Work

According to the Channing
Sun, Hartley county farmersare
going quite entensively into the
dairy business, During the past
two weeks six car loads of dairy
cows have been shipped into the
county and purchased by the

armers.

Three car loads of these were
shipped in by E. S. Collins, pres-
ident of the First National Bank
of Channing, and theother three
loads were shipped in by indi-
viduals and groups of farmersof
the county.

There were approximately 180
cows 1n the six car loadsand the
farmers who are in the dairy
business there, estimate that
each cow willaverage a revenue
of $10 per month, and according
to this estimate these cows will
bring $1,800 into the county
monthly.

Many farmers in the vicinity
of Friona are in the same humor
regarding the dairy business as
the Hartley county farmers and
would be glad to engage in it
more extensively if they had the
necessary funds with which to
secure the cows.

J. E. Ware, residing south-
eastof town, said that he would
like to be milking forty or fifty
cows instead of ten, and if he
was financially equipped, he
would soon have them, and
would not expect to get them for
less than $100 a head. A neigh-
bor remarked: ‘‘You must be
going to try to get some good
oues,” towhich Mr. Ware: re-
plied: “‘Just cutout the word
‘try.’”

According to our merchants,
the farmers who are milking a
few cows are having no trouble
keeping even with their grocery

BULY THE RD

N THESE days when the
movies and that type of fle-
tlon, which reviewers have
become accustomed to dis-
miss with the characteriza-
tion “another western,” have

united To give the public a
very good idea of what the
cowboy WAS NOT, old
timers who knew what he
WAS have about given up
hope of seeing him presented
in bis true light. They will tell you
that there have been only a few books
which have done that and they will
include In that short list Andy Adams’
“The Log of a Cowboy,” Phillp Ash-
ton Rolling’ “The Cowboy,” and “The
Trail Drivers of Texus,” a monumental
book of skétches, compiled by the Old
Time Trail Drivers' assoclation.

Now they can add one more to the
lst—Charlie  Siringo’s “Riata  and
Spurs,” recently published by Hough-
ton, Mifin & Co. It Andy Adams
Log of a Cowboy” 1s the Illad of the
cattle trade, as it s generally admit-
ted to be, then Charlle Siringo's
“Rlata and Spurs” Is Its Odyssey—
truly another cowboy eplc. This fs not
the opinfon of this writer acting In
the role of a book reviewer, even If 1t
Is the composite opinion of some book
reviewers—men who are famillar
with the cowboy era of the West ani
who know whereof they speak. But
still better evidence than mere opinion
Is the book itself. The reader who
follows Charlie's simple, direct narra-
tive and sees for himself how this old-
time cowboy tells of what would be
a most thrilling experience to most
of us in his casual, matter of fact
way, will find himself saying: “Here
is real eplc stuft.” Here Is a typlcal
example : In one place he tells of hay-
ing charge of a herd of 2,500 long-
horns, and In the course of that drive
le relates that “After leaving these
lakes we were two days and nights
without water.” As one reviewer says,
“Having gone through with this un-
pleasantly arld experience, Charlle
Siringo makes no more mention of it
than that. To him that was all there
was to it. It was a bare, bald, dry
fact, a thing done in the discharge of
his doty and for $40 a month and
prunes, and It was as unromantle to
him as a ride ip a New York subway
is to a suburban straphanger.”

The Odyssey of Charlle Siringo be-
gan on February 7, 1855 In Matagorda
county, Texas. That was the date
and place of his birth. When he was
only twelve years old he began. to
punch cattle. In 1868 his widowed
mother married agafn and sold out
the family property in Texas to go
north and make a home In St. Louls.
Then followed a period of wander-

Ings for this “Texas long horn kia”
as a farmhand In Tlinols, as a bell-
hop at the famous old Planters’ hotel
in St. Louls and as a deck hand on
a Mississipp! river steamboat. Final-
ly he landed In New Orleans, where
he was taken Into the home of a
prosperous merchant who offered to
adopt him and give him an education.
But Charlie Siringo already had the
“wandering foot” and he was not con-
tent with the dullness of school life
for very long. So he run away and re-
turned to his farm hand fob fn Illinols,
only to leave that again for another
try at life on a Mississippi river steam-
boat.

He arrived in St. Louis In time to
board the Robert E. Lee and to ride
on that boat during its historle race
with the Natchez Back In New Or-
leans again he visited the home of his
benefactor and again was taken in
and given a chance at schooling, But
agaln he ran away and the spring of
1871 found him back In his native
land, the Matagorda country, In time
to have a part In the heyday of trail-
Ing Texas cuttle. He entered the em-
ploy of the famous “Shanghal” Pierce
and his brother, Jonathan, owners of
the Eancho Grande who had literally
“cattle on a thousand s After
working with various equally noted
cattle outfits In that state Charlle
made his first trip up the old Chis-
holm Trail in the spring of 1876 with a
herd of 2,500 ‘onghorns owned by W.
B. Grimes.

After enduring the usual perils of
storm, stampede and troubles with
the Indians, this herd arrived at the
Kansas market and the young Texas
cowboy had his first sight of one of
the “roaring cattle towns,” Wichita,
Kan, Charlie records the fact that in
Wichita he and other cowboys
whooped ‘er up Liza-Jane for a
couple of days and nights and found
ourselves broke.” Tneldentally during
this whooping ‘er up Liza-Jane process
Siringo recefved a buckshot in the
calf of his leg and he still carries a
sear to remind him of the days when
he was a wild young Texas cowboy.
On subsequent trips up the trails In
Texas, he visited other noted cow
towns, Dodge City, Sweetwater, Tas-
coss, and Mobeetie. One Fourth of
July he celebrated in Dodge City and
he frankly records that “this celebra-
tion came near costing me my life in
a free-forall fight in the Lome Star
Dance hall In charge of the noted Bat
Masterson.”

In fact, a reading of “Riata and
Spurs” s like leafing through a Who's
Who of the old cattle days In the
West. There you will see the names of
Old Man Goodnight, John Chisumw,
Beals of the great LX ranch, Outlaw
Bill Moore, the manager of that ranch,
Sheriff Brown, who robbed the bank
in his own town and was thereafter
swiftly and sufficiently hanged by fts
happy citizens, Billy the Kid, Jim
East, Pat Garrett, and a dozen others
who were connected with the famous
Lincoln county cattle war and the
saga of that youthful outlaw. If you
would know the true story of how
Billy the Kld came to his death be-
fore the six-shooter of Pat Garrett read
Charlle Siringo's “Riata and Spurs.”
Billy the Kid was not the only fa-

mous outlaw with whom Charlie Sir-
ingo had contact In one way or an-
other, He can tell you how the equal-
ly famous Sam Bass came to the in-
evitable end of the western outlaw and
from personal experience during his
later career a cowboy detective
and as an employee of the famous
Pinkerton Agency his experience ln-
cluded a part in one of the most cele-
brated American man-hunts, the chase
after Butch Cassidy, Kid Curry and
other members of the “Wild Bunch,
traln robbers par excellence of Mon-
tana, Wyoming and Utah.

Siringo's career on the Texas cat-
tle trails ended with the decline of
the cattle trade in the elghties. Then
for a brief time he was an Oklahoma
boomer and there stfll are many old
timers who can tell you tales of the
famous characters they saw when
they were patrons of Siringo's general
store, ice cream and oyster parlor In
Caldwell, Kan., where he sold his own
special brand of “Oklahomn Boomer”
cigars. The next scene in Charlfe Sir-
Ingo’s Odyssey was the city of Chicago
where he went because as he sald
vo years and a half as a successful
business man swelled my head so that
I thought that I was a natural born
financier. Callwell became too small
for a man of my caliber.” The big
city soon disillusioned him but he had
appeared there when the time was
ripe for the use of his own pecullar
talents in another manner.

While Saul and his father were acting
freely in this matter, at'the same time
God's soverelgn purpose was belng
carried out. Although difficult to un-
derstand, God carrles forth His sov-
erelgn purpose without Interfering
with man’s freedom.

V. The King Chosen at Mizpeh
10:17-27),

The Lord had already polnted out to
Samuel who should be king and Saul
had been anointed. Let us observe:

1. Why Saul was chosen. If they
would have a king the Lord would give
them the one best suited to fill ‘the
place.
