ing deer. The limit on bear is

one, and on deer is two bucks,
female killing prohibited.

Hunting deer with dogs is
pesitively forbidden, as is also
the use of any kind of call, other

» than the rattling of deer horns.

Itis also unlawful to hunt or
shoot any kind of protected
game between one-half hour af-
ter sunset and one-half hour be-
fore sunrise. Trapping game
birds is unlawful, asis also hunt-
ing with light after dark.

Deer hunting in New Mexico

y is permissable for only 10 days,

November 10 to 20.

During the months of October,
November and December squir-
rels may be killed with the ex-
ception of certain counties as
provided by law. Ten squirrels
in any one day is the limit.

The wild turkey season is from

» November 16 to December 3I,
during which time three birds

are the limit. 3

The hunting season for wild
ducks of all kinds (except wild
wood ducks), wild geese, wild
brant, wild coot or mud hen and
wild snipe opens October 16 and
runs until January 31, inclusive,

@ in the north zone, in the south
zone the season opens November
1. The limit of wild geese and
brant of all kinds is four in any
one day and not more than 12
in any one week of seven days.
The limit of wild ducks of all
kinds is 25 in any one day and
not more than 50 in any one
week of seven days.

November 1 to December 31
is the open season on quail in
New Mexico, in Texas the quail
season is from December 1 to
January 1.

Smallpox R-ings Up |
Another Record|

Smallpox rings up another
high record thisyear in Texas
according to Dr. J. C. Anderson,
state health officer, who calls
attention to the fact that for
the period from Jan. 1st to June

30th, there were 2,059 cases of |te
this disease reported to the state |’

department of health, this be-
ing 161 cases more than number
reported for the entire year
1926.

‘‘As outbreaks of smallpex oc-
cur only in unvaccinated com-
munities,”” Dr. Anderson stated,
“‘the responsibility for suchout-
breaks shouid rest squarely upon
the shoulders of these commun-
ites. It is a known fact that
the only cases of smallpox re-
ported in communites having a
consistent vaccination program,
are isolated cases of unvaccinat-
ed individuals. Everyoneknows
that vaccination is a prevention
of smallpox, and this fact is not
even a debatable question at the
present time, owing to the pre-
ponderance of evidence showing
its truth.”

““The only people who are op-
posing vaceination againstsmall-
pox at the present time, are
those who are ignorant and un-
informed on the subject. and
those who are doing it through
viciousness, While it is true
that during the Civil War and
early in the use of this immuti-
zation, some fatalities resulted
from insanitary measures, pres-
ent day methods of manufactur-
ing vaccine and its administra-
tion, eliminates the former dan-
gers of infection,

“‘Vaccination against smallpox
is compulsory in Germany, be-
ginning at birth, and seven year
reriods thereafter. Therecords
show that Germany has had only
40 cases of smallpox during the
last ten years. During the last
15 years, there have been more
than 700,000 cases of this dis-
ease reported in the United
States. Any person with com-
mon reasoning power should be
able to see that vaccination pre-
vents.”’

Purchases Promote Prosperity

WHILE the Santa Fe is itself a large employer of labor—its pdyroll in
1926 totalled $107,000,000, and its employes number more than
75,000—indirectly as 2 buyer of materials and supplies it helps to furnish
employment to many more. Such purchases last year exceeded $64,000,000.
In addition it bought over $12,000,000 of new cars and locomotives.

Its largest class of material was fuel, which totalled $24,360,000. This
consisted of about 2,267,000 tons of coal, and 507,800,000 gallons of fuel
oil. The use of coal or oil on any division is determined primarily by which
is the cheaper fuel in that locality.

The second largest class of purchases was iron and steel products, for
which the expenditure was approximately $19,750,000. This included an
expenditure of $g,500,000 for 152,700 tons of rail, frogs, switches, and
fastenings. $1,500,000 went for wheels, axles, and tires, and $306,000 for flues
and tubes for locomotives. Bridges, turntables, structural steel, forgings, and
fabricated, unfabricated, and pressed steel took neatly $3,000,000. Steel and
iron are basic necessities in railroading.

Putchases of forest products totalled $6,412,000, which included over
3,000,000 ctoss ties, and large quantities of lumber and timbers. The Santa Fe
creosotes its ties and much of its timbery, otherwise greater quantities would
be needed each year.

Folders, report blanks, notices, tickets(tariffs, and various items in the sta-
tionery line required $1,225,000, electrical materials $660,000, lubricating
oil and grease, illuminating oils, waste,£tc., $%,180,000,and air brake material
$617,600.

These purchases were necessaty to maintain the railroad properly and
to give satisfactory service to the public. They were covered by 130,000
invoices and were made from%,347 individuals and firms. Note the wide
spread of this buying.

HEN and what 1s Indian
summer?

Here is a case, Inde
where “doctors disagres
for there are many the-
ories ns to the origin of
the name, the reason for
it and the time when it
occurs. Most people will agree upon
the fact that it meuns a perlod of
warm weather in one of the three
wonths of September, October or No-
vember and that it is characterized
by three peculinr elements: By n
warmtt greater than preceding days
or weeks, by tranquillity of the at
mospliere and by smoke and haze.
But when an attempt Is made to pre-
dict a deficite time for the appear-
ance of [udian summer, then diverg-
ence of opinion begins,

Censult the dictionaries and you
will find that one such muthority, the
Standard, says, “A period of warm,
dry, cnlm weather in late autumn
with hagy atmosphere.” But Noah
Webster goes into more detall as fol
lows: “Indign summer: In the Unlted
States, a period of warm weather late
in autumn, vsually characterized by a
cleur sky, and by a hazy or smoky ap
pearance of the atmosphere, especially
uear (he horizon. The name is de-
ed from the custom of the Indinns
to use this time in preparation for
winter by laying in stores of food, or
from their belief that It is caused by
A wind blowing directly from the
court of the southwestern god.”

So here are two authoritles dis-
agreeing on both the time—one says
October and the other November—of
fudlan summer and the reason for the
name.

lation of which would be “Indian sum-
mer.” Tn this essay he sald, “After
the fall of leaves, but before any
snowfall, comes a rainy period. Great
ruins at last replenish the springs, the
brooks, the swamps and impregnate
the earth. Then a severe frost sue-
ceeds which prepares it to receive the
voluminous coat of snow which is
soon to follow ; though it is often pre-
ceded by a short interval of smoke
and mildness, called the Indfan sum-
mer. This is in general the invariable
rule: Winter is not suld properly to
begin until these few moderate days
and the rising of the waters have an-
nounced It to man.”

The origin of the term, which s
most widely known, occurs in a book
printed  several years later than
Crevecoeur's essay. This was Dr.
Joseph Doddridge's “Notes on the Set-
tlement and Indian Wars of the
Western Parts of Virginla and Penn-
sylvania From 1763 to 1783" Dodd-
ridge traces the term back to early
colonial times when Indians still were
a menace to the backwoods settlers.

All during the swmmer, settlers in
the more harassed sections had to
live behind stockades In constant
dread of Indian ralds. When the chill
blasts of winter came on, everyone
breathed a sigh of relief. No longer
would the Indians attack. The sever-
ity of the winter would prevent hat
danger.

The hemmed-n settlers now took
to the open, going to their log cabins

outside with the joyful feeling of
men released from prison.
It happened sometimes, however,

that the welcome Inclement weather
gave way to & few days of unseason
able warm weather, This was called
[ndian summer because it gave the
Indians another chance to wage de-
structive warfare against the colonists
ouce more.

The term “second summer” was
also used fer Indian summer, but that
was not untll some time later. By
1798 the name “Indian summer” was

widely used in New England, In New
York by 1809 and in England by
1830, The name Indian sunmer Is an

Americanism, but the season to which
it refers Is not lmited to this vountry.
The same phenomenon of delightful,
balmy weather occurs in Europe. In
England it 1s known as St. Martin's
summer or All Hallow summer, refer-
ring to the time of the year, oc-
curring, when It has made the most
impression (St. Martin’s day, Novem-
ber 11, or All Hallow Even and the
days following, All Saints day, No-
vember 1). In Germany it Is called
0ld Woman's summer or St. Luke's
summer, commencing about October
18, and in the Mediterranean regions
it is commonly called St. Martin's
Little summer.

So as nearly as it can be fixed
Indlan summer may come any tlme
between St. Luke's day, October 18,
and St. Martin's day, November 11,
although the Indian summer type of
weather may be experienced before
or after elther date—in September or
even in December.
