Committeemen Are 
Urged to Hold Prect. 
Convention 22nd

In  view  of the  recen t contro­
versy  in the S ta te  Convention of 
the  Dem ocratic P a rty  betw een 
the Pro-R oosevelt forces, and the  
A nti-Roosevelt forces the P re ­
cinct Conventions to be held on 
Saturday, Ju ly  22nd, have be­
come of the utm ost im portance 
to the  people of th is state. O r­
d inarily  w e do not pay m uch 
a tten tion  to such conventions 
although they  are  the  chief 
m eans for the  individual voter 
to express his political convic­
tions w ith in  the D em oratic party , 
and according to Dem ocratic pro­
cesses. It is therefore  urged tha t 
the voters of th is C ounty give 
special a tten tion  ‘ to such p re­
cinct conventions; th a t they  a t­
tend the sam e and express th e ir 
convictions regardless of how 
they  stand on the political scene. 
M ajority  ru le  is the Dem ocratic 
custom, and the  m ajority  ru le  
in such conventions and the 
C ounty Convention to follow will 
be respected.

According to A rticle 3134 of 
the  Revised Civil S ta tu tes of 
Texas the Precinct com m itteem en 
from each Precinct shall call and 
hold a Precinct Convention on 
prim ary  election day, Ju ly  22, 
1944, a t some place in  the  p re ­
cinct. At th is convention all 
voters are  eligible to a ttend  and 
to partic ipate  in  the  proceedings. 
Such precinct conventions should 
elect delegates to the  County 
Convention. Each precinct conven­
tion is en titled  to elect and to 
send to the  County Convention 
one delegate for each tw enty- 
fiv’e votes, or a m ajor fraction 
thereof, cast for the  Dem ocratic 
P a rty ’s candidate for Gov’em o r 
a t the  last preceeding G eneral 
Election held in Novem ber, 1942.

Each Precinct Com m itteem an 
is hereby notified ‘ and requested  
to see to it th a t such precinct con­
ventions are  held and th a t dele­
gates are  sent to the County Con­
vention Saturday, Ju ly  22, w ith 
the above statem ent of the law. 
Please give th is m atte r your at 
tention. It is of the u tm ost im ­
portance to the w elfare of your 
C ountry and your G overnm ent.

Lt. Julien Boothe 
Killed in Action in 
France June 29th

“He will not be coming bade, 
w hen it’s over over here.” These 
are words quoted from a le tte r 
w ritten  by Sgt. L arry  Boothe, 
som ewhere in England, to his fa ­
ther, Hom er A. Boothe, who had  
on M onday received a telegram  
from the W ar departm ent, noti­
fying him th a t Lt. Boothe w as 
missing in action since Ju n e  29. 
The telegram  read:

“t h e  Secretary of W ar desires 
me to express his deep reg re t 
th a t your son, 1st Lt. O scar J . 
Booth, has been reported  m iss­
ing in action since tw en ty -n ine  
June  over France. If fu rth e r de­
tails or o ther inform ation a re  
received you w ill be prom ptly 
notified. The A dju tan t G eneraL”

In the le tte r which Sgt. Boothe 
w rote his father, w hich was, he  
said, the hardest le tte r he hoped 
he would ever hav'e to w rite , h e  
said tha t he had talked w ith  
some of the men w‘ho saw  h ie  
brother, Ju lian , go down and, 
also, w ith his com m anding offi­
cer. Lt. Boothe was lost w hfle 
leading a flight in the mission 
tha t was to hav’e been his lOOtti 
and last before he would have 
been sent back to the states.

Sgt. Boothe w rote th a t the fe l­
lows who knew  Lt. Boothe, spoke 
of him as being one of the  b e st-  
liked officers and one of the  b e st 
pilots of the group. Regarding 
his b ro ther’s death, Sgt. Boothe 
said, “We have one consolation: 
We both know th a t Ju lian  loved 
to fly and th a t he would ra th e r 
have gone out in an a irp lane  
than any otherw ay.”

Lt. Ju lian  Boothe enlisted in  
the Arm y A ir Corps in Septem ­
ber, 1942, and received his f irs t 

I tra in ing  at M arch Field, Calif.
I He received tra in ing  a t  Shep- 
j pard  Field, W ichita Falls; P a t 
I terson Field, Ohio; Kelley Field,
1 Texas; C im arron Field, Okla,; 
j Enid. Okla.; and in Pam pa w here 
he received his wings in M arch, 
1943.

A fter a short furlough home, he  
left his base in Georgia in Aug­
ust, 1943, to fly his crew to Eng- 

I land w here he has since been 
stationed.

I Lt. Boothe had a splendid fly - 
1 ing record. On his 99th mission, 
j he had never been wounded and 
I only two of his m en had been 
1 killed.

He had been aw arded the A ir 
Medal and the D istinguished 
Flying Cross for his excellent 
serv ice .'

The United S tates has billions 
of dollars invested in plants 
erected to produce the im ple­
m ents of w ar. They produce 
steel, alum inum , tanks, guns, 
planes, trucks, ships, etc.

So w hat? W'^ell, there  are  hu n ­
dreds of industria l corporations 
anxious to get those p lan ts as 
cheaply as possible. They w ant 
the governm ent out of business 
and consequently, the  govern­
m ent m ust sell its  industrial 
plants.

Who w ill buy them ? Nobody 
but the  industrialists. Consider 
a governm ent shipyard and fig­
ure  out how m any purchasers 
are in the m arket and you will 
get a fa ir idea of the  pickings 
tha t will be available if the  gov­
ernm ent can be forced out of 
business.

INTERNATIONAL PROSPERITY 
MAY BE KEY TO WORLD 
PEACE

The United N ations’ m onetary 
and financial conference, now be­
ing held in this country, attem pts 
to grapple w ith the problem of 
post-w ar economy. It is hardly  
too much to say th a t the w elfare 
of the  world for m any years de ­
pends upon its successful work.

It is hard ly  too m uch to e x ­
pect the average individual to 
understand the intricacies of in - 
t e r n a t i o n a l  finance and 
consequently we m ust be p re­
pared to accept the  considered 
judgm ent of experts rep resen t­
ing various nations.

As we understand the  confer­
ence, it is studying the  possibil­
ity of an in ternational m onetary 
fund to establish currency s ta ­
bilization and the  establishm ent 
of an in ternational bank to fa­
c ilita te  reconstruction and devel­
opm ent throughout the world.

I t  is obvious th a t w hen peace 
comes again, the  economic m a­
chinery  of the  world, upon which 
in ternational trad e  depends, w ill 
be shot to pieces. All nations 
will have .trem endous problem s 
b u t they  w ill be especially se­
vere w here the ravages of w ar 
have produced the g reatest d is­
location and destruction.

The purpose of the  conference, 
if w e understand it correctly, is 
to  provide m achinery to facili­
ta te  loans to currency-fam ished 
nations and to finance an ex ten ­
sion of production th a t w ill stim ­
ulate in ternational trade, create 
w ealth and im prove the  condi­
tion of labor and the  standard  of 
living everyw here.

W ithout attem pting  to analyze 
the m ethods proposed, w e sug­
gest th a t the  in terest of th e  U ni­
ted States requires th a t the  w ork 
of the conference proceed to a 
successful conclusion and th a t 
the United States, as a govern­
m ent, partic ipate  fu lly  in  this

DEBT HITS $2M,0M,6M,640 
WIITHOUT UNIVERSAL 
DISASTER

The gross debt of the  United 
States, including guaranteed ob­
ligations of the governm ent, has 
passed the  $200,000,000,000 m ark.

C ontrary to prophecies m ade 
some years ago, the earth  did 
not stop revolving on its axis 
and there  seems to have been no 
confusion among the  celestial 
bodies.

Not only does it appear th a t the 
nation can function, despite the  
$200,000,000,000 debt, bu t it con­
tinues to operate  the  w orld’s la r­
gest w ar, w ith  the  debt increas­
ing every day. Economists may 
suggest th a t the  burden is pos­
sible during  the  em otional ex ­
citem ent of in ternational conflict, 
but, as we have been told be­
fore, fundam ental laws a re  not 
affected by em otional effluvia.

W hile a national debt of this 
size m ay constitu te a burden in 
post-w ar financing, there  is no 
suggestion, even from othordox 
financiers, th a t the  governm ent 
will not pay its creditors in full. 
T here is no suggestion th a t the 
debt be cancelled and nobody 
in the United States believes it 
will not be paid.

UPHOLDS COST OF LIVING 
e s t im a t e s

A n advisory com m ittee of s ta ­
tistical experts, a fte r an  investi­
gation, declares its confidence in 
“the acuracy and rep resen ta tive­
ness of th e  price changes shown 
by the B ureau of Labor S ta tis­
tic index.”

The governm ent bu reau ’s in ­
dex of the  rise in living costs 
betw een Jan u ary , 1941, and De­
cem ber, 1943, was 23.4 p e r cent 
and the com m ittee said th a t th is 
figure m ight be th ree  to five 
points below the actual rise.

The com m ittee re jected  the 
contention of labor leaders tha t 
the figures w ere inaccurate  and 
th a t the  real increase in living 
costs w as not less than  43.5 per 
cent.

The repo rt of the  com m ittee 
said th a t the  BIS index rela ted  
only to fam ilies living in  cities 
of consderable size and only to 
urban fam lies th a t w ork w or a 
Iving. I t adds that th e  index is 
“m isused” w hen applied to ind i­
viduals or to sm all-tow n and ru ­
ral fam ilies or to fam ilies on 
the verge of poverty or w ith fam ­
ilies w ith incomes of above $4,000 
per year.

The 
shortage is occuring m ainly a t 
Claule, Spearm an, Perry ton , Pam - 
pa and Panhandle, according to 
inform ation to C. Hohn, state  
farm  labor supervisor.

Shortage of labor a t term inal 
elevators for unloading cars upon 
a rriva l also is preventing the 
m axim um  use of the  lim ited 
num ber available.

Nylon bearings for 
m achines a re  said to be giving 
Excellent w ar service. Nylon 
coil springs hav’c proved capa­
ble of flexing many m ore tim es 
than  steel spring&

Houses w’il) have rustless nylon 
or velon w indow screens in col­
ors. strik ingly  patterned  uphol­
stery, garden fu rn itu re , show er 
curtains, insulation for electric 
wires.

Assum ing a sound economic 
system, one producer says, new  
nylon products in prospect and 
new  uses for existing ones “are  
expected to create an all-tim e 
high in peacetim e emplojrment.”

Chem ists declare the  u ltim ate  
nylon is yet to be discovered. 
Nylon m en a re  w orking a t w ar 
jobs w ith  a zeal th a t is increased 
b y eagerness to explore peace­
tim e possibilities.

No one ever heard  of pellagra 
in the South befofe the  W ar Be 
tw een the  States. People sent 
th e ir corn to  w ater m ills and had 
the  w hole g ra in  ground into hom ­
iny or meal. W heat w as generally  
ground on the p lantation. The fine 
w hite flour th a t is so generally  
used now to m ake breads was 
not in such common use as a t the 
p resen t tim e.

Every negro cabin had its sweet 
potato patch near, and th e  fam ­
ilies all had gardens for sum m er 
and w in te r vegetables. The big 
orchards of the  p lan ters supplied 
fru it for all. The heads of the 
colored fam ilies w ere privileged 
to p lan t th e ir own melons, of 
w hich they  w ere very  fond.

It was the  du ty  of th e  p lan te r 
to see th a t the  colored folks raised 
pigs,chickens and cows for th e ir 
fam ilies. Decayed and yellow ed 
teeth  am ong the  negroes w ere a l­
most unknow n.

As tim e w ent by, a fte r the  Con­
federate  W ar, the  corn m eal w as 
bolted, th a t is the oil, m inerals, 
and \ itam ins w ere rem oved. Corn 
and wheot products w ere  still the 
South, the  people w ere eatng 
them  as before, but th e ir health  
was being im paired.

The difference w as this. The 
grinding (except in a few instan ­
ces) w as done in city mills. 
F ine w hite  flour was being tu rned  
out. The bran  and dark  part of 
the w heat w ere sold mostly to feed 
the farm  anim als. You see, by 

i taking out the w heat germ  and 
the proteins, the  w hite  flour keeps 
indefinitely, for the  bugs w ill 
not bother it.

; The sam e denaturing  process 
was resorted to w ith corn ffeal j and grits. You can eat it un til you 

I are starved to death. Now they are 
claim ing to be enriching the  grain 
products and putting  back the  
vitam ins. Don’t you believe it.

In Canada they do not allow 
these chem icals to be pu t into 

I th e ir foods for they  do not re - 
! store the valuable constituents 
' th a t have been rem oved by m ill­
ing. N either can they be restored 
any  m ore than  you can p u t some­
thing into a sterile  egg to m ake 
it hatch. F orm erly  the  rice tha t

w as raised wad d e e n e d  on the  
plantation* was unpolished. Now 
everythingv is rem oved from  the  
rice  b u t i ^ r c h  and th e  people 
who largely subsist on such de­
vitalized rice suffer from a dis­
like pellagra w hich is caused 
from undernourishm ent.

Some of the  finest vitam ins in 
the world are  m anufactured  from  
the parts  of the  whole grains 
which have ben rem oved. The de­
vitalized starches a re  th en  fed to 
civilized hum an beings.

“Flying th^ Beam” is a common 
expression, but few people under­
stand its application. The illustra­
tion shows a radio range station 
and four radio guide beams which 
are sent out to direct the pilot.

(Dir OA)
(DA oir]

The radio range transm its the 
letter A (•« ), which has the radio 
sound of “dit-da,” in what is call­
ed the A quadrants, and also the 
letter N (« •)  which has the tone 
of “da-dit,” in the N quadrants. It 
is these various sounds which tell 
the pilot his position in relation to 
the beam. If he flies within the 3 
degree angle of the beam (shaded 
portion) he hears one continuous 
humming tone (daaa) in his ear­
phones. This is because the A and 
N (|uadrants are blended atjd he 
hears them with equal intensity.

If the pilot flies off the beam on 
the N side he will hear the N sig­
nal (dn-dit) stronger and the A 
signal (dit-da) will become w’eaker. 
By the same principle, if he is too 
far on the A side he will hear only 
the A signal (dit-da). A map will 
tell him whether he is a t the left 
or right side of his course.

These sound signals are tran s­
mitted for 30 seconds, followed by 
a code signal identifying ***0 ran 
station.

me A. '

Penetence and Forgiveness: And 
Jehovah raised them  up Judges, 
and saved them  out of the hand 
of those tha t despoiled them . 4, 
Aposta.cy Again: And it came to 
pass.when the judge w as dead, 
that they tu rned  back, and dealt 
m ore corruptly  than  th e ir fathers.

Jam es S. Dennis declares; ‘We 
can readily  believe tha t God 
m aintains a sovereign control over 
the historical developm est of n a ­
tions in m odern as well as in 
ancient tim es. He is as tru ly  the 
God of nations now as he was 
then. The H ebrew  w riters de­
scribed w ith realistic diction the 
Isovereign w orkings of God am ong 
the  nations, and in form s of 
speech which m ade clear th e ir 
vivid recognition of the  d irect 
agency of an overruling P rov i­
dence. The m odern historian,how - 
ever devout his mood, m ay not, 
perhaps, use biblical form ulae

but th is does not necessarily indi­
cate any deliberate  in tention on 
his part to  ignore or to banish 
the idea of G od’s sovereignty, and 
his suprem e guidance of the con­
tem porary life of nations. He 
sim ply brings his trend of 
thought together w ith his literary  
style and term inology, into con­
form ity w ith prevalent philoso­
phical theories of the mode and 
order of divine activities as re ­
lated to historical progress.

‘A new view of the divine m e­
thods of w orking requires new 
giving prom inence to secondary 
causes and evolutionary process­
es, do not ru le  out the  F irst 
Cause, or m ake the existence of 
suprem e Intelligence any less es­
sential in a tru e  philosophy of 
history.”
