C onservation G roup w ants to 
build  the  rem ainder of his te r ­
races and has decided to  build  the  
fills, as soon as the  lines a re  run , 
a h e ^  of the  the equipm ent. He 
says th is  m ight cause him  to 
m ove m ore d irt b u t it w ill actu ­
ally  save in hours, and w ill cer­
ta in ly  save in the  w ear and tea r 
on his farm  tractor.

M r. Rube W addell of the  Steel 
Hill Conservation G roup w as 
agreeably surprised w hen he laid 
out his row  system  this year w ith 
his new  terrace lines. H e says 
he actually  has 50% few er point 
rows than  he had in his old con­
tour row  ^ s te m .

Two cooperators of the South 
McAdoo Conservation G roup are  
well satisfied w ith  th e ir terrace 
systems. Dr. D. E. Allen .says he 
is defin itely  convinced th a t te r­
races w ith contour cultivation, 
are  profitable practices of fa rm ­

ing in the  P lains area. .He also 
recom m ends leaving as much 
litte r and stubble as possible on 
or near the surface of the  ground. 
Mr. J . B. Steadham  said his te r­
races had some very  good tests 
by the  rain  of 1943 and th a t he 
knew  of only one w eak o r low 
place in his system  of terraces, 
and he w as going to build  th a t 
place up.

H orace Woods of the  N orth 
Spur C onservation G roup says 
he has had some good resu lts in 
controlling w ind erosion on six 
acres of some very  sandy land 
by ro tating  peas stripped w ith  
feed. He said it not only helped 
to control w ind erosion b u t it in ­
creased production, and m ade 
the crops stand up be tte r in the 
drouth.

M r. N. M. Lee of the  Lost 
Lake Conservation G roup was in 
the D istrict Supervisors’ office, 
and said he harvested 17.50 
pounds of maize to the acre. T hat 
is good production in any year. 
It seems his estim ate of 33 1-3 
perront increased production, 
which he a ttribu tes  to his te r­
race system, was about right.

It was 
pointed out by law enforcem ent 
officials that most violations of 
the law by young boys came from  
those who w ere not in school and 
from homes which perm it th e ir 
children to roam the streets all 
hours of the day and night and 
are not subject to parent super­
vision and care. T he Compul­
sory School law will be enforced 
in Dickens County.

SUNDAY SCHOOL 
LESSON

S.AUL REJECTED

International Sunday School 
Lesson for September 3, 1944.

GOLDEN TEX T: “Because thou 
hast rejected the w ord of the 
Lord, he hath  also rejected thee 
from geing king.”—I Samuel 15; 
23.

Lesson Text: I Samuel 15: 19-33.

Sam uel w as the  last of the 
judges. As he grew  old the people 
of Israel dem anded a king, like 
o ther nations. Samuel, the found­
er of the prophets, was also the  
founder of m onarchy. R epresent­
ing Jehovah, he yielded to th e ir 
desires, and Saul becam e th e ir 
first m onarch.

The form al selection w as m ade 
by lots F irst, the  tribe  of Ben­
jam in. then  the  fam ily of M a- 
trites, then  the  household of Kish, 
and the  individual. Saul. P re ­
viously advised by Samuel, a t the  
tim e he had been hunting, his 
fa th e r’s asses. Saul w as found 
hiding among the  wagons. At first 
some refused to recognize his 
rule, but opportunity  soon came 
to prove his leadership.

Saul’s p rim ary  services to his 
people w ere as a m ilita ry  leader. 
Seven able cam paigns he waged, 
ending in the establishm ent of a 
unified, pow erful nation. As a 
fighting m an Saul was courag­
eous and brillian t, possessed of 
abilit.v and personal b ravery . .An­
o ther service, h ard ly  less vital, 
was Saul’s success in w inning re ­
cognition for the kingship, setting 
the au thority  of the m onarch up ­
on foundations firm  enough for 
David and Solomon to profit 
thereby.

The .Ammonites attacked J a -  
besh - gilead. th rea ten ing  to put 
out the right eye of its inhab it­
ants. Saul hastily  called his w a r­
riors to follow under penalty  of 
death  for failure. Leading a large 
arm y he relieved the besieged 
city, earning the  graditude of its 
people and a w ider recognition as i 
a w orthy loyal leader. Years la te r . , 
w hen Sr.ul's dead body was in ­
sulted by the victorious P h i l i s - ; 
tines, the  men of Jabesh-g ilead  
rescued it and gave it decent 
burial.

The second m ilitary  cam paign 
m arked Saul’s first disobedience 
to Jehovah, revealing a tendency 
to disregard the divine w ill and 
re ly  upon his own resources.

Sam uel had commanded th a t the 
arm y w ait seven days before be­
ginning a cam paign against the 
Philistines in order to offer prop­
e r sacrifices. Saul became im - 
I>atient w hen the  alloted tim e 
passed, presum ed to exercise 
priestly  functions himself, and of­
fered sacrifices. Ju s t a t the 
close the  old prophet turned  up 
and w arned Saul tha t his k ing­
dom would not continue because 
he had disobeyed Jehovah.

O ther cam paigns for the  rescue 
of Israel followed. The fourth 
.struggle was against the A m ale- 
kites, trad itional enemies of the 
Israelites, defeated by Joshua at 
Rephidim  long ago. Saul w a s ! 
com m anded by Jehovah to u tte rly  j 
destroy these people and the ir 
possessions as a punishm ent for 
the ir sins. The victory won, Saul 
saved the  king in order to grace 
his trium ph and preserved the 
be tte r part of the ir possessions. 
The character of the cam paign 
was diverted  from an act of d i­
vine w ra th  to one for p ride and 
greed. It w?s not a foolish ges­
tu re  w hen America refused m a­
teria l profit from its enem ies in 
the  W orld W ar.

Once again, as so m any tim es 
it w as to occur in subsequent 
years, a prophet of God stood be­
fore a royal ru le r to rebuke him 
for his misdeeds. When Sam uel 
came, Saul brazenly declared he 
had “perform ed” the com m and­
m ent of Jehovah. To w hich Sam ­
uel asked. “W hat m eaneth then 
th is b leating of the sheep in m ine 
ears and the lowing of the  oxen 
w hich I hear?” Saul had no ex ­
cuse bu t the faithful prophet 
pointed out the  error: "H ath  J e ­
hovah as great delight in b u rn t-  
offerings and sacrifices, as in 
obeying the  voice of Jehovah? 
Behold, to obey is be tte r than  
sacrifice, and to harken than  the 
fat of ram s?” So spake the  eighth 
century  prophets la te r on.

In  his high station as king. Saul 
got gradually  fa rth e r aw ay from 
Jehovah. His death w as tragic. 
Once again in battle  for the  Is­
raelites, he confronted the  Ph ilis­
tines in a struggle tha t ended in 
d isaster for king and people. Jo n ­
a than . the brave and noble, and 
two ither sons of the king w ere 
slain. Deserted of everything save 
his own personal courage, Saul 
com m itted suicide. As he realized 
a little  earlier, summ.ing up his 
own life. "I have played the  fool 
and have erred  exceedingly.”

Saul’s life illustrates w hat h ap ­
pens w hen a m an attem pts an \ 
task  w ithout divine guidance and | 
trustfu lness When selected k in g ' 
he w as modest: "Am not I a 
Benjam ite. the sm.allest of the 
tribes of Israel, and my fam ily 
the least of all the. families of the 
tribe  of B enjam en?’ W hen, a fte r 
his first victory, his supporters 
w anted to k ill those who had op­
posed him. he said: ’’There shall 
not be a m an pu t to death this 
day. for today Jehovah hath  
w rought a deliverance in Israel.” 
U nfortunately, w ith success and . 
power, he w andered away. '

Some how our beards of health 

do not get very good results by 
sending out doctors and nurses to 
rem ove tonsils and hold dental 
clinics. It is like pouring a little  
w ater on a burn ing  building. In 
struction in the care of the body, 
m ust begin in the  schools and 
homes.

The prospective m others should 
be instructed  how to eat properly, 
in o rder to put the right m aterial 
into the teeth of the ir unborn 
children. Calcium or lime en­
ters largely into the form ation of 
sound teeth. The expectant m oth­
e r should eat fresh leafy vege­
tables, beans, fru it, milk, etc. 
The diet should be rich in lim e 
and phosphorus. Only in th is way 
will the  child form sound teeth.

The baby should have m ilk; 
at first b reast milk is best, fru it 
juices and cod liver oil w ith i 
plenty of sunshine. If th is re - i 
gimen w ere carried out, the ex - i 
pensive dental clinics could prob- | 
ably be dispensed w ith  in a few 
years.

W hen the  Deuchland, a G er­
m an ship, captured a w ell-provi­
sioned A m erican vessel during  
the  w ar they  thought them selves 
in luck, for she w’as abundantly  
provisioned w ith w hite flour, 
w’hite sugar, polished rice, cheese, 
m eat, coffee, etc. They rem ained 
cut a fte r capture for tw o or three 
m onths eating  the  above m ention­
ed foods.

The resu lt w’as. th a t all on 
board developed scurvy. The of­
ficers w ere not so ill as the men 
for they had a little  fru it. When 
the captain put in a t an A m eri­
can port, all aboard w ere sick. 
Two or th ree  died. The o thers , 
w ere fed upc,n fru it .iuice«;. dish-1 
es m ade from w heat and rice po- ] 
lishings, and vegetable broths. 
G radually  they recovered. But 
these lusty G erm an seamen had 
learned the leson th a t they could 
not live upon the deficiency diet 
th a t is consumed in so m any A m -, 
erican homes.

The average child goes to 
school a fte r a b reakfast of hot 
biscuits (w hite), a piece of bacon 
and a cup of coffee if he w ants it.

The fam ilies who can afford th a t 
sort of diet could provide m ilk 
instead of coffee, whole w heat in ­
stead of w hite flour. Eggs could 
be substitu ted  for bacon every 
day or two. Some bu tte r could be 
served also.

It would cost no more, but the 
change would prevent pellagra, 
constipation, and also discourage 
dental visits.

A supper of fru it, m ilk, w'hole 
w heat bread, or oatm eal would 
spell the difference betw’een un ­
dernourished, sick children and 
healthy ones.

G ive the children plenty of 
’oread and cereals th a t have not 
been devitali?ed by rem oving 
everjdhing but the  w hite starchy 
portion. They like fruit.

Worries Congressmen

Considerable im portance a t­
taches to the  decision of Con­
gress as to w hat wiil be done 
w ith  the  estim ated -75,000,000, 
000 w orth  of plants, m achines and 
m ateria l th a t the Federal govern­
m ent w ill own w hen the w ar 
ends.

A strong drive  is underw ay, 
sponsored by hardheaded busi­
ness men, to persuade the gov­
ernm ent to get rid  of the  stuff 
ju s t as fast as possible in o rder 
to give p rivate  in itia tive  the 
green light and not compete 
w ith business.

It is perfectly  n a tu ra l for busi­
ness men. hun ting  profits, to 
desire th a t the property  of the 
governm ent be throw n on the 
m arket, th a t they  face no com- 

■ petition from governm ent-oper- 
ated  plants and th a t they be a l­
lowed to pick up such bargains 
as mav become available through 
lim ited bidding for m am m oth 
governm ent properties

W hile w e believe in the  Am­
erican capitalistic system, subject 
to certain  m odifications to p re ­
vent m onopoly and preserve com­
petition, we believe th a t the car- 
the disposal of the vast property  
thedispo.sal of the  vast property  
of the governm ent should be re ­
lated to the  financial problem  of 
the governm ent.

The nation should dispose of 
its surpluses in the w ay calcu­
lated to b ring  in  the  most money 
and. if a reasonable salv'age is 
not in sight, re ta in  them , e ither 
in reserve or. if necessary, in op­
eration. The w elfare of the peo­
ple of the nation, as a mass, is 
a t least equal to the  in terests of 
the capitalists.

a Senate Defense Committee.

G eneral Echols reported tha t 
losses in heavy bom bers had been 
so m uch less than anticipated 
th a t production is being cutback 
gradually  and tha t w orkers in 
the a ircraft industry  will be laid 
off in o rder to en ter other phases 
of production.

Significantly, the G eneral 
pointed out tha t w hile the plants 
employed on a ircraft w ill be re ­
duced. they w ill keep an adequ­
ate force in order to ad just pro­
duction plans “if we’re  w rong,” 
in the estim ate of heavy bom bers 
needed in the  future.

The G eneral pointed out that, 
some m onths ago, the conclusion 
was reached th a t a cut-back was 
possible in the  production of of 
tanks. However, a shortage of 
tanks developed under the im ­
pact of the  invasion and  rush 
orders w ere given for the  pro­
duction of m ore tanks. The same 
thing m ight happen in regard  to 
heavy bom bers and it is wise to 
keep a irc ra ft plants in a postion 
to quickly expand production.

A fter all, the prosecution of the 
w ar dem ands th a t production ex ­
ceed the  needs of our arm ed 
forces, w ith a reasonable reserve 

, to meet unlooked-for em ergen-, 
cies. When peace comes, it is 
certain  tha t there  will be a tre ­
mendous surplus of w ar goods 
on hand, bu t it would be foolish 
to guess-lim it production in order 
to avoid surpluses. It is m ore m - 
portan t to exceed requirem ents to 
avoid defeat in battle.

I ’nificd Command Prom ises 
Best Results in W arfare

The recent announcem ent th a t 
T ioutonant-G eneral Om ar B rad­
ley had as.sumod command of 
.American arm ies in France was 
construed to m ean tha t he had 
been given equal status w ith 
G eneral Sir B ernard L. M ont­
gomery. who is the Allied 
Ground Commander.

This seemed to imply some de­
m otion of G eneral M ontgomery 
bu t subsequent announcem ent 
clarifies the m atter, m aking it 
clear tha t the B ritish G eneral 
continues to hold second position 
to General Eisenhower.

Along this line. Hanson W. 
Baldwin, New York Tim es m ili­
ta ry  expert, suggests th a t each 
arm y in France should have its 
own commander, operating under 
one suprem e command. He says 
tha t this is the principle for 
which G eneral Persh ing  fought in 
the first World W ar.

As we recall, the position 
taken  by G eneral P ersh ing  in ­
volved the creation of an Am ­
erican Arm y on an equality  basis 
w ith B ritish and French arm ies 
fighting in France. The suggestion 
had been m ade to G eneral P e r­
shing th a t Am erican soldiers, 
rap id ly  arriv ing  in France, be 
used as replacem ents to m ain ­
ta in  the strength  of the  B ritish 
and French armies. This, the 
Am erican G eneral refused to 
perm it, insisting th a t Am erican 
troops should be organized into 
an arm y and function as an 
A m erican Arm y.

Subsequently, under the im ­
pact of the  G erm an drive in 1918, 
G eneral Foch w as m ade suprem e 
com m ander of the  Allied forces 
in France. The advantages of a 
single com m ander w ere apparen t 
and, in th is w ar, there  has been

W illys

general recognition of the  ad­
vantages to be obtained by jo in t 
command of Am erican and B ri­
tish soldiers.

The Baldwin suggestion would 
put into the  field a French Army, 
a Polish Arm y, and a Canadian 
Army, in addition to the  British 
and Am erican Armies. If thi.s 
scheme of organization is follow­
ed, the heads of the arm ies 
would direct the ir own units, 
subject to conference w ith  each 
other. This is not w hat has gone 
on in the battles so far.

As we understand the coopera­
tion th a t exists betw een British 
and Am erican fighting men, there 
is a general disposition to cut 
red tape and perm it officers in 
responsible positions to use 
forces available although there  is 
an understandable tendency to 
group fighting m en of the same 
nationality.

O l K SCHOOLS SERVE 
DEMOCRACY

W ith the opening of the 
schools of Dickens County near, 
it  m ight be well for parents and 
teachers to do a little  th inking 
about the pupils th a t present a 
problem  to both of them .

C hildren going to a school 
system  should not be regarded as 
raw  m aterial to be subjected to 
certain  defin ite  processes in ihe 
expectation that the  finished pro­
duct can be certain  or s tan d ­
ardized. Factors of inheritance 
m ake each child a special subject 
requiring , m ore or less, indivi­
dualized treatm ent.

P aren ts who expect a school 
and  its teacher to take a rough 
specim en of un tra ined  hum anity  
and develop it into a polished 
hum an being a re  looking for a 
good deal. They m ust not expect 
the  school to take the place of 
the home and the  church. The 
guidance th a t a teacher can give 
to a pubil is valuable and neces­
sary  bu t it should not replace 
en tire ly  all function of parents.

Teachers, on the  o ther hand, 
facing a m ass of little  hum an 
beings in their classrooms, should 
not overlook the im portance of 
identify ing each pupil as a sep­
ara te  and distinct hum an entity .

The good teacher is not a 
m ass-w orker. There m ust be the  
recogntion of the  peculiar d if­
ficulties th a t confront each s tu ­
dent, together w ith  an intelligent 
to lerance for the child, if the 
greatest im provem ent in the  in ­
d ividual is to be secured.

N aturally , we are  very  proud 
of the  school system in this com­
m unity . Along w ith millions of 
o th e r A m ericans, we thoroughly 
endorse the common schools 
w hich offer educational oppor­
tu n ity  to all children upon 
practically  equal term s. The 
schoolhouse, in our opinion, is 
the  bu lw ark  of dem ocratic pro-1

cesses, w hich should be un d er­
stood, respected and observed by 
officials and teachers, sa w ell 
as by students.

NEW HEATING UNIT

The im agination of the reader 
hardly  exceeds the  predictions 
being m ade for products th a t will 
become available to consum ers 
a fter the war.

Consequently, it is w ell to ac­
cept w ith caution the optim istic 
proclam ations of in terested  pro­
ducers, who m ay be o v er-en thu ­
siastic in the ir outlook.

Nevertheless, we call a tten tion  
to an announcem ent by  A n th ra­
cite Industries, Inc., th a t a new 
autom atic hom e-heating pipe unit, 
w eighing about seventy-five 
pounds, has been developed to 
equal a 1,000-pound o rd inary  
furnace and is so sw ift in p ick­
up as to s ta r t from scratch  and in 
fifteen m inutes reach its m axi­
mum output.

W ithout going into details of 
the new heating unit, said to  be 
from eight to ten  tim es as ef­
ficient as presen t furnaces, 
everybody is fam iliar w ith  the  
w aste of heat heretofore accept­
ed as inevitable. The organiza­
tion th a t developed the  new  
model is not in terested  in m anu­
facturing bu t has tu rned  loose 
the new  principle to all m anu­
facturers on a ‘non -strings-a t- 
tached” basis.

The announcem ent predicts 
that m anufacturers can produce 
an autom atic unit, su itable for 
heating the average fam ily-size 
home, tha t can be inclosed in  a 
space less than  two feet by th ree  
feet. It w ill bu rn  an th racite  a t 
the  ra te  of fifty  to six ty  pounds 
per foot per hour, w hich com­
pares w ith  about ten pounds per 
hour for present hom e-heating  
equipm ent.
