Soldiers Don *t Like To 
Change Commanders

An army captain visited Democratic State Headquarters 
in Dallas recently and said that his most startling experience 
in the South Pacific was when he was assgned to a new 
company right in the midst of a hot campaign and the men 
did not want to accept him at first. “It was the most amaz­
ing thing,” he said. “I was given command of that company 
of about two hundred men who had neve, seen me before 
and I had never seen them and it was right when things 
were thick. I gave the command to go forward but for 
about sixty long seconds not a man moved. They only looked 
at me. Finally, their^ sergeant jumped up beside me and 
said, ‘come on fellow’s, let’s get going,’ and they did. After 
a few’ days I got acquainted with the men and could call a 
lot of them by name and from then on we got along fine. 
Not being a career soldier I had never realized until then 
how’ much soldiers depend on their officers and how much 
they resent a change in commanders.”

The captain’s experience with fighting men is typical 
of soldiers the world over. Their captain is the best and so 
is their major, their colonel, their general, and so is their 
Commander-in-Chief. They don’t like a change.

“There will be less than five million soldier votes cast 
in the general election because of the obstructionst tactics of 
republicans in Congress,” said Col. Myron Blalock.

DistrictFarm Bureau 
Meeting Scheduled 
Lubbock Thursday

Critical issues of vital impor­
tance to producers of farm pro­
ducts will be discussed by farm­
ers of this area in a meeting to 
be held at Lubbock, Thursday, 
Nov. 9.

The meeting is sponsored by 
the Texas Farm Bureau Federa­
tion and is one of a series of 13 
being held throughout the state 
of Texas to consider current 
questions and issues affecting ag­
riculture.

Among the problems to be dis­
cussed will be the recognition of 
agriculture as a war industry 
with sufficient allotment of 
machinery, supplies, gas, oil, 
rubber and tra'nsportation to 
produce and harvest the largest 
posible crops for the war effort; 
subsidies and rollbacks; that 
laws already passed providing 
fro the protection of farmers be 
honestly administereed; ceiling 
prices on farm products to be 
set at levels that will in all cases 
reflect full parity; reasonable 
floor prices on all agricultural 
products year-in and year-out; 
presenting a united front to gain 
justice and equality for agricul­
ture.

Principal speaker at the meet­
ing will be J. Walter Hammond, 
president of the Texas Farm 
Bureau Federation, and R. G.

Conservation group 33, north­
west of Jayton, has had quite a 
bit of terrace construction with 
farm equipment in the past year. 
Woodrow Hodges had several 
terraces built with a side disc 
plow and he said all of his ter­
races except one had functioned 
properly. He is well satisfied 
with the ' system ^md plans to 
maintain the terraces this year. 
D. E. McKenzie has built several 
terraces with his own equipment.

J .  W. Rinehart of the same 
group was rebuilding old ter­
races this week and was doing 
a good job of it, using a two- 
disc breaking plow. He plans to 
build some new terraces this fall. 
Mr. Rinehart is also planning to 
carry out another conservation 
practice which will be very ben­
eficial to cultivated fields and 
probably a practice which ia usu­
ally not given enough considera­
tion. He plans to clear mesquite 
trees back about 30 feet from his 
cultivated field fences, thus keep­
ing the root of the trees from 
stealng the moisture from the 
cultivated fields.

E. D. Reeves has built up sev­
eral of his old terraces and plans 
to work on the rest of them this 
year as soon as he has finished 
with his combine work.

Joe Hunnicut of Conservation 
Group 11, in Kent county, was 
doing a good job of maintaing 
and building up some old terraces 
this past week. He is thinking 
about making a field road or 
tumrow up the ridge line where 
the land slopes into two differ­
ent watersheds. This will cause 
the runoff water to be handled 
in its own individual watershed 
and also make his point row 
systems easier to work.

T. H. Blackwell hae been build­
ing some terraces on his farm 
north of Dickens. He has been 
doing this work with farm equip­
ment and is having very good 
results. Dr. Blackwell has also 
secured a nice stand of alfalfa 
on about 25 acres on the same 
farm this fall. He plans * to let 
the excess runoff from his ter­
race system spread on the al­
falfa which not only will help the 
alfalfa but will furnish proper 
outlets for his terraces.

In an inspection this past week 
on five acres of land seeded to 
grass on the F. E. Walker farm 
of the Highway community, four 
of the five grasses planted were 
discovered to have made a fair 
stand. The blue grama has shown 
the most progress.

RIGHT AS TO GERMANY
The leaders of Nazi Germany 

seem inclined to make the de- 
jfense of that country a house-to- 
house matter, evidently in the 
hope of emulating the example 
of Soviet Russia ond making 
Allied losses so high that there 
will be a chance for a negoiated 
peace.
, While no civilized individual 
would suggest the deliberate des­
truction of German cities, re- 
gardleess of the necessity of war­
fare, there exists no reason what­
ever to omit any offensive 
‘action that will persuadetheGer- 
mans to give up the strugggle.
I Hitler once boasted that if 
Germany had to be destroyed in 
the present war, he would take 
all Europe with him. The state of 
the war suggests that Hitler may 
be right as to Germany but he 
has lost the power to inflict des­
truction upon the rest of Europe, 
demonstrated repeatedly in the 
Russian campaign, whl^e the 
Germans, with one notable ex­
ception, repeatedly escaped Rus­
sian efforts at encirclement of 
large bodies of troops.

It will continue to be probable 
in France as long as the Ger­
man armies fight as a cohesive 
force, under the leadership of 
officers who understand the art 
of warfare.

It is no reflection upon Allied 
generalship or soldiers that the 
excessive and over-optimistic 
prophecies of zealous reporters 
are not carried out. In fact, these 
predictions of tremendous suc­
cesses tend to under-estimate the 
job that faces our soldiers who 
are fighting a stubborn and in­
telligent foe, holding defensive 
positions of considerable strength.

State Teacher Body 
Completes Survey 
Teacher Vacancies

The Texas State Teachers As­
sociation has just completed an 
exhaustive survey on teacher 
vacancies, turnover and qualifica­
tions. The survey includes re­
plies from 149 county superin­
tendents and 834 independent 
school district superintendents. 
Thirty seven thousand and seven­
ty one teaching positions or ap­
proximately 90 per cent of all 
positions in Texas are included 
in the survey.

Replies from the superinten­
dents disclosed that on the open­
ing day of school 1,619 teaching

positions had not been filled for 
the school year. The percentage 
of vacancies in rural schools was 
higher than for independent dis­
tricts. These vacancies exist al­
though the schools abolished or 
consolidated more than 700 po- 
<?itions during the past school 
term.

More than one-ffth of all the 
teachers in Texas are new to 
their jib for this year. One 
question asked of .superintendents 
by the State Teachers Associa­
tion disclosed that they have 
7,992 new teachers in their 
schools this year.

The rural schools are shown to 
have been forced to employ 
more than thirty-five, percent of 
their teachers with sub-standard 
qualifications. The reports dis­
closed that a total of 6,146 tea­
chers started the 1944-45 school 
term with qualifications that 
would have been considered be­
low standard before the war.

The supply of teachers in 
Texas does not promise to im- 
contrary the situation could be- 
pf-ove in the near future. On the 
come even more acute. Fewer 
college students are studying to 
enter the teaching profession, 
and although a large number of 
emergency certificates have been 
issued, the number hae been in­
adequate to meet the need for 
well trained teachers.

The low pay of teachers in 
Texas is given by the Teacher 
Association as one of the chief 
reasons for this shortage. The 
average pay of teachers in Texas 
last year was approximately 
$1200 per year. The National 
average of pay for teachers is 
more than $1600 per year.

FARM BUREAU URGES RURAL 
AMERICANS TO PRESERVE FREE 
DOM BY USE OF THE BALLOT

‘‘Twenty-one countrie.s of the 50 that had free elections 
before the present global war started in 1939 have lost the 
right to u.se the ballot,” said Floy Watson, president of the 
Dirkens County Farm Bureau, in commenting on the im­
portance of all persons voting in the National election on 
Ti'eseiay. November 7.
•  “Tiic first step in losing democracy has been the abolish­
ment of free election.s as we know them,” declared Mr. Wat­
son. who disclosed figures contained in a letter sent him 
by .J. Walter Hammond, president of the Texas Farm Bureau 
Fi'deration. The letter from the state president to all coun­
ty Farm Bureau organizations is a part of the campaign now 
'ceing waged on a strictly non-partisan basis by the Ameri­
can Farm Bureau Federation to get all rural and small town 
citizens to express their opinions at the piolls.
•  The figures released by Mr. Hammond show' that 72 coun­
tries are listed in the “Political Handbook of the World.” This 
list includes such self-governing units as Vatican City, New’- 
foundland and Momaco, which are not generally thought of 
as countries. Of the 72 countries, 21 have not held a free 
election since the start of the war. Thirty countries, includ­
ing the United States, have been able to preserve this pre­
cious right of free i>eople. There are 21 other countries in 
the total of 72 that have monarchs and other forms of gov­
ernment that deny a free ballot.
•  Germany, of course, has had no elections during the war 
because its pow'ers have been, and still are in the grasp of 
Hitler and other Nazis who took over what had been a re­
publican form of government some years previously. Under 
Mussolini’s rule, the Italian people in recent years have had 
no elections that Americans would consider free. France 
lost her right of free government when over-run by the 
Germans in 1939, as did Belgium, Poland, The Netherlands, 
Norway, Denmark, and other countries.
•  W’ith the liberation of France, Italy, Greece, and other 
European countries by the Allies, it is probable that govern­
ments w’ill soon be organized in them that will allow a free 
expression of the wills of their pieoples at the polls, it was 
pointed out.
•  “Our boys are fighting overseas now for a free America, 
and this means the right to vote,” said Watson. “They are 
in daily contact with people who have been denied the right 
to vote. They have seen what dictatorships and the misrule 
of a few men in power can do to countries that once were 
free.
•  “If the American people refuse to value their ballot and 
do not exercise it, unscrupulous men and parties that wish 
to destroy our form of government could gain a foothold In 
our country and gain untold power. We can best guard 
against this by exercising our right to vote, and voting for 
the men who will carry out our wishes. All of us—and that 
means every man and woman eligible to vote—should go to 
the polls and vote Nov, 7. It is the most important job for 
any of us that day.”

way the Gentiles could share 
their priviliges and enter into 
thejr covenant relationship with 
God was by becoming Jewish 
proselytes. This was understand­
able, pierhaps, when we consider 
how few years these Jews had 
been followers of Jesus and how 
little they, ev’en then, understood 
the real mission of the Son of 
God.

Peter, while at Joffa, thirty 
miles from Jerusaleum, w’as stay­
ing in the house of Simon, the 
tanner. This fact, in itself shows 
that Peter had lost something of 
Jewish exclusiveness, for the 
.strict Jews regarded a tanner’s 
occupation as unclean, because 
the Jewish law forbade contact 
with death in any shape lest de­
filement should be contracted.

Evidently, while awaiting sup­
per, Peter went up on the house­
top for a season of prayer. He 
became drowsy and dropped off 
into a kind of light sleep, or 
trance, during which a vision of 
a receptacle let down from hea­
ven, hav’ng in it all manner of 
four-footed beasts and creeping 
things, came to him. He heard 
a voice saying, “Rise, Peter, kill 
and eat.” Horrified at the 
thought, Peter exclaimed that he 
had never eaten anything com­
mon or unclean—he had always 
kept the ceremonial law that 
prescribed what animals should 
and should not be slaughted for 
food.

“What God hath cleansed, make 
not thou common,” were the as­
tonishing words that Peter heard. 
While Peter was pondering on 
the meaning of the vision, mes­
sengers sent by Cornelius arrived 
at the gate and Peter saw im­
mediately the meaning of the

lesson from God. The messen­
gers had been sent to Peter, a 
Jew, by Cornelius, a Gentile, 
asking Peter to come to his house 
to share with him the Bread of 
Life. Peter realized that it was 
his opportunity to put into prac­
tice the lesson taught by the vi­
sion and, quickly putting aside 
his prejudices of long standing, 
he went with the messengers and 
the results proved to him that 
his mission was God-approved.

Paul, a Jew also, had similar 
problems to meet and overcome. 
He declared on his second mis­
sionary journay, when in Athens 
that God created all men and 
that, therefore, all men are Sons 
of God. In Acts 17: 26, he de­
clared, “He (God) made of one 
every nation of men to dwell on I 
all the face of the earth, having | 
determined their appointed sea-; 
sons’ and the bounds of their! 
habitation; that they should seek | 
God, if haply they might feel i 
after him and find him, though i 
he is not far from each one of us; 
for in him we live, and move, 
and have our being; as certain 
even of your own poets have 
said, For we are also his off­
springs.”

It is hard for some Christians 
to accept the fact that every man 
is alike to God, no matter what 
his race or creed and that while 
“man looketh on the outward ap­
pearance, God looketh on the 
heart.” Jesus declared that the 
first and foremost commandment 
is, “Thou shall love the Lord thy 
God with all thy heart, and with 
all thy soul, and with all thy 
mind, and with all thou strength” 
and the companion command­
ment to it is, “Thou shalt love 
thy neighbor as thyself.

We do not have to wonder who 
our neighbor is—Jesus declared 
that anyone who had need of us 
—our love, our care, our Chris- 
tion influence, our money, our 
time, anything—those people 
are our neighbors. Jesus also 
commanded, “Love one another.” 
For a definition of Christian lov'e, 
let us study the 13th chapter of 
I Corinthans.

Let us remember that, in the 
words of a Persian poet, in the 
day of judgment:

“God will not seek thy race, 
Nor will He ask thy birth; 
Alone he wll demand of thee, 
“What hast thou done on 

earth?”

Plain facts about 
really good coffee

COFFEE th a t’s wisely purchased and 
carefully brewed will be really good 
coffee. Here are some plain facts 
about buying and brewing it.

BUYING COFFEE
Cheesa tha blend that you 6nd most 
satisfactory to your taste. Some are 
smooth and mild—some are rich and 
robust. But if you like it, that’s the 
blend for you, no matter what the 
price tag says.
Bay frath ceffaa, whether it comes 
already ground or packed under 
vacuum, or is ground to your order 
at the store.
Gat the grind that is best suited to 
your coffee maker. (“Regular grind,” 
in vacuum-packed coffees, is suit­
able for all coffee makers; “drip 
grind” is favored for drip or vacuum 
makers—store-ground coffee can be 
spwified for percolator, vacuum, 
drip or coffee pot.)

BREWING COFFEE
Clean containers and coffee makers 
are required, if you want really good 
coffee. Keep vacuum-packed coffee 
in its own container. Before trans­
ferring store-ground coffee to your 
pantry container, make sure that all 
the old coffee has been removed (a 
thorough washing with soap and hot 
water, followed by thorougn drying, 
insures the right result. Even a little 
old coffee can spoil the new). Thor­
oughly wash and dry the coffee 
maker similarly, every day; once a 
month, boil it out in soapy water to 
freshen it.
Us* anough cefTe* in your coffee 
maker. As a general rule, for average 
strength, 1 rounding tablespoon or 2 
level tablespoons for each standard 
8-ounce cup of water.
