peror and the high priest, Calphurnius,
rzed with a series of high crimes
ugainst the Roman gods. \When faced
by his nccusers, the bishop started to
make u plea for the Christian cause,
but he was silenced and hurried away
to Asturius, notéd as the severest of
Roman Judges and one who had a par-
tienlar hatred of Christians, to be
tried and eentenced.
Meanwhile the emperor sent a secret
message to Asturius commanding him
to use every means possible to win
Valentinus “buck to the native gods
and to try to save his life. When the
bishap was questioned by Asturius
and found to be firm in his adherence
to the new religion, the Roman ex-
claimed, “If your God is indeed the
light of the world, let Him prove Hix
divine powér by restoring sight to my
blind duughter "
“Bring . ler to me” answered Val
entinus, and when the blind girl was
brought before him he laid his hands
upon her head and prayed aloud, for
the restoration of her s Then, so
runs the legend, her sight was indeed
restored, and Asturius was so im
essed by this miracle that he and
all of his household forswore their
pagan gods and were haptized into the
Christiun faith by Valentinus.

Valentinus’ Martyrdom
When the emperor heard of this, he
was furious, not only at the bishop
but atso at his greatest noble who had
thus deserted him. He immediately
ordered Asturius and all of his family
imprisoned and the Christian bishop
first (o be beaten in public and then
beleaded.  What happened to As-
turius or his family, history does not
record, but in the case of the bishop,
the emperor's orders were carried out.
fle suffered flagellation and was exe-
cuted on the Flammian Way leading
from Rome to Arriminium on the
Adriatic sea. The year In which this
took place is in dispute. At least
three dates—270 A. D., 278 A. D. and
306 A. D.—are variously given, but it
is certain that the execution took
place on u day corresponding to our
KFebruary 14. At any rate, the martyr-
dom of Valentinus, the bishop, made
bim St. Valentine and his remains are
enshrined in the church of St
Prasedes in Rome. A gate in Rome
1 also named after him, Porta Val-
entini, but It was later changed to
Porta cel Popolo.

Just when the celebration of St.
Valentine’s day turned in the direction
of sending valentines is unknown. The
common tradition 1s that the first
poetical valentines were those penned
by Charles, Duke of Orleans, grandson
of Charles V of France and father of
Louis XIL He was taken prisoner at
the battle of Agincourt In 1415 and
was kept a prisoner in the Tower of
London for 25 years before he wus
finally ransomed for 800,000 crowns.
Who his lady-love was to whom 60
love poems were written while there
Is not recorded but all of them are
now preserved in a large volume in
the Britlsh museum.

Business and Sentiment

A curious mixing of business and
sentiment in the observance of St
Valentine’s day is recorded in the fact
that during the 27th year of the reign
of Henry VIII of England, that mon-
arch granted a charter to the city of
Lynn setting spart St. Valentine's day
as the date of the opening of the an-
nual market when the housewives of
Lynn bought their dry goods, pro-
visions and other supplies for the sea-
son. In that part of England Feb-
ruary 14 became known a il
Market day and beribboned valentines
were sold from stalls and on the
street. In so far as Henry VII had
something of a reputation as being a
“great lover,” it Is singularly appro-
priate that he should have been the
one who should forward the wider
observance of this day devoted to love
making.

But it remained for another “great
lover,” Charles II, to bring the ob-
servance of St. Valentine's day to its
zenith, During his reign it was not
only customary fot lovers to send
ardent messages to their maldens fair
but also expensive gifts as well, It
is said that the most expensive gift
presented during this period was that
of the duke of York to the famous
Miss Stuart, who later became the
duchess of Richmond. It was a Jewel
valued at $5,000. At least we have
the word of that most celebrated of
all diarists, Samuel Pepys, for it, for
he, having noticed the jewels of Miss
Stuart, recorded that “The duke of
York, being once her valentine, did
give her a jewel of about £800; and
my Lord Mandeville, her valentine
this year, a ring of about £300.
