Home Making Class 
To Present Annual 
Style Show Tuesday

Tue.sday evening. May 7, at 8 
p.m. in the Junior High gymnas­
ium, the Homemaking class of the 
Spur High school whll present to 
the public, their annual Style 
Show, displaying the garments 
they ha\"e constructed in their 
Homemaking classes.

Each girl will model one or 
more dresses of her own con­
struction.

Every girl taking Homemaking 
does 30 hours in home experi­
ences and home practice. This is 
equivalent to one six weeks work 
in class.

To be modeled wnll be 34 school 
dresses, 22 special /Occasion 
dresses, 21 tailored dresses, and 
23 children’s garments, a total of 
100 garments representing class 
work.

Home projects to be modeled 
will be sleeping garments, play 
suits, evening dresses, house 
dresses, tailored dresses, tailored 
suits, blouses, purses and hats.

There will be a display of pil­
low slips, vanity sets, dresser 
scarves, bedspreads ,and bed­
side rugs.

Home projects for the year of 
the Homemaking girls, of things 
that cannot be displayed, are 
kitchen improvements, refinishing 
furniture, care of younger mem­
bers of the family and personal 
improvement.

The annual style show is to 
carry out a theme of the “Little 
Red School House’’, and is to be 
a brilliant display of a year’s 
work well done, under the able 
direction of Mrs. Joe Jeffers, 
Homemaking teacher.

Construction work on the pav 
ing project underway by the 
city of Spur, has been started 
and is advancing right along.

The curbing and guttering on 
Willard Avenue, has been com­
pleted from Hill street, south 
for two blocks. This being the 
first street to sign up in full.

City Manager James Cowan 
reports streets are only about 
85 per cent signed up, and City 
Officials are urging property 
owners to sign up at once, so 
that work may go right along 
without delay.

The city pays for all inter­
sections and one-third of the 
paving in front of the property 
ow’ner’s property. Mr. Cow'an 
e.xplained, it will cost the prop­
erty owner $30. per fifty foot 
lot. if concrete curbing and 
guttering is already down, and 
$80. per fifty foot lot. if curbing 
and gutter is to be put down.

When 50 per cent of the curb­
ing and guttering has been com­
pleted, the City expects to bring 
ip a contractor to lay the pav­
ing.

The City is filing liens in 
order to validate these liens. 
These liens cannot be held 
against the property, however, 
until the work is completed. If 
property owners should desire 
to p'ay in advance for their 
paving, in preference to having 
the lien filed, there has been 
a fund set up by the city of 
Spur to deposit any advance 
payments into.

It is hoped that the paving 
progrr,m can be completed by 
the middle of ne.xt fall.

The Spur Exi^erimeni Station, 
one of the field branches o f the 
A&M College of Texas, completes 
this year in cooperation with the 
Soil Comservation Service twenty 
years of study of water and soil 
conservation practices. Many of 
the studies set up at that time 
are now well past the exper- 
mental stage and are in use on 
the farms and ranches of the co­
unty.

Much of the land I'af'ilities 
and also a block of new laou 's 
now available for new studies 
It has been the policy of tne 
Station, through the years, to 
seek council from those who have 
close contact with problems of 
the region in setting up studies 
that would best serve agriculture. 
It has also been the policy o f 
the Station to use the best avaB- 
able research technique in plann­
ing of the studies so that llie 
chance of error, or the chance o f 
arriving at erroneous conclusions, 
may be reduced to the minimum.

Among the visitors to the Spur 
P’.xpieriment Station last week 
were Gibb Gilchrist, President, 
and D. W. Williams, Vice Pres­
ident of A&M College, The 
four phases of work at the station 
in which they were the most 
interested was the work in using 
home grown feeds in the product­
ion of beef; the storage of water 
in the soil for subsequent crop 
use; the use of native grasses by 
Hereford steers; and the progress 
that had been made in develop­
ing methods of an economical 
control of mesquite trees. Over 
in the water trap where water 
was held on the area during the 
heavy rain period last October, 
mud balls were made from soil 
samples taken down to a depth 
of six feet after passing through 
the upper eight inches of very 
dry top soil. On other areas 
where the rows ran up and down 
the slope the soil was dry from 
the top to the bottom of the six 
fool test tube.

Jr. Officially Listed 
As Dead

Capt. Earl A. Russell, Jr., hus­
band of Mrs. Martha Jane Rus­
sell of Stamford, has been listen 
as dead after having been missing 
in action a year.

from a B-29 raid on Kawasaki. 
Japan, 12 miles south of Tokyo 
April 16, 1945.
' A son of Mr. and Mrs. Earl A 
Russell of Stamford, and formei 
Spur residents. Captain Russeii 
was bom at Aspermont February 
1, 1918. He was married to Mar­
tha Jane Bryant, daughter of Mi 
and Mrs. R. B. Bryant of Stam­
ford. also former Spur residents 
The couple were graduated froni 
•Stamford High school and Me- 
Murray college as classmates, fin­
ishing college in 1939.

Besides his wife and parents 
he is survived by his son, Earl A 
Russell, II, who was two years old 
April 4, a brother Norris, re­
cently discharged as an army air 
forces captain, and a sister, Mrs. 
David Bunker of Stamford.

The war department message 
to Mrs. Russell stated that on the 
night of April 6, 1945, Captain 
Russell, piloting the leading plane 
of a large B-29 formation, was 
attacked by enemy fighters about 
fi\T6 lAinutes before reaching the 
target.

Re­
move all pictures from the walls of that 
room, clean and stack them in a safe 
out-of-the-way place. Take down, and 
if there s time, wash and iron glass 
curtains; dust and hang out to air the 
draperies, table spreads, counterpanes, 
blankets.

3 TAKE IT EASY. Don’ t start 
more than you can finish easily, 
even though it does mean depart­
ing from schedule. Plan on stop­
ping about four o’clock for a bath, 

a bit of a nap.

ture, rugs, floor. Clean windows, 
hang curtains and pictures. Polish 
furniture and floors. Have a cup of 
tea! Replace furniture, bric-a-brac. 
Easy does it!

IT’S A GOOD IDEA to have two sets 
of curtains for the kitchen, other rooms 
if you like; slip covers for the chairs, a 
change of pillow covers. And it makes 
sense to pull the furniture around this 
time of year. In winter, chairs should 
have a chummy, sit-by-the-fire-and- 
chat arrangement. Coziness and 
warmth should be in the air. But 
spring and summer demand airiness 
and a feeling of spaciousness; a general 
exodus from the fireplace and a turn­
ing toward sun room, patio and porch.

WHO .SAYS YOU CAN’T 
DECORATE

If your attempts at decorating have 
up to now consisted of moving the 
furniture around or putting new slip 
rovers on the easy chair and sofa, then 
it’s time to try your hand at some of 
those little ex(iensive-if-you-buy-them 
odds and ends that are simple and fun 
to do.

Hang below it upside down 
a transparent protector of garment 
shoulders, with pockets seamed in 
on the sewing machine. Tuck a 
pair of scissors, mailing tags, seal­
ing tape and the like, in the “ com­
partments.”

MORE PAINT IDEAS
While you're in the painting mood, 

enamel a dustpan a bright color, adding 
a design to suit your fancy. Tack it 
up to hold the day’s collection of mail. 
Or use it to catch tbr bills, clippings, 
mail-to-bc-answercd, notes on have- 
to-dos.

And if this isn’t enough then work 
on those dark steps leading to the 
basement and—Washday. Paint the 
tread a bright blue, the riser jonquil 
irellow decorated with p^sant decals 
from the dime store. Give the walls 
a similar treatment.

To get away from the paint idea, 
add a homey touch to breakfast room 
or kitchm by making “ tiebacks” for 
the curtains by bending flexible kitchen 
spoons at the handle. Then fasten the 
handle to the window frame and let 
the shiny bowl come outside the cur­
tains. Of course, there’s nothing to stop 
you from painting them, too. Who said 
you couldn’t be a decorator?

Baptists To Have 
Mother’ Day 
Hospital Collection

Baptist churches throughout 
Texas will observe Mother’s Day 
May 12 with their second annual 
Mother’s Day Hospital Fund col­
lection to provide charity care for 
the needy sick in the five Baptist 
hospitals of the state.

Sunday schools, church cong­
regations and all church organiza­
tions will participate with every 
member invited to make a gift 
to the sick poor as a personal 
tribute in honor, or in memory, 
of his own mother.

In the initial collection last 
year, Texas Baptists gave $30,000. 
All gifts are used solely for 
giving free hospitalization to 
critically ill patients in need of 
hospital therapy but unable to 
pay for such treatment. The five 
Baptist hospitals are Hendrick 
Memorial Hospital, Abilene; Baylor 
University Hospital, Dallas; Val­
ley Baptist Hospital. Harlingen; 
Memorial Hospital. Houston; and 
Hillcrest Memorial Hospital, Wa­
co. Patients cared for under the 
fund are accepted from all parts 
of the state and need not be 
Baptists nor any denomination.

The annual charity service of 
the five hospitals runs to more 
than $200,000 a year and in the 
past has been paid out of hospi­
tal operating budgets, which 
are inadequate to meet the need, 
officials said. It was with the 
hope of providing sufficient funds 
specifically allocated to charity 
service that the Mother’s Day 
observance has been instigated. 
Approved by the Texas Baptist 
Executi\’e  Board and the Wom­
en’s Missionery Union Board, 
the obesiA’ance will be a perma­
nent annual event.

Patients cared for under the 
plan are, upon discharge from 
the hospital, given a bill marked 
“ Paid by the Baptist Churches 
of Texas.”

This latter flag was the Lone 
Star flag voluntarily lowered 
above the statehouse in the mov­
ing ceremony at Austin on Feb­
ruary 19, 1846 when Anson Jones, 
who had worked untiringly as the 
“architect of annexation” spoke 
tliose thrilling words: “The Lone 
Star of Texas which ten years 
ago arose . . . has become fixed 
forever in the glorious constella­
tion . . . the American Union. ’

These are the flags most rever­
ed and adored—the Stars and 
Stripes of “ that glorious constel­
lation” and the “Lone Star of 
Texas” . Show them in the schools, 
in the homes; in all public places. 
Present them on programs. Hold 
them aloft for all the world to 
see and admire. They tell an in­
spiring story, never told before in 
the history of democratic nations. 
On the Texas centennial postage 
stamps, at my request these two 
flags were designed by Buchan­
an Winn of Wimberly for the ad  ̂
miring •world. Other flags may 
rise to point their people to the 
more abundant life, but Old Glory 
and the Lone Star flag will for­
ever live, enshrined in the hearts 
of true lovers of liberty.—By A.

KITCHEN FILING SYSTEM. By

Texas Pageantry
While looking backward with 

its cherished memories that 
should always be preserved, we 
should never lose sight ot the 
future with its rich promises of 
e\’or finer things. Such was the 
statement of Franklin Roosevelt 
at the ground breaking of the 
American Legion sponsored Texas 
Memorial Museum at Austin a 
brief but busy 10 years ago.
, Texans are now in the midst 
of their centennial of statehood, 
and the words of the great lead­
er live on in the Centennial’s two 
unit program: a renewal of inter­
est in American and Texas his­
tory and the revitalization of ag­
riculture. The tirst encourages the 
preservation of the Texas her­
itage and the latter looks forward 
to a greater Texas of tomorrow 
“with its rich promise of ever 
finer things” .

The shot heard round the world 
fired by embattled American 
fanners in 1776 found itself re­
peated by TVexans on the fields of 
San Jacinto April 21, 1836. It was 
on that date 110 years ago that 
the Lone Star flag, bathed in the 
blood of Sam Houstons rugged 
and ragged farmer-legions, re­
ceived its victorious christening.

Texas, during her existence, as 
a republic had three official 
standards. First, the first con­
gress, assembled at Columbia on 
December 10, 1836, adopted as 
the national standard: “Azure
ground, with a golden star cen­
tral” , and a national flag for the 
naval service, as adopted by the 
president, David G. Brunet, at 
Harrislnurg on the 9th of April, 
1836, the conformation of which 
is; Union blue, star central, and 
thirteen stripes, alternate red and 
white. On January 25, 1839, when 
assembled at Houston, as the 
third congress, it was decreed as 
follows: “National arms, white
