Humble No 1 Vick 
Completes 250 
Barrel Well

The Humble Oil and Refining 
Company's No. 1 Vick, located 
in Kent county, near Polar, whicn 
nas created considerable oil in­
terest the past several weeks, was 
completed last wt?ek for a 250 
barrel producer. In a twenty 
i.iur hour flowing test, the well 
produced approximately 250 bar­
rels of oil, through a 14-64 inch 
tubing.

The well is located in the north 
-east quarter section 45, block 
5. H&GN survey, which is prod­
ucing from casing perforations at 
7,775.810 feet in Ellcnburger, has 
brought two new explorations 
to the field. The Liberty Oil Co­
mpany No. 1 Connell-Young, will 
be 660 feet from the south and 
east line of section 56, block 5, 
H&GN survey, and about two 
miles jpcfcrthwest tof tha Vick 
diiscovery.

Recently a number of i^ersons 
have contacted this office, seek­
ing information as to whether or 
not they could receive social se­
curity benefits during i>eriods of 
illness or disability.

Monthly benefits are paid to 
eligible workers who have not 
reached the age of 65 and retir- 
.d: benefits are also provided for 
eligible survivors of “insured” 
workers who die. But under the 
I resent law there is no provisions 
for payments on acexjunt of sick- 
tioss or disability.

Boys ranch is for under-privi- 
ledged boys, who are placed there 
by courts, rather than send them 
to Reformatories. Boys Ranch 
consists of 1000 acres and plans 
are being made to add more land 
in the near future. There are 52 
boys at the Ranch, ranging from 
6 to 14 years of age, none are 
kept there after they become 15. 
The boys have the privilege of 
leaving at any time but none 
want to leave.

One boy 14, who was born 
and raised in Angeles, Calif., 
was jubilant over the prospects 
of being taught to milk a cow, 
within the next few weeks. So 
enthusiastic was he, that he was 
up every morning before five, 
in order to watch others, that 
were doing the milking.

The boys at the ranch served 
as guides to the visiting Rotari­
ans, who spent a most enjojrahle 
day with these happy bojrs.

Seeking opportunity for study 
of livestock losses on wheat and 
other pasture, Texas Tech. College 
and Texas A. and M.. College are 
making joint application for use 
of the Pantex ordance plant near 
Anuu'illo as an agricultural exp­
eriment station.

Should the federal government’s 
War Assets administration approve 
the application, the two colleges 
will have available for their study 
about 8,500 acres of land and 13 
buildings.

W. L. Stangel, dean of Texas 
Tech’s Division of Agriculture, 
believes the Pantex project offers 
“untold possibilities of benelit to 
wheat livestock producers of this 
area.” He said special reference to 
the study of grass tetany would 
be made in experiments.

‘‘Here’s a definate need for 
agricultural research.’ ’the dean 
commented 'when the application 
was filed. ‘‘If we can do the job, it 
will mean a service to both 
growers of wheat and producers 
of livestock in this vast wheat 
producing and hvestock areas 
and comparable areas of adjoin­
ing states.”

The joint brief to the govn- 
ment pointed out a large acreage 
is required to provide both wheat 
and forage land and adjacent 
natice grass land. The grass land 
is needed, it was said, to furnish 
uniform conditioning and mana­
gement of the test animals prior 
to initation of wheat grazing.

It is estimated five to seven 
years will be required to complete 
the study. Investigations would 
nclude breeding, growing and 
fattening of animals to determine 
the effect of grazing practices

and the feeding of various sup­
plements on the incidence of 
livestock losses; and the nature
of physiological and or pathol­
ogical disturbances resulting from 
grazing of animals on winter 
wheat. Both Texas Tech and 
Texas A. and M. would provide 
supervisory officials and finances 
for the study.

The brief further set forth 
Texas PanharTdle .cattle losses 
total a million a year and ascer­
taining of means of reducing this 
loss will enhance income. Wheth­
er wheat is a safe pasture crop 
is a major question to be answer­
ed, It was said.

‘‘During the world food crisis 
the Secretary of Agriculture, 
Clinton P. Anderson, has been 
greatly interested in solution of 
this problem qs a means of 
preventing the losses in the meat 
supply of the nation. The solution 
will have world benefits as los­
ses of this kind are common to 
many of the nations,” the brief 
commented.

Under the joint agreement 
Texas Tech would .provide equip­
ment valued at $25,653, person­
nel and other facilities to place 
total cost at $49,643. A. and M 
would provide research men to 
be paid $20,000, in addition to 
other facilities to match Tech’s 
expenditures.

The Texas Tech board of dir 
ectors on May 1 approved the 
project and application after 
hearing Dean Stangel, C. H. Me 
Dowell, qcting director of the 
Texas Agricultural experiment 
station. College Station; and 
Roger A. Harris, War Assets 
administration official, Dallas.

Our subcommittee on appropri­
ations for government-owned cor­
porations is now in the third week 
of hearings. It will be late in 
May before our bill will be ready 
for submission to the house for 
action.

We have concluded hearings on 
the seven corporations which 
operate in the interest of agricul­
ture. The commodity credit corp­
oration is perhaps the most power­
ful government corporation which 
deals with agriculture. The CCC 
operates the price support and 
loan programs for cotton and 
grain and numerous other agri­
cultural crops. Congress has guar­
anteed a support price, or loan, 
of 92¥j% of parity on cotton for 
a two year period following the 
year in which the official end of 
the war is declared. A support 
price of 90% of parity is sim­
ilarly provided for other basic 
crops.

Loans and purchases through 
the years by the CCC on cotton, 
wheat, corn, peanuts, eggs and 
other farm products run into the 
billions of dollars, but the CCC 
has sustained relatively few loss­
es on crop loans and purchases. 
On cotton the CCC has made a 
net profit of $147,000,000. Cotton 
farmers will rejoice over the fact 
that practically all government- 
owned cotton will have been dis­
posed of prior to August 1st. This 
is particularly gratifying when it 
is recalled that at one time the 
CCC had on hand over 11,000.000 
bales of surplus cotton.

Governor Duggan expressed 
alarm over the sky-rocketing of 
farm land prices. However, in 
contrasting the rise in farm real 
estate during World War 1 and 
World War 2, he" pointed out the 
encouraging fact that while the 
mortgage debt of farmers rose 
sharply during World War i, the 
mortgage debt of farmers went 
down during World War 2. The 
mortgage debt of farmers is now 
514 billion dollars, the lowest since 
1916.

The remarkable war record of 
the farmers of America was made 
in spite of manpower and machin­
ery shortages and often in the 
face of inadequate prices.

According to Governor Duggan, 
the total assets — real estate and 
otherwise — of farmers have in­
creased from 53 billion dollars 
in 1940 to 90 billiou dollars in 
1946. He said that American far­
mers aie now indebted ̂ for all 
purposes only to the extent of 
10% of their assets. It is estimated 
that in cash, government bonds 
and bank deposits the farmers of 
the nation have a total of 15 bil­
lion dollars.

Of course, what we need in 
West Texas right now is not agri­
cultural statistics but a good rain. 
Quite often these days members 
of Congress from agricultural 
areas can be seen standing in 
front of a weather map which 
hangs just ontside the house of 
Representatives and which recoi ’s 
weather conditions throughout 
the nation as of one-thirty o’clock 
each morning, Washington time. 
The red arrow, indicating fair 
weather and no rain, is too often 
apparent over West Texas.

Rains Bring Joy 
To Some, Envy 
To Others

Rains over the last fortnight 
brought joy to many farmers, 
but the greatest result was the 
envy of many others who missed 
the neede.. |  recipitation during 
rains, showers, and downpours 
which were spotty and scattered. 
Consensus was that though some 
crops benefitted, MORE RAIN is 
needed everywhere.

Over at Turkey and Quitaque, 
in Hall and Briscoe counties, they 
seemed to have the right word for 
it .'“Dominecker”. Those sections 
received as much as one and 
one-half inches in s<xne spots, 
though others missed entirely. 
Motley county got about .55 and 
Lockney reported from .22 to .50. 
Crosby County’s rams ran from 
• 15 to one inch, while Harmon 
county, Oklahoma, got as much 
as five inches in one or two 
places, down to 1.60, which would 
look plenty good elsewhere.

Hail, as well as about .71 of 
rain, brought mixed blessings to 
Jones county, though damage from 
hailstones was not considered ex­
tensive. Around Sweetwater only 
.22 inch fell in spots, but Black- 
well got about an inch, and Fish­
er county’s rains were reported 
as ample.

Colorado City reports that .22 
was about their speed, while 
Moore county’s precipitation ran 
from .36 up to as much as 1 1-4 
inch. About .50 fell in Potter 
county received around .90. ’Way 
down in the sheep county, ranches 
around Sonora had as much as 
four inches, and 2.3 was the av­
erage estimate.

Adequate rains fell in Haskell 
county, and Carson county got 
over an inch. Silverton and vicin­
ity had .63 scattered, and Tulia, 
over in Swisher, came off badly 
with .19. Hale Center figured 
about .25, and Friona had some 
showers. Curry county, N.M., saw 
downpours in spots, with kids 
wading in the streets, but average 
was only about .62 inches- Arm­
strong had .40, while Cross Plains, 
down in Callahan county, added 
up recent showers to .83. Merkel 
reports about .16 with a few 
spots getting a little more, but 
Albany and Shackelford county 
rains went as high as 1 1-2 inches.

’Way down south, Atascosa 
county got 2.86, while up north 
around Rotan about .62 was re­
corded. Eight inches fell at one 
point in Crockett county, but the 
tall there ranged around *1 inch 
or a little over.

Howard county’s moisture rang­
ed as high as 1 3-4 of an inch. 
Anson _reported very light rains. 
Canadian received only a trace. 
Stamford received about .35. and 
ranchers in fklwards county got 
3.01 inches during the past weeks. 
In Lynn courtty the fall was 
so spotted it varied from 4 inches 
to the merest sprinkle.

Melvin reports that McCulloch 
county got from 1-2 to 1 inch. 
Loving, N. M., had some show­
ers, as did Plains in Youkum 
county. Plainview had little to 
say about rain, and why not?— 
they should worry, with all that 
irrigation water flowing in the 
ditches-

Upton County got 2 inches, and 
from Roscoe the story goes that 
as much as 3 inchts fell there, 
but most farmers received only 
about .53. Ropesville got from .25 
to .75, as did Meadow, and Level- 
land manage a sprinkle. Happy 
was pleased with .50, and Stanton 
over in Martin County, deported

Scurry County lucked out in 

a place or two with an inch, but 
mostly just got .25. Sayre, Okla., 
reports scattered showers in West­
ern Oklahoma, with .80 for Way- 
noka. .60 for Beaver, and .15 
for Elk City. Hereford got .63. 
and Bailey County received from 
.01 up to .75. Brownfield was 
disappointed with its .39, as was 
Booker with one .30 inch fall, 
although some spots got .50. From 
Dimmit comes word that Castro 
County’s moisture ran from .50 
to 1 inch, and Farwell, in Parmer 
County, reported .50 late in April. 
Collingsworth County has seen as 
much as 3 inches recently, but 
most of the rain totaled around 
1M inches. ,

Scattered showers and cooler 
weather brought .36 to Dumas 
and some relief to wheat. Little­
field received .25, while the Asper- 
mont section got from .63 to 1% 
inches to alleviflte some of 
Stonewall County’s drouth. Wind 
and hail caused some damage in 
Kiowa County, Okla.. but crops 
not destroyed benefitted fiom 2 
to 5 inches of rain.

Hail also caused damage in 
Easitland County, especially to the 
fruit crop, but 1.41 inches of rain 
fell. Washita County, Okla., re­
ceived 1.12 inches. Baylor County 
did not fare so well, although 
over an inch fell in one commun­
ity, and Seymour received -20. 
Southern and eastern section of 
Haskell County got from .50 to 
1% inches, too late for the wheat 
but good for planting row crop.

Strong winds accompanied rains 
of .36 in Mills County, and dur­
ing the past week, rainfall meas­

ured around .42 near Sayre, Okla. 
A gully-washer hit Kent County, 
west of Jayton, along with a 
little hail, amounting from 1.25 to 
4 inches of moisture Miami get 
.50, but most of Roberts County 
received much less. Pampa rep­
orted .31 and beneficial showers 
fell around Clarendon with Don­
ley County getting from .81 up 
to one inch, and down to nothing. 
Canyon received light rains up to 
more than half aninch over Ran­
dall County.

Union County, N. M., got 3 
inces in less than an hour near 
Clayton, and rains were general 
over the county. Rainfall in the 
west part of Hansford county was 
over 21̂  inches, going as high as 
3 inches in some places. The 
Shamrock area got .24 while Sand­
erson and Terrell County got a 
total of 2.25 inches. Putnam’s 
rains totaled about an inch, which 
will be temporary relief for 
wheat growers and enable farm­
ers to plant feed.

Around an inch fell in parts 
of Texas County, Okla. while 
some sections got no rains and 
others ortly a sprinkle. Floydada 
got rains from sprinkles up to 
half an inch, with dry farmers 
still waiting for a “planting rain’’. 
Thundershowers and light hail 
hit Cottle County, leaving .31 up 
to an inch of moisture.

B ^ e s t Building 
Program Now at 
FuH Speed

“The biggest building program 
this country has ever seen is now 
rolling at full speed. By the end 
of 1947 alone, there witi be nearly 
three million new homes built 
or well underway - almost three 
times as many as were formerly 
thought possible,” L .E. Lee said 
today.

“Of paramount importance to 
the victims of the housing short­
age is the question of price. This 
enormous number of homes must 
be produced at low and moderate 
price - prices that the great 
majority of our veterans and 
our American families can afford 
to pay. Inflation prices now for 
building materials, for contract­
ors’ service, for real estate, for 
newly built homes could d^troy 
not only the very purpose of 
the program but for years to 
come put home ownership out of 
the reach of the average income 
families,” said Mr. Lee.

Protection against soaring pric­
es of building materials are a 
vital part of the new house 
program. OPA, which immediat­
ely after V-J Day, began tighten­
ing up on building cost controls, 
is both ready and ^determined 
to carry out its share of the 
price control job. Everyone who 
plans to build, remodel, or repair 
his home under the new housing 
program should know what these 
protective price controls are, now 
he can find out about them, how 
he can use them to protect him­
self against rising prices.

These controls are of three 
main kinds. First, there will be 
exact dollar- and cent prices on 
building materials. Second, there 
will be exdct prices that can 
legally be charged (for certain 
basic jobs like roofing, installing 
insulation, plumbing, or papering, 
and so on. Third, there will be 
tighter control over fees a con­
tractor can charge for building 
a house or doing a major rem­
odeling job.

Economic Stabilizer Chester 
Bowles explained the details of 
all three in a recent magazine 
article. First, about the prices 
of building materials. OPA had 
price ceiling on materis^s all 
during the war ,but with the 
building boom loosed on V-J Day, 
we 4iave set up a much more 
effective pricing method—and one 
easy for you and your building 
supply dealer to understand and 
stick to. It’s what we call “doUar- 
and-cent” pricing, and roughly, 
it’s the same idea we worked out 
for groceries. There’ll be exact 
ceiling prices for lumber, brick, 
soil pipe, roofing, siding, insulati­
on materials, shingles, fiberboard, 
stock mill work, doors and window 
frames—and hundreds more ma­
terials and supplies. Most of the 
main building materials will be 
covered. And the prices of the 
major items will be “posted,” 
that is, hung up or on printed 
lists in dealers offices.

Mr. Bowles pointed out that 
more than this, many special 
items, like fittings and hardware, 
will 'be what are called “pre­
ticketed”—that is, the manufact­
urer will mark on a tag just 
what the OPA ceiling price should 
be. That tag will be right on the 
goods—plain to see—when the 
consumer buys them at the 
hardware or supply store. Hard­
ware items too small to be pre­
ticketed—hinges, nuts, bolts, wash­
ers, ect.—will have their ceiling 
price posted on lists in the store.

Because of varying transporta­
tion costs, prices of lumber and 
other building materials are be­
ing set by OPA regional offices 
and will differ in different re­
gions. Mr. Lee said the nearest 
OPA office will have lists of the 
proper prices for the area in 
which you live, and so should 
your contractor, building supply 
dealer, or lumbM* yard. Be sure 
o check those prices carefully 

before you buy.

Vets RqM>rt Change 
Of Address to VA 
Regional Office

A veteran who is getting a pen­
sion or any other recurring award 
from the veterans administration 
should report changes in his ad­
dress to the VA regional office 
having his case file, Robert W. 
Sisson, lAibbock veterans admin­
istration regional manager, an­
nounced today.

He should not report new ad­

dresses to the treasury depart­
ment.

Until the Lubbock regional of­
fice is officially activated the 
West Texas area will continue to 
be served by regional offices that 
are presently serving these 81 
counties, Sisson pointed out.

“Since VA checks are mailed 
out in treasury department en­
velopes, veterans naturally get the 
idea that they should tell the 
treasury people when they get a 
new address.

“The result is that treasury of­
fices in Dallas and New Orleans 
each get about 50 letters a day

from veterans who want
checks sent to new addre

“These letters are bundled up 
and sent to the regional offices 
handling that veteran’s case file.. 
This takes time and may delay 
the veteran’s next check.

“So,” Sisson concluded, “tiro 
veterans can save himself—as well 
as us and the treasury depart­
ment—some trouble and delay by- 
writing to the VA in the first 
place.”

Dr. W. W. Yocum 
Tells Control of Red 
Spider

Red spiders, a miscoscopic mite, 
is a pest showing up in this 
area of Texas now, according to 
Dr. W. W. Yocum, professor of 
horticulture at Texas Tech. Col-

This mite is particularly adapt­
ed to hot, dry climate which is 
typical of West Texas. The mite 
attacks many sepcies of plants, 
including evergreens and peren­
nial flowering i^ants.

A strong stream of water will 
wash the mite off evergreens. 
Dusting sulphur will control the 
the organism. The sulphur should 
be applied when the plant is wet 
with dew or after sprinkling. A 
spray of glue is also an effective 
control measure.

Hop Halsey In Race 
For Congressman 
From 19th District

Hop Halsey today announces 
his candidacy for congress as a 
representative from the 19th 
District of Texas.

The Nineteenth congressional 
district is composed of the follow­
ing counties: Andrews, Bailey, 
Borden. Cochran, Crosby, Dawson, 
Dickens, Floyd, Gaines, Garza, 
Hale, Haskell, Hockley, Howard, 
Kent, King, Lamb, Lubbock, 
Lynn, Martin, Mitchell, Scurry, 
Stonewall, Terry and Yoakum 
counties.

The district had a population 
of 275,339 people in the 1940 
census.

Halsey, former member of the 
Texas legislature, from the 119th 
di^rict, is a son of Mark Halsey, 
prominent Lubbock druggist. Hop 
Halsey was born in Bell county, 
at Salado. He came to Lubbock 
with his father 20 years ago. He 
is 31 years of age, a graduate of 
Lubbock high school and an ex­
student of Texas Technological 
College. He is now associated 
with his father in the operation 
of the Mark Halsey drug stores 
in Lubbock.
Served in Texas Legislature

Hop Halsey served two terms 
in the Texas legislature and dur­
ing those two terms was a mem­
ber of the higher education sub­
committee of the appropriations 
committee of the Texas House of 
Representatives.

While a member of the legisla- 
Iture. he passed a bill through the 
house to redistrict the state of 
Texas; this bill died in the Senate. 
This was the first time in 30 
years that a bill of this kind had 
passed the House.

Halsey was elected to his first 
term in the Texas House over one 
opponent by a vote of four to one. 
And he ran for his second term 
unopposed, that being the first 
time that a man had sought a 
second term in the House from 
•the 119th district without having 
opposition.

Volunteered in the Marines
At the end of his second term 

as representative of the 119th 
district, Halsey volunteered in 
the Marine Corps, serving 27 
months as an enlisted man, seeing 
action in the Gilbert, Marshall 
and Mariannas islands.

Hop Halsey has always been 
active in civic affairs, that have 
been beneficial to West Texas. 
He believes there should be less 
bureaucracy of the affairs of 
the people and that the govern­
ment should serve the people, 
and that no form of government 
is good that demands the people 
serve it. In other words, he says 
that he believes in a government 
of the people, by the people and 
for the people and not a govern­
ment of bureaucrats, by bureau­
crats and for the bureaucrats.

Not Machine Candidate
Halsey declares that he is not 

a candidate of any click, clan or 
political machine, but as a West 
Texas citizen. He is asking for 
the vote and support of all of 
the people in the coming Demo­
cratic July election. Hop Halsey 
started out very early in life with 
the ambition that you cou^d ren­
der no finer service than to 
serve the people.
