But narrow leaf plants, including
all the grasses from corn to ordin-
ary pasture growth, are not dam-
aged. None of the grass on the
tests plots was damaged, he said.

Indirectly the grass was' bene-
fitted by the tests.

Here’s how: First add humus to
the scil; second, plow the lawn;
third, level the lawn; fourth feed
end firm the soil; fifth, sow the
grass seed; sixth, tamp the soil
and keep it moist. Spread humus,
peat, leafmold or other well rot-
ted material before plowing, to
loosen clays, and make sandy soil
hold more moisture. If plant ma-
terial is used to be sure it is well
rotted, otherwise it will draw up-
on nitrogen needed for the new
grass.

The poorer the soil, the more]
humus it needs. Plow soils to
about six inches, mixing humus
well. Pulverize with disk, plow
or power cultivator. Fill in all
hollows, and level lumps with a
shovel. A long, straightl plank
laid over the area will reveal
the uneven places.

Good drainage is essential for
the lawn, as it is for the flower
bteds. If possible, give lawn a
slight slope; for the 50 foot front-
age a four-inch fall is sufficient.
The amount of balanced plant
food needed depends upon the
kind of grass used; follow direc-
tions. A good rain or two should
cettle the soil and dissolve the
plant food. If soils still appear

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Cotton Defoliants
Are Must If Crop
Is Machine Picked

Defoliation of cotten, either
naturally or with chemicals, is
a must if the crop is being har-
vested with machinery. And even
if the cofton is beyng picked by
hand, the speed of picking is in-
creased and a higher percentage
of the crop is harvested when the
plants are defoliated.

The speciffc chemical defoliant
to use and the method of applying
it will depend on the grow’h of
the cotton plants and the weather
conditions, accordyng to F. C. El-
liott, cotton work specialist for
the Texas A. & M. College Exten-
sion Service.

When dust defoliants are used,
plenty of moisture in the air and
heavy dew on the plants are nec-
essary for salisfacfory results.
For best results the dew should
remain on the leaves for at least
three hours after the dust has

the dust may be applied ahead of
dew.

Dusting by airplane usually
gives better results than apply-
ing the defoliants with ground
dusdng machinery, especially
when the cotton plants are large.

In an experiment recently com-
pleted at the Weslaco substation
of the Texas Agricuitural Experi-
ment: Station, research specialists
found that defoliants can be ap-
plied effectively with a ground
spray machine jn wind velocities
t00 high for the application of
dusts.

Fenders were used in front of
the traclor wheels to 'prevent
damage to the cotton plants, and
the spray machine did an excel-
lent job of covering the leaves
with defoliant in a ten mile per
hour wind.

Elliott advises applying
chemical defoliant after the youn-
gest bolls are 25 days old, but at
least two weeks before the fyrst
frost is expected. When the col-

If calcium cyanamide dust is
being used for defoliating cotton,
Elliott recommends that it be ap-
piied only when adequaie dews
are present or expected. Apply
at the rate of 30 to 40 pounds
per acre.

The spray defoliants are pre-
pared by mixing the chemical
powders with water at the rate
of one pound of powder per gai-

lon of water. Sprays can be used
effeciively in the absence of)
dews and when there is very l{ttle(
moisture in the air. |
Ammonium thiocyanate may be|
used for defoliating fully mature|
cotton at the rate of ten gallon
of spray per acre.
When potassium cvanate s')ra_vi
used, Elliott recommends that|
it be applied at the rate of seven|
to ten pounds per acre in seven

to ten gallons of water.

Six to seven gallons per acre
of a pound-per-gallon solution of
sodium chlorate with sodjin
pentaborate solu‘ion is reco

chemical spray.
Defoliation with sodium mon-
ochlarnacetate requires five

nine pounds of the powaer per
acre in five to nyne gallons of
water.

Elliot! recommends that cot-
ton growers who use the chemical
defoliants check with their local
county agents or with the chemical
supply representative in regard
to the recommended applicaiions
per acre. An over-dosage of some
of the defoliants will freeze the
leaves on the cotton plants, and
an under-dose also gives poor
defoliation.

He also warns farmers to take
necessary precautjon when ap-
plying the chemical {0 prevent the
rus'ing of machinery damage to
other nearby crops, and injury to
