The race-for sheriff turned out 
to be toe hottest—not for top 
spot, but for a spot in the run- 
offj Cleo E. Rogers topped his 
two opponents by 300 votes with 
969 in his favor. Raymond Beadle 
and Deputy Horace Cage ended 
up just eight voles apart with the 
latter on top. Cage received 675 
to Beadle’s 667.

For constable Precinct 3, ■* C. 
A. Finch and A. T. Duncan 
emerged for a run-off from the 
array of five candidates. Finch 
received 373 votes, Duncan 295, 
Roscoe McCombs 262, Byron Jen­
kins 233,“ and R. D. (Bill) Greer 
164.

Fred Arrington of Dickens and 
Horace Hyatt of Spur together 
polled the largest number of 
votes in the county in their race 
for District and County clerk. Ar­
rington, now serving the incom­
plete term of Jake Vamell, was 
elected with 1390 votes to Hy­
att’s 938.

Roy Ward was re-elected com­
missioner of Precinct 1 with 357 
votes to Jack Gipson’s 142 and
L. H. Richard’s 69.

In Precinct 2 incumbent E. J, 
Offield was elected with 132 
votes. J. B. Greenwood, Jr. re­
ceived 62 and J. R. Speights 42.

Amer ,Watson took a 883 to 
4711 victory over J. B. Kimmel in 
Precinct 3.

In Precinct 4 H. C. Edwards 
was elected with 71 votes to G. 
C. Pierce’s 53. Pierce was the 
only county commissioner not re­
elected.

John E. Berry, Sr., was elected 
Justice of the Peace in Precinct 
3 ov'er .A. M. LeCroix by a vote 
of 828 to 412.

Write-in candidate Ben Over- 
street defeated write-in candidate
M. Degraw 26 to 21 for ju stice  of 
the Peace of Precinct 1. Keith 
Garner, whose name appeared 
alone on the ballot, has moved 
away from Dickens county, mak­
ing the write-in candidates nec­
essary to fill the position.

In the much-talked-about Dis­
trict Attorney race, incumbent 
John B. Stapleton mustered a 
slim 86 vote majority over Enos 
T. Jones, with Jones carrying 
three of the four counties in the 
district. Jones carried Dickens 
county 1145 to 1020, Motley coun­
ty 653 to 649, and Floyd county 
1711 to il682. Briscoe county 
came up, however, with a 664 
to 420 poll in Stapleton’s favor, 
giving the present District At­
torney another term.

Bollworm Infestation 
Is Found In County

County Agent Chales Taylor 
warned local farmers today to 
be 4>n tofi^^lert for bollworm in­
festation. • “

Bollworms have been found, 
Taylor stated, at Afton, East Af­
ton and between Spur and Dick­
ens.

Farmers should inspect .100 
stalks of their cotton and if 3 or 
4 bollworms or their eggs are 
found, immediate poitoning is re­
commended. According to Taylor, 
due to the weather conditions, 
one-third F>ound of BHC or IH 
pounds of DDT should be suf­
ficient to check the infestation, 
if poisoning is repeated in five to 
seven days. Two applications 
would., be necessary.

If the inspection does not s3iow 
that degree of infestation, Tay­
lor advised against poisoning.
