August Recorded As
Hottest Ever In Spur

AUGUST BREAKS ALL RECORDS
WITH AVERAGE MAXIMUM of 103.2

According to records of the Spur
Experiment Station, the month of
August broke all existing heat
records.

Over the 31 days, the daily
minimum was 70.2 degrees and
the average daily mean temper-
ature (and we do mean “mean”)
was 86.8 degrees.

The blistering month followed
an average July and another rec-
ord-breakking month of June.

Along with the extensive heat
wave, the Spur area is still
mighty dry as the result of the
next to driest season on record.
According to the Experiment
Station report, the Spur growing
season, from May through August,
received only 4.69 inches of rain.
July brought 2.81 inches of this;
May, 1.36; August .46; and June
only .06.

Although there have been sev-
eral years on record with less rain-
fall to date than 1952, this year
is second only to 1934 in scarcity
of moisture during the four-month
growing season. The average an-
nual rainfall for the station is
21 plus inches.

HELP CROPS
Most of the county received
light to heavy rain last week end
to bring growth to the feed crop
and a little brighter outlook to

The heaviest rainfall
end was reported in the area
between Espuela and Highway
with over two inches falling in
places.

Afton farmers reported from

1a half to one and a half inches

with the McAdoo area getting ap-
proximately one inch. The im-
mediate Dickens farms received
only a trace while Croton got from
one to one and a half inches.

County Agent Charles Taylor
reports that where it rained the
farmers will make a fairly good
feed crop. His estimate in acres of
feed is approximately 60,000.

To date the county has ginned
approximately 100 bales of cotton
with the county agent’'s latest
estimate of the entire crop bet-
ween 7500 and 10,000 bales. The
county also has approximately
60,000 acres in cotton.

The norther which cooled the
area the first part of the week
was a big boost to opening cotton
and growing feed. Taylor reports
that the dry, hot winds had dam-
aged the crops nearly as much as
the lack of moisture.

A local weather prognosticator
(commonly known as “fools”),
has predicted, however, an early,
hard winter, but with plenty of
moisture in preparation for good
crops next year.

Last Minute Rush

Stations In Spur

J. R. Whitmire local employee
of the State Department of Public
Safety, Motor Vehicle Inspection
Division, reports that vehicle own-
ers are responding at a fairly
steady clip this week as the Sept-
ember 6 deadline on automobile
inspection approaches.

The six inspection stations in
Spur have been kept busy the last
few days. Inspectors report that
a good many more vehicles are
failing to pass the inspection than
were earlier encountered.

Whitmire reports excellent co-
operation with the program by

local inspection stations. These
are Spur Auto, Spur Motor,
Hoover-McAteer, Godfrey and

Smart, Jones Motor and Rickels
Motor.

Because of the last minute rush
and the great number of vehicles
yet to be inspected, Whitmire
predicted that possibly several
hundred vehicles in the county
will not make it by the Saturday
deadline. He added, however, that
the inspection stations will cont-
inue to inspect vehicles after that
date. Strict and rigid tnforcement
immediately following the dead-
line is not expected, states Whit-
