WRITTEN FARM LEASES 
PREVENT DISPUTE

At this time of year, landlords 
and tenants alike are th in k in g 
about farm rental arrangements 
for 1953. While many operate from 
year to year on the basis of verbal 
agreements regulated largely by 
local customs, written leases are 
better and may save disagreem­
ents and hard feelings between 
the parties.

Farming is a business and

should be conducted in a busin­
esslike manner for best success. 
Rental contracts involve a full 
year’s work by the tenant and 
possibly thousands of dollars for 
both parties. A few dollars spent 
on a properly dra'wn lease is good 
business economy.

A farm lease is not a simple 
paper. Printed ease forms often 
turn out to be traps if not under­
stood, or if not properly executed. 
A farmer-tenant contract is intr­
icate and of such importance to 
both parties concerned that amat­
eur draftsmandbip is risky.

Fixing of caZh rent or design­
ating the length of terms are rela­
tively simple. Yet, even in these 
matters, ambiguity or incomplet- 
ness can cause bitter disputes and 
expensive lawsuits.

A loosely drawn property des­
cription may have consequences 
entirely unintended by either 
landlord or tenant. When rent is 
to be based on acerage, an accur­
ate description is doubtly import­
an t

In addition, there are legal 
rules to substitute for some ommi- 
ssions in written leases. For ex­
ample, a holdover by the tenant 
may automatically renew the 
contract if the lease is silent on 
the subject. It is as important to 
know the results of ommision as 
to know the courts’ interpertation 
of the language used.

There are many matters which 
should be covered by a properly 
drawn lease. For instance, if a 
*“nant is to farm on a share basis; 
care should be taken 4o define 
what expenses are to be paid by 
the parties as well as what shares 
are to be taken out. A lease should 
cover such things as who is to 
make repairs, what land is to be 
cropped, whether the tenant can 
cut timber, whether loss of a 
building by fire or other causes 
frees the tenant, or whether the 
landlord must accept a sub-tenant.

One great cause of difficulty 
with leases is blind faith on the 
part of the persons involved that 
all differences of opinion can be

Poor memories as 
to verbal agreements can cause 
dispute between persons even 
though they are both honest and 
generous.

Many of the possibilities that 
should be covered by a properly 
drawn lease will not occur to 
inexperienced persons. The rent­
ing of land deserves a written 
contract, and it is a contract too 
important to be entrusted to any­
one other than an expert.
