Poppies in profusion brightened
the American Legion hut Mon-
day night as the women of the

Williams-Puckett unit of the Am-
erican Legion Auxiliary prepared
for the annual observance of Pop-
py Day next Saturday.

The Auxiliary’s Poppy commit-
tee, headed by Mrs. D. 1. Loe, un-
packed the little red memorial
flowers from the boxes in which
they came from the Legion Hos-
pital in Waco, counted them and
arranged them" for Poppy Day
workers who will offer them on
the streets on Saturday to be worn
in honor of the war dead.

Made of red and green crepe
paper with paper covered wire
for stems, the poppies are life
like duplicates of the wild poppies
of France which offered the only
decoration for World War battle
graves in Europe. They are made
under the direction of the Texas
department of the Auxiliary by
disabled veterans at the hospital,
the work providing beneficial and
gainful occupation for these men.

Silage Can Pay Big /
Money, Says Expert

(A discussion of the follg "ﬁ
information highlighted a &
meeting of th agricultureg -
mittee of the Spur ChamB@e of
Commerce, and was prepared by
Paul Marion, emplovee of the
Spur Experiment Station.)

A reserve supply of feed put
up as silage in 1949 is keeping the
Spur Experiment Station from
sending 80 yearling steers to mar-
ket®at a time when they would
sell for 23 to 25 cents per pound.

The 300 tons of red top cane
ilage is in excellent condition af-
ter this period of storage. It will
provide the roughage for this
group of steers which will be fed
for 160 days and marketed in
March. By that time they will
be fat enough to sell in the choice
grade and choice slaughter steers
are still selling for 30 to 33 cents
per pound on the Fort Worth
market,

On October 1 the steers went

into the feed lot weighing 705
pounds and would have brought
about $165 per head if they would
have sold for 25 cents. (Shrink-
age, trucking and commission
were deducted). After 160 days on
feed these steers will weigh 1000
pounds on the market at Fort
Worth and should bring $314 per
head if they grade choice and sell
for 32 cents. This is a difference
of $149 per head to pay for the
labor and additional feed.
These steers will be fed 480
pounds of cottonseed meal, 800
pounds of grain, and 320 pounds
of alfalfa hay per head in addition
to the silage. The total cost of
these feeds will be $55.20 on the
basis of October 1 prices. By:
having the silage on hand to feed
the steers until they are in choice
condition, the station will make
$93.80 per head—no charge for
labor because the farmer under
these conditions would do his own
feeding and the profit would be
from the production of the silage
crop.
On the basis of these figures,
the 300 tons of silage marketed
through the steers will bring $7-
504, or $25 per ton, which is al-
most double the value ($15) of
the silage fed in 1951, :
Some people ask how long si-
lage will keep in a trench silo.
Bob Conner is feeding silage that
Charlie Kimmel put up in 1941
In the winter of 1950-51, Billy
Wallace fed silage his dad put
up on the 0-0 ranch at Clairemont
in 1938 and 1941, Rand McNeil
says his dad put feed in several
silos in 1941 and the feed in all
but one has been fed or sold—he
is saving that silo for a dry year!
Any farmer in Dickens county
can put up 100 to 300 tons of
silage in a good year. Sometime
within the next ten years the far-
mer might need it.
