MARCH SHIPMENTS OF
PRODUCE AMOUNT TO

MORE THAN $8,000.00

Produce shipped from Muleshoe 
during the month ol March 
amounted to $8,196.80. These ship­
ments included all kinds of produce, 
which goes to show that Muleshoe 
territory is diversifying in its pro­
duction and that the farmers of 
this section recognize Muleshoe as 
their shipping point. The Mule­
shoe territory covers a large area, 
and the local facilities for hand­
ling large quantities of farm pro­
ducts gives it an advantage that is 
appreciated by the farmers. Pro­
duce shipments are now on the in­
crease, and it is estimated that they 
will average better than $7,500.00 
per month for the year.

VELVET BEANS BUILDING FARMS

Mt. Vernon.—How a county agent 
demonstration in terracing and crop 
rotation converted a worn-out farm 
into fertile fields that are producing 
half a bale or more of cotton to the 
acre and 40 bushels of com , is the 
stbry of C. P. Walls of Union commu­
nity here. Several years ago Mr. 
Walls terraced this farm which had 
been in cultivation more than 50 years 
and from which most o f the top soil 
had washed away. He then began to 
rotate cotton and com  with cowpeas 
and later to plant velvet beans be­
tween the com  rows. The success of 
this farmer in growing and turning 
under these legumes, together with 
other similar demonstrations, result­
ed in more than 100 Franklin County 
farmers planting velvet beans with 
their com  last year. It has been 
found that they must be planted very 
early in the season to be successful.

The Muleshoe delegation to the 
second annual Panhandle-Plains Dairy 
Show at Plainview Wednesday num­
bered more than a hundred of the citi­
zens of the town and community. 
Several of our business men and a 
number of fanners represented Mule­
shoe on this occasion. About 40 cars 
made the trip.

It is very evident that dairying is 
~n the increase in the Panhandle- 
Plains section of the Great West, and 
many of the farmers of this immediate 
vicinity are becoming more interest­
ed in this feature of the farm pro­
gram.

The exhibits at the show comprised 
_ wide variety o f pure bred dairy 
cattle, as well as all kinds of dairy 
products. Also some grade cows, 
not in the pure bred class but good 
producers, were on exhibition.

An enormous crow d . representing 
every section of the Plains country, 
was present at the show on the day 
the local delegation attended the 
event. Wednesday, in fact, was 
probably the biggest day of the show. 
Some o f the citizens of this commu­
nity attended on other days, but the 
com unity proper was represented on 
Wednesday.

ALL QUALIFIED VOTERS 
MAY PARTICIPATE IN 

TR U S TEE ELECTION
In a recent issue of The Journal 

there appeared a ruling by the At­
torney General of Texas effecting the 
election of county school trustees, 
which held that only the qualified 
voters In common school districts 
were qualified to vote in such elect- 
tions. County Judge J. E. Adams has 
received a later ruling on the question, 
in response to a letter he wrote to the 
State Department of Education. The 
concluding paragraph of the later rid­
ing of the Attorney General reads as 
follows;

"One of such trustees is to be voted 
upon and elected from the county at 
large by the qualified voters of ALL 
the school districts except such school 
districts as are known as MUNICIPAL 
independent school c^stricts; that 
one trustee is to be elected from each 
commissioner’s precinct by the voters 
residing in the respective commission­
ers’ precincts and who reside in any 
district not a municipal Independent 
school district.”

In the letter Judge Adams received 
from the State Department of Educa­
tion. a list of all the municipal inde­
pendent school districts in the State 
is given. There is no such district in 
Bailey County, hence all qualified 
voters residing in the county will have 
a right to vote in the forthcoming 
county scholl trustee election.

HUNT FOR EARLY
AMERICAN LIFE

Mr. and Mrs. G. A. Dunn, who were 
in Muleshoe for some time last yeear, 
are stopping at the Hotel Muleshoe 
this week. They returned here from 
South Texas last week.

Pr«ki»toric Man May Have 
Lived in This Country.

Denver, Colo.—Scientists are dig­
ging into the earth In many sections 
of the western plains country, seeking 
more light on fairly well established
contentions that prehistoric man exist­
ed iu America millions o f year* ago.

The work being done contradicts to 
a great extent tlie common belief that 
the life of innn in America did not ap­
proach the antiquity fnupd in Europe.

Harold J. Cook, honorary curator of 
paleontology at the Colorado niu§cum 
of natural hi story, gave a synopsis of 
recent scientific achievements In this 
region when lie addressed the Coio- 
ratlo-Wyonilng academy o f sciences at 
Denver university.

“ During the Pleistocene age we 
have ample evidence iliat various races 
o f bison Invaded America, from Asia,”  
he said. “ In fact, Asia is now general­
ly admitted to have been the center 
o f development and dispersal of mam­
ma lian life throughout tertiary times.

“ Now, with all these things In 
mind, is it not logical to believe that 
early uian, developing under such con­
ditions, could migrate into America 
quite as well as the game be hunted, 
at any time they could get there?”

Following out this line o f  thought, 
Doctor Cook told o f recent discov­
eries tending to substantiate the the­
ory. At the town o f Colorado^ in 
southwest Texas, were found skele­
tons o f  s new type o f extinct, flat 
horned bison, and remains o f  two 
races o f  elephant, a large camel, vari­
ous extinct horses and other typical!.' 
Pleistocene mammals.”

‘In  talcing out an articulated skele­
ton o f one o f  these flat horned bison,”  
Cook said, “ representatives o f the Col­
orado museum found three ftrrow 
heads deflultely associated in the mat­
rix with it and under conditions that 
preclude the possibility o f  error. They 
were undoubtedly shot into that very 
buffalo.”

At about the same time fossil re­
mains of a large extinct bison were 
found near Folsom, X. M.

“ The American museum, New York, 
v*is Invited to participate in the work 
this last summer,”  said Cook, “ and 
did so. Here, associated with the 
bison, sixteen flint points were found 
o f  an absolutely new type and o f  the 
finest grade o f  workmanship known 
in flaked stone.

“ Fortunately, four o l these were ex­
posed undisturbed In position where 
found during the course o f these ex­
cavations. There Is no question of 
definite association here o f these flint 
points with a race of extinct bison."

Tech Receives Souvenir Pint 

Block From White House
Lubbock. Texas. —r A rectangular

block of pine wood which was Uken 
from timbers in the roof of the White 
House while the structure was being 
remodeled in 1927 has Just been receiv­
ed by Professor ft. a . Studhalter of 
Texas Technological College. For 113 
years these longleaf pine beams held 
the roof of one wing of the executive 
mansion safely over the heads of 
?• presidents of the United States.

The wood was originally built into 
the mansion during the administra­
tion of President James Madison in 
1U15. Year before last when the sup­
porting timbers of the roof were ta­
ken down the wood was found to bo In 
perfect state of preservation, although 
no- treatment had bean given tc 
lengthen the life of the wood.

In 1814,. after the Battle o f Bladens- 
burg, the British soldiers, with-thfclf 
flaming torches, came thronging up 
Pennsylvania* Avenue and burned the 
White House, the fire destroying the 
interior and seriously damaging some 
of the masonry. President Madison 
and his wife, Dolly, made a dramatic 
departure from the executive man­
sion fleeing up Pennsylvania Avenue 
just ahead « f  the British.

Reconstruction was begun shortly 
after the fire, the new roof being held 
in place by sturdy wood trusses which 
were taken out in 1927 and found to 
be in an almost perfect state of pre­
servation, and are an interesting ex­
ample o f early workmanship. The Um­
bers, all hand sawn, are heid together 
not only by hand mortising, but with 
dowels and heavy wrought iron straps 
pounded out by hand.

Incidentally It Is of interest that 
President Ulysses S. Grant; who occu­
pied the White House in 1873. and to 
whom the condition of the roof 
first reported, was the grandfather of 
Lt. Col. U. S. Grant. III. under whose 
direction, as Chief of the Office of 
Public Buildings and Parks- in Wash­
ington. the recent remodeling and 
renovation has been carried out.

“ It is customary to think o f Wash­
ington as soldier and statesman. He 
was also a man o f  business, success­
ful farmer, builder o f transportation, 
engineer, pioneer and promoter. He 
was a man o f broad commercial vision 
and rare business ability. He spent 
one-fourth o f  his life in public ser­
vice and yet left behind him a record 
o f  business achievement and a for­
tune that entitles him to be called 
our first millionaire. He started life 
with but a few cents o f  his own. 
When he died the land and other in­
vestments that he directed to be sold 
were worth, by his own conservative 
estimate in Ills will. $r>30.000, and this 
did not Include some o f the most 
valuable portions o f Ids estate.

CUTWORMS EASILY CONTROLLED

College Station.—Cutworms do not 
seem to be generally prevalent this 
season, but where they are damaging 
gardens and crops by cutting off the 
plants, poisoned bran mash will very 
effectively control them. This 

le up of 20 pounds bran, one 
pound Paris Green, two quarts cane 
molasses, and six lemons, using both 
juice and rind which has been pre­
viously run through a meat grinder. 
The ingredients should be mixed with 
enough water to make a mash that 
is thoroughly moist but not sloppy. 
R. R. Reppert, entomologist in the 
Extension Service, suggests that hill 
crops may be protected by placing one- 
fourth of a teaspoonful at the base of 
each hill, and row crops by sprin­
kling the mash along in a thin line 
at the base o f the plants.

VELVET BEANS BUILDING FARMS

Mt. Vemon.—How a county agent 
demonstration in terracing and crop 
rotation converted a worn-out farm 
into fertile fields that are producing 
half a bale or more of cotton to the 
acre and 40 bushels of com , is the 
story of C. F. Walls of Union commu­
nity here. Several years ago Mr. 
Walls terraced this farm which had 
been in cultivation more than 50 years 
and from which most o f the top soil 
had washed away, h e  then began 
rotate cotton and com  with cowpeas 
and later to plant velvet beans be­
tween the com  rows. The success of 
this farmer in growing and turning 
under these legumes, together with 
other similar demonstrations, result­
ed in more than 100 Franklin County 
farmers planting velvet beans with 
their com  last year. It has been 
found that they must be planted very 
early in the season to be successful.

ALL QUALIFIED VOTERS 
MAY PARTICIPATE IN 

TR USTEE ELECTION
In a recent issue o f The Journal 

there appeared a ruling by the A t­
torney General of Texas effecting the 
election of county school trustees, 
which held that only the qualified 
voters in common school districts 
were qualified to vote in  such elect- 
tions. County Judge J. E. Adams has 
received a later ruling on the question, 
in response to a letter he wrote to the 
State Department of Education. The 
concluding paragraph of the later rul­
ing of the Attorney General reads as 
follows:

"One of such trustees is to be voted 
upon and elected from the county at 
large by the qualified voters of ALL 
the school districts except such school 
districts as are known as MUNICIPAL 
independent school districts; that 
one trustee is to be elected from each 
commissioner's precinct by the voters 
residing in the respective commission­
ers’ precincts and who reside in any 
district not a municipal independent 
school district.”

In the letter Judge Adams received 
from the State Department of Educa­
tion, a list of all the municipal Inde­
pendent school districts In the State 
is given. There is no such district in 
Bailey County, hence all qualified 
voters residing in the county will have 
a right to vote in the forthcoming 
county scholl trustee election.

HUNT FOR EARLY
AMERICAN LIFE

Prehistoric Man May Haro
Lirod in This Country.

Denver, Colo.— Scientists are dig­
ging into the earth in many sections 
of the western plains country, seeking 
more light on fairly well established
contentions that prehistoric man exist­
ed In America millions o f  years ago.

The work being done contradicts to 
a great extent the common belief that 
the life o f man in Amerlcu did not. ap­
proach the antiquity found In Europe.

Harold J. Cook, honorary curator of 
paleontology at the Colorado museum 
o f natural history, gave a synopsis of 
recent scientific achievements In this 
region when he addressed the Colo- 
rado-TVyoming academy o f sciences at 
Denver university.

“ During the Pleistocene age we 
have ample evidence that various races 
o f bison Invaded America from Asia," 
he said. “ In fact, Asia Is now general­
ly admitted to have been Hie center 
o f  development and dispersal o f mam­
malian life throughout tertiary times.

‘Now, with nil these tilings in 
mind, is it not logical to believe that 
early man, developing under such con­
ditions, could migrate into America 
quite as well as the game he hunted, 
at any time they could get there?”

Following out this line o f thought, 
Doctor Cook told or recent discov­
eries tending to substantiate tbe the­
ory. At the towrr o f Colorado, In 
southwest Texas, were found skele­
tons o f  a new type o f  extinct, fiat 
horned bison, and remains o f  two 
races o f  elephant, a large camel, vari­
ous extiDct horses and other typicall* 
Pleistocene mamma Is.”

“ In taking out an articulated skele­
ton o f one o f  these fiat horned bison,”  
Cook said, “ representatives o f  the Col­
orado museum found three arrow 
beads definitely associated in the mat­
rix with It and under conditions that 
preclude the possibility o f  error. They 
were undoubtedly shot into that very 
buffalo.”

At shout the tame time fossil re­
mains o f  a large extinct bison were 
found near Folsom, N. M.

“ The American museum. New York, 
vqps iuvlted to participate in the work 
this last summer,”  said Cook, “ and 
did so. Here, associated with the 
bison, sixteen (lint points were found 
o f  an absolutely new type nnd o f  the 
finest grade o f workmanship known 
in finked stone.

“ Fortunately, four o f these were ex­
posed undisturbed In position where 
found during the course of these ex­
cavations. There is no question of 
definite association here o f  these flint 
points with a race of extinct bison.”

^ Citizen Cooiidge Takes a Walk

Heligoland.— This little German is­
land. English North sea outpost until 
1800, has lost 13,000 square meters 
swallowed up by mountainous waves 
when recent fierce gales caused havoc 
along tlie west European coast as far 
as Norway.

Tech Receives Souvenir Pine 
Block From White Rouse

Lubbock. Texas. — a  rectangular 
block of pine wood which was taken 
from timbers in the roof of the White 
House while the structure was being 
remodeled in 1927 has just been receiv­
ed by Professor R. a . Studhalter of 
Texas Technological College. For 112 
years these longleaf pine beams held 
the roof of one wing of the executive 
mansion safely over the heads of 
26 presidents of the United States.

The wood was originally built into 
the mansion during the administra­
tion of President James Madison in 
1815. Year before last when the sup­
porting timbers of the roof were ta­
ken down the wood was found to be in 
perfect state of preservation, although 
no treatment had been given to 
lengthen the life of the wood.

In 1814. after the Battle of Bladens- 
burg, the British soldiers, with their 
flaming torches, came thronging up 
Pennsylvania Avenue and burned the 
White House, the fire destroying the 
interior and seriously damaging some 
of the masonry. President Madison 
and his wife. Dolly, mafic »  dramatic 
departure from the executive man* 
sion fleeing up Pennsylvania Avenue 
just ahead of the British.

Reconstruction was begun shortly 
after the fire, the new roof being held 
in place by sturdy wood trusses which 
were taken out in 1927 and found to 
be in an almost perfect state of pre­
servation, and are an interesting ex­
ample of early workmanship. The tim­
bers, all hand sawn, arc heid together 
not only by hand mortising, but with 
dowels and heavy wrought iron straps 
pounded out by hand.

Incidentally it is of interest that 
President Ulysses S. Grant, who occu­
pied the White House in 1873, and to 
whom the condition of the roof was 
first reported, was the grandfather of 
Lt. Col. U. S. Grant, III. under whose 
direction, as Chief o f the Office of 
Public Buildings and Parks in Wash­
ington. the recent remodeling and 
renovation has been carried out.

PAINTS WASHINGTON 
FIRST MILLIONAIRE

Lawyer Describes Business 
Genius of General.

New York.—The first American mil­
lionaire was George Washington, ac­
cording to Eugene E. Pronin;:, Los 
Angeles lawyer, formerly ot Chicago, 
who has just completed thirteen years 
o f research Into Washington's career 
as a business man. Summing up the 
results o f his study in the American 
Magazine, Mr. Prussiug says:

“ It is customary to think o f Wash­
ington ns soldier and statesman. He 
was nlso a man o f  business, success­
ful farmer, builder o f transportation, 
engineer, pioneer and promoter. He 
was a man o f  broad commercial vision 
and rare business ability. He spent 
one-fourth o f Ids life in puhlic ser­
vice and yet left behind him a record 
o f  business achievement and a for­
tune that entitles him to be called 
our first millionaire. He started life 
with but a few cents of his own. 
When he died the land and other in­
vestments that he directed to he sold 
were worth, by his own conservative 
estimate in his will. $530,000, and this 
did not include some o f  the most 
valuable portions o f his estate.

"T o  many o f us Washington is a 
mythical figure, hidden beldnd fables 
like that o f  the seif-righteous little 
boy sod the hypothetical cherry tree. 
As a matter o f  fact, he was a very 
different sort o f  person. He was a 
man who would have been perfectly 
at ease In a group o f modem big 
business men around Lite directors’ 
table. And he enjoyed fox hunting 
and dancing, as the modern m 
Joys golf.

Was Coed Busin*** Man.
“ In his ideals, his sense for giving 

value as well as getting It, his In­
sistence on exact statistics, his zeal 
for big constructive undertakings, for 
striking into virgin fields, seizing op­
portunities. opening avenues to de­
velopment, his instinctive sizing-up of 
the possibilities of profit in a den!— 
in nil these matters and others like 
them, bis attitude was strikingly 
similar to that o f  (lie host o f modern 
business. He did not definitely 
formulate any rules for moneymak­
ing, but he followed certain baste 
principles throughout Ids career.” 

Washington's apprenticeship In 
business started soon after his father's 
deatli. which occurred when the boy 
was twelve.

"From that time," Mr. Prussiug 
says, “ lie was pretty much on his own, 
and was always faced with the prob­
lem o f making n living.

Washington’s first job was as an 
apprentice surveyor with G. W. Fair­
fax. At seventeen he became official 
surveyor o f Culpepper county, and 
began his life work as an engineer. 
He bad the thrifty idea o f  not taking 
all bis pay in cash. He knew where 
the best acres were located, and. be­
lieving that bind prices would rise, 
lie began putting his extra pay into 
good land.

Made $15,000 a Year.
His returns on farming later aver­

aged as high as $15,000 n year. He 
ran s grist mill at Mount Vernon, 
fie conducted fisheries on ten miles of 
waterfront, shipping Ids product to 
England and the West Indies. He 
maintained a ferry across Hie Poto­
mac. which pttid a handsome profit, 
lie  devoted six years as niiinaging di­
rector o f  a company which was en­
gaged in drainage and lumbering op­
erations in Virginia, and lie was presi­
de!.: o f  the Potomac lllver company, 
a navigation and development enter­
prise which eventually .evolved Into 
the Chesapeake & Ohio and the Balti­
more *  Ohio railroad systems. He 
pitreliused .Yi.000 acres o f  land in 
Pennsylvania. Ohio and West Vir­
ginia.

"In business lie was careful about 
exuding value and giving It. He per­
formed his contracts and promises ac­
cording to the spirit as well as the 
lei ter, even when doing so involved 
heavy losses,

“ Washington ran his business nf- 
fnirs by exact knowledge, lie  always 
knew where he stood. Me kept com­
plete records o f receipts nnd expendi­
tures and o f all business transactions.

HOME MADE FURNI­
TURE POLISH DEVISED

Donna.—An economical method for 
making a very satisfactory lemon oil 
furniture polish has been worked out 
by Mrs. George W. Vaughan, a home 
demonstration club woman who lives 
here. “ I take olive or sweet oil and 
put in as many lemon peels as it will 
cover,”  she says, “ using fresh peel with 
lots of oil in it. I let this stand for 
perhaps a week and then strain out 
the peel and the oil is ready for use. 
For new furniture the oil should be 
applied and then allowed to stand for 
about an hour before polishing, but for 
old furniture it is best to let It stand 
for several hours. This oil gives an 
excellent polish which doesn’t come 
off in a day or two but is good for 
several weeks with just a little rub­
bing and polishing.”

CUTWORMS EASILY CONTROLLED

College. Station.—Cutworms do not 
seem to be generally prevalent this 
season, but where they are damaging 
gardens and crops by cutting off the 
plants, poisoned bran mash will very 
effectively control them. This 
made up of 20 pounds bran, one 
pound Paris Green, two quarts Cane 
molasses, and six lemons, using both 
juice and rind which has been pre­
viously run through a meat grinder. 
The ingredients should be mixed with 
enough water to make a mash that 
is thoroughly moist but not sloppy. 
R. R. Reppert, entomologist in the 
Extension Service, suggests that hill 
crops may be protected by placing one- 
fourth o f a teaspoonful at the base o f 
each hill, and row crops by sprin­
kling the mash along in a thin line 
at the base of the plants.
