Davis.

Many witnesses testified in the 
hearing, the Santa Fe witnesses pic­
turing this section with much poten­
tial wealth and the Denver witnesses 
attempting to tear down this testi­
mony.

H. C. Pipkin, of Amarillo, attorney 
lor the Santa Fe attempted to show 
that the territory under consideration 
would justify the proposed line in 
addition to the extension of the Fort 
Worth and Denver.

BUILDING IN TEXAS 
One who attempts to keep informed 

as to the building going on in Texas 
must be amazed at the progress in all 
parts of the State. The towns and 
dues are nearly aU growing at a re­
markable rate and building permits 
are far in excess of those of any previ­
ous period. There is no other way to 
account for it than to attribute it to 
the general prosperity of the people. 
The state itself is the largest builder 
and is spending the largest sums it 
constructing permanent and semi­
permanent highways. These highways 
in turn result in the building up 
the ciUes and towns and in the im­
provement of country homes. People 
rae no longer satisfied to live in di­
lapidated dwellings if they can afford 
better. Having better homes, they 
naturally want better school buildings 
and churches, better places of busi­
ness, better hotels and courthouses. 
Bo, one improvement calls for another 
and there grows up a regular circle of 
constructive activities.

RAILROAD BUILDING 
Those who predicted a few years 

ago, that railroad building in Texas 
would have to stop because of the im­
proved highways have another guess 
coming. The vast Panhandle section 
naturally adapted to the building of 
good highways, is not only building 
such roads, but is almost changing the 
map with the railroads newly built 
and planned. That “Duff” railroad 
enterprise, connecting Waco with 
Beaumont and Port Arthur, is now 
assured alter years of delay. It looks 
like the West Texas and Gulf railway 
from Corpus Christi, through San An­
tonio to San Angelo, will soon be built, 
as the people along the proposed route 
are rapidly subscribing the stock. 
Much needed railroads have been 
built in the Rio Grande VAllev. The 
Orient railroad, now a part of the 
great Santa Fe system, will soon be 
extended to its Mexican terminus. 
All this means that capitalists over 
the country feel sure of. the future 
growth of Texas.

PUBLIC UTILITIES

Have you noticed how the public 
utilities companies, most of which are 
largely financed by eastern capitalists, 
are reaching out. for what ever local 
utilities they can acquire. Recently 
the West Texas Telephone company, 
operating in that rich section around 
Brownwood. was acquired by a sub­
sidiary of the Eell Telephone Com­
pany. The financially strong power 
and light companies are paying top 
prices for any local companies that 
are offered for sale and every’ day- 
new extensions of these utilities are 
reported. In some parts of the State 
tempting offers are being made 
get control of the milk products plants 
that have recently been built over the 
state. Many of the best newspaper 
properties have lately passed into the 
chain newspaper groups, most 
which are financed by northern capi­
tal and others are being bought up. 
Texas looks good to those who have 
money to invest in public or semi- 
public utilities.

MAKING WAY FOR PROGRESS

For forty years travelers have been 
stopping at the Junction Hotel 
Kenedy and eating meals at the rail 
road eating house there. Many of the 
country's notables have been among 
the number. The place is to be closed 
to make way for modem demands. 
It is the old story repeatedly—the old 
must Inevitably give way to progress. 
Old buildings must be tom away for 
the new If there is to be growth, 
people, especially if they retain 
old ways and methods, must retire in 
the competition of the young.

Better Hens Mean
Money to  Farmer

"Penny wise and pound foolish” is 
the charge often hurled at the Ameri­
can farmer by students of economics. 
They contend that, in an effort to be 
thrifty, he often follows what appears 
to be the cheaper course, only to dis­
cover that the "penny wise" policy is 
costing him money.

The poultry flock of the average 
farmer furnishes a good illustration of 
this. Figures from the United States 
Department of Agriculture reveal that 
the average farm hen produces about 
70 eggs a year, when poultry experts 
agree that a hen must lay 90 eggs be­
fore it pays for the feed it eats.

Ninety eggs, at an average of 25 
cents a dozen, will bring a revenue of 
about two dollars. It costs that much 
to feed and care for a hen for one 
year. Until the farm flock shows a 
higher average than 90 eggs to a hen, 
the farmer is not profiting on his 
chickens. The reason for the 90 egg 
average on farms is due, of course, to 
lack of care in securing good stock 
for the flocks.

Since a high producing hen and a 
low producing hen consumes about the 
same amount of feed, it is easy to see 
that the "lazybones” is a poor invest­
ment. Too often this poor stock is 
perpetuated on the farm because the 
fanner or his wife keeps on using 

from their own poor stock to set 
under their hens.

considerable business with him. I 
first met Mr. Bishop when he was in­
terested in the development of the 
Nueces County lands and was con­
templating the new town of Bishop.
