What frustrates
wives most

A man typically views his
life like a house. Each room
in the house represents one
of his roles in life. There is a
room for his job, another for
a sport, another room for his
car, one for his garden, one
for children, church, and
yes, one for his wife.

As he makes his way
through an average day, he
visits various rooms where
he is faced with the role the
room defines. When heis in
a certain room, the others
are blocked out of his mind
so he can focus his undi-
vided attention on the role
he plays at the time. He
does his best when he’s not
faced with distractions, and
prefers to deal with each
problem with all his energy
and creativity.

The wives of most men
are only one of many rooms
in this imaginary house.
That room represents the
“husband” role. When they
are in that room, they usu-

LDP’s in effect on

corn, grain sorghum

Cash Markets have fallen
to the point where Loan
Deficiency = Payments
(LDP’s) are in effect on corn
and grain sorghum.

Producers are reminded
that in order to be eligible for
LDP’s, you must have ben-
eficial interest in the har-
vested commodity on the
date that LDP benefits are
requested. If beneficial inter-
est is lost upon delivery of
the commodity, you must
complete a CCC - 709 prior
to harvest. By completing
the CCC - 709, you are eli-
gible for the LDP Rate in ef-
fect on the day you deliver
or the date you lose benefi-
cial interest in the commod-
ity. Producers must com-
plete a CCC - 633 if the
commodity is delivered to a
storage warehouse to be
stored.

Eligibility Requirements:
Certify Crop Acreage; Have
beneficial interest in the
crop. You must have title,
risk and control of the crop.
If the crop is delivered to a
buyer, you have lost benefi-
cial interest. If the buyer
pays you for the crop, even
if it hasn't been moved from
your farm, you have lost
beneficial interest; LDP’s
require beneficial interest at
the time of the LDP request;
Actively apply an approved
conservation plan; Have a
completed and approved
payment limitation form on
file; Filea CCC - 526 - Aver-
age Adjusted Gross Income
Certification form (AGlI).

ally try to give their wives
undivided attention and
make a special effort to
meet their needs. They also
go to that room to have their
own needs met, particularly
the need for sex.

Dr. Willard Harley, Jr.
uses the above illustration to
help husbands understand
how their wives feel.

What frustrates wives
most is that they are rel-
egated to only one room in
their husbands' imaginary
house instead of every
room. In other words, they
want to be integrated into a
man’s entire life, not rel-
egated to one corner. With-
out such integration, there
can be no emotional bond-
ing, no uniting of the spirit,
no feeling of intimacy and,
in many cases, no Sex.

Husbands can learn to
become emotionally con-
nected to their wives by in-
viting them into each room
of their house. They can
learn to become more than
the role of “husband” to their
wives. Regardless of his
role or responsibility, his wife
should be considered in
each decision he makes.

Africa to help teach missionary
children and assist the mission
team at Mbale for the coming
school year. A number of mis-
sionary children are involved,
and more than a few of those
kids are my sons’ own cousins.
My nephew and his wife are
some of the permanent mission-
aries there at Mbale.

I was glad Ian & Danetta final-
ly made it clear that they had in
mind for our sons to teach such
subjects as English, pre-algebra,
history, and Bible. Chris &
Stephan are also qualified in
other subjects that involve mud,
ammunition, an occasional
cigar, wrestling, spittin’, and
minor mischief that I'm not sure
I'm all that proud of but that I
suspect even missionary kids
(boys in particular) would likely
be willing to learn.

Really, I think it will be good
for Chris & Stephan to put on, at
least for a few hours a day, the
“hat” of authority figures, even
though that hat may look a little
cockeyed on their pointed heads.

I also think it will be good for the
missionary kids (the students)
to get to wrestle with the kids
who are “missionaries” (the
teachers) on occasion. They
don’t get many guy teachers
over there and very few cousins.
Looks like a win-win deal to me,
I don’t know what folks in
heaven are able to see of the
“goings-on” right here on earth,
but I've got a feeling my mom
and dad are smiling. I've been
thinking of them, too, even
more than usual lately. Years
ago, when they said goodbye at
the airport when my oldest
brother and his wife, Ian's par-
ents, went to Malawi, Africa,
the “goodbye” was for several
years. The mission was just
being born, a letter might arrive
in two weeks but more likely
three, and phone calls were so
difficult to arrange, so expen-
sive, and so unreliable that one
or two calls a year was the best
you could expect. The best form
of communication was by tape
recording. Pretty one-sided and
three weeks away. It's never
easy to watch your kids leave to
head around the world, but Mom
& Dad had a much harder job in
that regard than Juana & [ do.
We've got e-mail and every
phone line in Uganda has
Internet access built in (10 cents
per minute—no ISPs). Their
European cell phone service is
better than the USA’s. Amazing!
Yes, two of our sons are
going to a “far country.” But,
sadly, the farthest countries are
those that kids can go to in their
hearts and attitudes even if they
live in the same house with you.
Uganda is closer and better.
Yes, I've found myself think-
ing of that loving father with no
name. But I'm thinking much
more of the Father who is love
and in whose Name we trust.
