Ford Employees HﬂME

New Oil Test to
Start zlt Whiteflat

The rig is being constructed and the
machinery is being placed on the
ground for a new test well at White-
flat about fifty miles north of here.

The location is on the Cook Harris®

farm, which is about three miles
northeast of Whiteflat.

This is the second test well for
this section of the country. There
was a small trace of oil discovered in
the A. B. Echols well, No. 1, about
five years ago.

All names of parties interested in
the present test have been withheld,
but it is understood that an experi-
enced driller from Wichita Falls has
the contract for drilling the well. The
contract calls for 4000 feet unless oil
is produced at a shallower depth. It
is understood that the sum of $75,000
will be paid for the first test. If oil
is struck at 2500 ft, the contractor is
to get the full amount contracted for,
otherwise he is to continue to the
4000 depth.

If this test is successful it will
create quite a boom for Matador
which is already a lively little city.
Here is hoping they hit the golden
ktream.
