TURNS OVER

The big Diesel engine at the local 
light plant made its first turn last 
Saturday afternoon.

STRIPED CUCUMBER
BEETLES AND MELON LICE

The season is at hand when dam­
age is to be expected to the small 
plants of cucumbers, watermelons, 
and other related crops, by the strip­
ed cucumber beetle and by the melon 
louse, states R. R. Repert, Entom 
ologist. Extension Service A. & M. 
College of Texas.

The striped cucumber is the beetle 
about one-fifth of ah inch in length, 
striped black and yellow, found feed­
ing upon the leaves of the plantlets 
or on the stalk at the surface of the 
ground. The melon louse is the 
greenish insect which on badly in­
fested plants is found in great num­
bers on the undersurface of the leaf, 
finally causing the leaves to curl 
and producing a sticky sweet sub­
stance often called honey dew.
• Prompt measures snould be insti­
tuted for the control of these insects 
when they first appear. Considera­
ble relief is obtained in the case of 
the striped cucumber beetle by dust­
ing the plants thoroughly with lead 
aresenate, although this has rather 
the effect of repelling them from the 
treated plants to other plants un­
treated. The lead arsenate will have 
no effect at all upon the plant lice.

Both insects may be controlled by 
nicotine sulphate dust. This mater­
ial is not generally available, but 
may be made by the grower accord­
ing to directions to be obtained from 
the Extension Service, A. & M. Col­
lege. The proportions are five 
pounds of nicotine sulphate to one 
hundred pounds of hydrated lime. 
This is to be applied to the plants 
on a very warm day and while the 
air is quiet so the dust cloud remains 
about the plant. has been practi­
cal to apply the dust un<]er a cover 
for very small plants. This will 
probably not be practical for plants 
after they have begun to run on 
account of the amount of covering 
necessary. In this case dusting 
without cover will ordinarily obtain 
the results desired.

Plant lice multiply very rapidly, 
and often the injury is done before 
their presence is suspected; conse­
quently the plants should be closely 
observed and dusting instituted as

Damage from the Colorado potato 
beetle may be expected at this time 
of the year to potatoes in all sec­
tions of the State advises R. R. Rep- 
pert, Entomologist, Extension Ser­
vice, A. & M. College of Texas. 
Damage from these beetles will ex­
tend as well to tomatoes.

The insect referred to is the strip­
ed black and yellow beetle which is 
found on the potatoes and tomatoes. 
The orange colored eggs are laid in 
clusters usually on the undersurface 
of the leaf. These hatch into or­
ange colored grubs that develop very 
rapidly. Both the beetles and the 
grubs eat the leaves and soon defoli­
ate the plant.

Where these beetles appear in 
numbers of where the grubs are 
found working, control measures 
must be instituted immediately, using 
about three pounds of the dry form 
in fifty gallons of water. This is 
hard to mix unless the following 
method is used. Take the required 
amount of poison and add to it a 
very small amount of water which is 
stirred into the dust. Additions of 
water should be made until a paste 
is formed, which will then readily 
mix with water. It does not dis­
solve but will settle on standing; 
consequently the mixture must be 
kept well agitated during spraying, 
so that an even application is made. 
Make applications with some kind 
of spray pump. If this is not availa­
ble the material can be applied with 
a stiff whisk broom, although with 
great waste. The foliage of the 
plant should be thoroughly covoied 
but there is no need of making such 
an application tha  ̂ it collects and 
runs from the leaves.

The 'material njay be dusted on the 
plants, preferably wh !? the de-w is 
on to make it a d h e r T h i s  may be 
done by means of a clii'esecloth bag, 
or by means of a can v/<rh lid per 
forated with fine holes.. In dusting 
or spraying, calcium arsenate may 
be used in the same proportions as 
the lead arsenate.

Paris green may be used, but it is 
apt to injure the foliage. If used 
as a spray only about one pound of 
Paris green in fifty gallons of water 
should be used, an equal amount of 
hydrated lime being added. Used as 
a dust, Paris green should be diluted 
with five or ten parts of hydrated 
lime or cheap flour, according to the 
facilities at hand for making a light 
or heavy application.

Music Lures High 
School Students

One in Three of Denver Pu­
pils Trained by Private 

Instructors
Elkhart, Ind.—More boys and girls 

of high school age are seriously study­
ing, music today than ever before. In­
formation reaching the Conn Music 
Center here indicates an unusually 
high degree of interest In music by 
secondary school pupils.

An example of conditions said to be 
representative of the country is to he 
found in Denver, according to the Mu­
sic Center, where the ratio of students 
studying music is one in tliree. A re­
port on 1,746 high school pupils by ,T. 
O. Kendel, director of music in the 
Denver schools, showed that 623 were 
studying music under private instruc­
tors.

There are 3,292 musical instruments 
in the families from which these boys 
and girls come, and in 61 of the homes 
there is a definite musical organiza­
tion such as an instrumental trio, a 
quartette or a small band. One home 
even reported an 11-piece orchestra as 
their solution to ilie problem of hold­
ing a large family together.

Orchestra music is preferred by 27 
per cent of the Denver children, dance 
music by 20 per cent, instrumental by 
19 per cent, band music by 17 per cent 
and vocal by 14 per cent.

Farm Ships Cattle
The cattle at the Spur Experiment ] 

Station which have been going 
through a 112-days feeding experi­
ment, were shipped to Fort Worth 
Stock Yards Tuesday. This feeding 
experiment has been watched rather 
closely by people of this country and 
there have been many people who 
have gone to see these cattle. The 
cattle were fed the sa'me material 
but prepared differently, there be­
ing three pens of ten steers each. 
All the pens were of the same weight 
January 3rd.

Pen No. 2 was fed ground milo 
heads and bundle cane. January 3 
this pen averaged 581.21 pounds. 
When they were weighed April 25, 
they averaged 808.43 pounds. The 
gain was 227.22 pounds with a daily 
average of 2.02 pounds.

Pen No. 3 was fed ground milo 
heads and chopped cane. Their av­
erage weight January 3 was 581.71 
pounds. When they were weighed 
April 25 they averaged 803.60 
pounds. Their gain was 221.39 
pounds or a daily gain of 1.97 pounds.

It will be observed that pen No. 
2 had a gain of 4.83 pounds per ani­
mal over pen No. 3, and 34.27 pounds 
over pen No. 1. Observe the rations.

Another experiment was carried on 
at the same time with other cattle. 
A pen of Brahams was fed out show­
ing an average gain of 233.47 pounds, 
and a daily gain of 2.07 pounds. A 
pen of Herefords fed along with 
these showed a gain of 227.78 pounds 
average and 2.02 pounds daily. Then 
there was a pen of black crosses of 
Herefords and Brahams that showed 
an average gain of 239.56 pounds 
and a daily gain of 2.13 pounds. 
These were cattle that had been 
shipped from the Sonora country and 
their gain was remarkable.

MUSIC IN COLLEGES GAINS
100 PER CENT IN TEN YEARS

Builds Character, Preserves Morale and Helps 
Students Pay W ay Through School, Conn 

Music Center Survey Shows.
By J. F.

Music has become an indispensable 
part of college life. It is of inestima­
ble value to the college proper, and 
of great material and spiritual benefit 
to the student who takes an active 
part in it.

This Is the composite sentiment of 
close to 200 presidents of American 
colleges and universities and heads of 
music departments in institutions of 
higher learning who contributed to a 
survey of college music just completed 
by the Conn Music Center, Elkhart, 
Ind. The survey shows that musical 
training in colleges has doubled in 
popularity in ten years.
_ Music not only adds color to college 

athletic events, supplements and 
rounds out the varied activities of the 
campus and assembly hall, but is of 
distinct advantage to the member of 
the glee club, the sextette, the college 
orchestra, band or whatever other or­
ganizations may be functioning within 
the college, in the opinion of these 
college executives. 'Music helps pre­
serve a high morale in the institution, 
it aids in building the character of its 
young men and women, provides an 
opportunity for a good number of 
them to pay their own way through 
college, and in many Instances, pre­
pares them for a life of usefulness 
along lines they are naturally best fit­
ted for.

Helps Character Building.
Great stress is laid by college beads 

on the benefits of musical training in 
character building, the survey re­
vealed. Fully one-fifth of the college 
executives who contributed the re* 
«ults of their experience to the survey

considered this the best argument for 
music in their college or university. 
Others mentioned the social and cul­
tural advantages accruing to the mu­
sic student, the effect of music in re­
fining the student’s taste for art, mu­
sic as an aid toward developing clear 
thinking, improving the discipline and 
enhancing the student’s power of con­
centration, as well as making for bet­
ter team work and co-operation in col­
lege matters. Music on the campus 
as an outlet for surplus energy and 
as a help in getting many youths 
through school, was brought in by 
still others.

All but three of the colleges repre­
sented in the survey find their mu­
sically trained students more efficient 
in their studies than those not so 
trained. “Th§y usually make grades 
above the average,” Is the experience 
at Bethel college, in Tennessee, and 
DePaul university at Chicago finds 
“musically-trained pupils at the top 
In their studies.” At Wellesley col­
lege our best musical students are in-

BOYER
variably those having honors in aca­
demic subjects,” and at Lombard col­
lege, Galesburg, III., “the students in 
our music school are all above average 
In their academic work.”

Students as Leaders.
Forty-six per cent of the colleges 

reported band and orchestra work as 
part of their school curriculum. Five 
per cent of the total enrollment of the 
colleges are members of college bands 
and orchestras, of which 18 per cent 
are women students, with lie girls 
playing almost exclusively in orches­
tras. Leaders for these college bands 
are drawn for the most part from the 
faculty ranks, though some colleges 
use siidents as leaders and another 
small group goes outside for leader 
talent

Playing in the college orchestra Is 
somewhat more popular than the band 
with the boys as well as girls. Ap­
proximately 10 per cent of college stu­
dents who play an instrument in the 
college band or orchestra end up 
eventually in the ranks of professional 
musicians.

"Horn Their Way Through."
“Horning one’s way through college” 

compares very favorably with other 
methods of self-support through the 
college years, according to the college 
executives contributing to the survey. 
Despite the comparatively limited op­
portunities offered in the average col­
lege town, fully one-fourth of all the 
students playing in the college bands 
and orchestras are paying for their 
education with their instruments. 
Students' earnings range all the way 
from board and room, two-dollar-an- 
hour tuition fee, and up to two thou­
sand dollars a year. Ifwelve per cent 
of the college executives in the sur­
vey are of the opinion that playing 
one’s way through school pays better 
than other means; another 12 per 
cent thought it offered an easier way 
to make one’s way through, while a 
goodly pumber of others said that it 
interfered least with the students’ 
school work.

Saxophone Rates High.
Among those playing their way 

through college, the violin comes first 
in the preference of instruments. 
The saxophone is second choice of 
college players, but seventh with girl 
musicians. Piano is the second fa­
vorite Instrument with the girls, and 
third with the boys. Cornet comes 
fourth in the preference of both the 
young men and women. Organ is the 
next favorite with the boys, and flute 
with the girls. Other instruments in 
the order of favor with the young 
men are the trumpet, the trombone, 
the horn, drum, banjo and mandolin. 
With the girls, it is the drum, clarinet, 
trombone, harp, banjo, trumpet, organ 
and mandolin.

A striking fact brought out in the 
survey was the close relation be­
tween music and student leadership. 
Fully 40 per (ent of all the outstand­
ing college students, class presidents, 
studê nt leaders, etc., are reported to 
be playing some kind of an instru­
ment.

Music Fights Crime.
That music is the greatest deterrent 

to crime. Is the opinion voiced by the 
dean of the college of music of New 
York university, who wrote: “If we
were to organize a band or orchestra 
in every public school, high school, 
college, university, boys’ or girls’ club, 
or place an instrument into the hands 
of every boy or girl at an age when 
understanding and appreciation be­
come evident so that the child’s mind 
is aroused sufficiently to make him 
want to excel in the instrument 
which he likes best, I believe that we 
would have, in from ten to fifteen 
years, from 50 to 75 per cent less dope 
fiends, criminals and gamblers in the 
United Stat®?.”

Music for “Sissies” ?
Listen to These Boys

Elkhart, Ind.—The age-old conten­
tion that boys consider music as some­
thing for “sissies” Is exploded In a 
survey brought to light by the Conn 
Music Center here.

More boys want to study music than 
do girls, questions put to 5,000 chil­
dren between the fourth and ninth 
grades revealed. Forty per cent of 
the boys announced a* willingness to 
study music if given an opportunity. 
Thlrty»seven per cent of the girls man­
ifested interest.

Parental influence was seen In the 
fact that while only 18 per cent of the 
musically interested expressed a pref­
erence for the piano, 50 per cent were 
studying that Instrument. Only 12 
per cent were Interested in the violin, 
yet 20 per cent were taking lessons on 
the bow and fiddle.

The saxophone, the banjo and the 
cornet took honors for preference 
among the boys. None studying these 
Instruments was dissatisfied. Among 
the extremely young boys the lowly 
harmonica ranked high.

“These muffins are easily made,” 
she affirms. “Beat one egg, add a 
cup of milk, a half teaspoon salt, 
one tablespoonful sugar, and one 
tablespoonful melted butter. Sift 
one cupful flour with three level tea­
spoons baking powder, and bake In 
a hot oven. In greased gem pans for 
50 minutes.”

Nuts for Nourishment
Mrs. Rorer has a very appetizing 

■and nourishing nut bread, too. 
Here’s how to make it:

Chop enough pecans to make a 
half cupful. Put two cupfuls flour 

a bowl, add four level teaspoons 
of baking powder, half a teaspoon 
salt, and two tablespoonfuls of 
sugar, and sift. Mix in the nut.s. 
Beat one egg, add one cupfu! of 
milk, mix and add the flour. Beat 
well, and turn at once into a greased 
bread pan.

Let stand 10 minutes. Light oven 
3 minutes before bread is light. 
Bake half an hour at medium heat. 
Raisins may be substituted for nuts.

Xut bread makes very good sand­
wiches if spread with butter. Cream 
cheese may also he used for a simple, 
delicious filling.
