WAR AND PEACE
It may be that conferences, agree­

ments and treaties for the limitation 
of armaments, together with various 
provisions for abitration, will in time 
bring about world peace. The value of 
treaties and agreements, of interna­
tional conversations and meetings is 
ftot to be dismissed with a sneer. 
Rochester and Syi-acuse, Sacramento 
and San Diego do not carry on mili­
tary warfare as did the cities of the 
Middle Ages, and the relations of 
peace which exist in New York and 
California may ultimately extend to 
larger areas such as nations, conti- 
iients and races.

Yet to abolish war in the abstract, 
as it were, to outlaw it per se, seems 
somehow to partake of the elusive. 
We are dealing here with an amazing 
variety of complicated questions of 
fact, and it behooves man to be hum­
ble of opinion. An example is the 
idea that if only nations would dis­
arm forthright all would be well. But 
the historians must answer the ques­
tion o f whether disarmament, or its 
milder form, unpreparedness, has al­
ways prevented wars.

Then, too, it is a much-disputed 
point whether military or naval 
power incites to its own use. There is, 
of course, the saber-rattling, jingois­
tic type of army or navy officer who 
needs every now and then to be sup­
pressed. Modem progressive nations 
do not propose to leave their interna­
tional policies entirely with profes­
sional soldiers. Yet, looking at the 
subject more broadly, it is a question 
whether great military power, espe­
cially in the hands of autocratic 
government, has not been more an 
instrument of aggrandizement than 
its cause, the willing tool of a deep 
underlying purpose. '  \

A great scientific organization, 
when instructing its delegates about 
to leave for an interracial conference, 
gave directions that, whatever sub­
jects were taken up by others, its 
delegates were not to' mentioin the 
v^ords “ war” and “ peace” . This may 
shock many good people, but its pur­
pose is full of ccmmon sense. What 
civilized man must do is to dig up the 
roots of war. To abhor and denounce 
the culmination of deep-seated dif­
ferences does not get very far, be­
cause the issues have by then become 
too vague, indefinite and far-reach­
ing. We must go back of the great 
omnibus calamity of war and clear 
the soil as far as possible of racial, 
social, economic and political wrongs.

Straight thinking demands that 
cause and effect must not be con­
fused. The tinarmed Canadian border 
dates from agreement between 
this country and Great Britain. But 
if Canada and the United States had 
not enjoyed much in common and 
trusted each other i;ll these many 
years, the agreement w nild have been

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CHRYSLER CONTINUES
FOREIGN TRIUMPHS

:/ ■

Chrysler’s long se.les of impressive 
triumphs in foreign racing events 
rv-as carried auspiciously into 1928 by 
the capture of two Australian re­
cords in the month of January, cables 
received at the company’s Deti ô(it 
headquarters indicate.

As a result of these two victories, 
all interstate records in both Austraia 
and New Zealand are now held by 
Chrysler cars.

The latest achievements, according 
to the cablegrams, consisted of a run 
of 591 miles from Adelaide to Mel­
bourne in 11 hours and 49 minutes 
on January 15, and one of 57G miles 
from Sydney to Melbourne in 10 
hours and 42 minutes on January 31.

The Sydney-Melbourne record has 
been hotly contested between Chrys­
ler and another American car. H. J. 
Beith, an ameteur driver, set a new 
mark for this run December 22 last 
by covering the distance in 11 hours 
and fourteen minutes. His drive was 
the more remarkable as it was made 
in a salvaged Chrysler “ 70” which 
had been badly damaged in a fire and 
which Beith bought for eighty pounds 
from an insur^ce company and re­
fitted. The car 'had 37,000 miles al­
ready on its speedometer. Beith had 
no competition on the run, carried no 
tools except a hammer and a span­
ner and was without even as much as 
a spare spark plug as provision 
against possible accidents.

The record thus spectacularly won 
was lowered early in January and the 
Chrysler “ 70” was sent' orice more 
•over the course on the last day of the 
month, again making a fresh time 
mark, as the cable now received 
shows. The time on this last dash 
averaged 53.83 miles an hour.

Chrysler now holds all speed and 
distance records in Australia, includ­
ing the interstate runs from Brisbane 
to Sydney; Melbourne to Sydney; 
Preemantle to Adelaide; Christchurch 
to Bluff; and Auckland to Welling­
ton in New Zealand.

Among the other feats which have 
given its cars high prestige in the 
Antipodes Chrysler holds the Aus­
tralian 24 hour record and all speed 
records up to 1000 miles through the 
spectacular drive made by William 
Attwood and A. H. Colliver in a “ 70” 
two-seater last August over the dry 
bed of Lake Perkolilli. In this feat 
the drivers averaged 66.995 miles an 
hour for the distance of 1607.87 miles.

founder’s time and energy and pays 
him liberal dividends in satisfaction 
happiness and human interest.

Though there are few who can 
equal the long and continuous record 
of Mr. Straus for unselfish benevo­
lence, men of similar type are so 
com'mon iri the higher ranks of busi­
ness and industry that they are taken 
for granted, and they throw into un­
pleasant relief, those who live to 
themselves alone. Eevery large city 
possesses examples of both types. The 
former is loved, respected and has 
mer is loved and respected and has 
ses examples of both types. The for- 
the good will of all.. The latter is de­
ferred to and kotowed to, not because 
he is rich, but because_ he is powerful, 
not because men admire him but be­
cause they fear him.

Such men are often free with their 
money when they are spending it for 
personal luxury or prestige. They like 
to enthrone themselves as deities in 
costly temples of self worship and bo 
surround themselves with hired wor­
shipers. They crave admiration and 
esteem, and so they try to buy them 
instead of earning them.

, It would be unjust to hold these 
self-centered Croesuses up to scorn 
and loathing. Often they are -very 
good fellows. The stethoscope would 
reveal warm hearts beating under 
their waistcoats, and the best-trained 
ear could hear no murmur of the cash 
register. Something is unquestionably 
wrong with tht'm. It may, of course, 
he sheer meanness; but it is more 
likely to be lack of imagination, ig­
norance of what a dollar or a million 
of them will buy when spent in wise 
benevclence, or failure to perceive 
how surely giving blesses him who 
gives as Well as him who receives 
•When the warm heart of youth grows 
cold it is because absorption in per­
sonal interests has shielded it from 
distress and want on every hand. Our 
first-hand knowledge of the human 
great imaginative philanthropists are 
able to perceive human needs and to 
relieve them without coming into 
close persoiial contact with them. Our 
poor little rich men who lack this 
fine faculty need to come face to 
face with the sick and starving and 
the unemployed so that they may be­
hold with their own eyes the condi­
tions which exist about them. Few 
could harden their hearts to what 
they would see or resist holding out 
a helping hand.

The best type of benevolent man 
thinks little and says less about lay­
ing up treasures in heaven. He does 
what he does because he likes it and 
because he can get 'more kick out of 
life in that way than in any other. 
His taste may be, and usually is, an 
acquired taste, but this makes it no 
less strong. Happy is he who acquires 
it before he can afford to gratify it, 
for this is the best guaranty that the 
desire will become and will remain a 
preferred creditor.

Communities in which mean or un­
imaginative rich men outnumber the 
opposite type deserve a certain 
amount of sympathy; but iii the long 
run their lot will be happier than that 
of their poior little millionaires whase 
lives are slipping away without yield­
ing them the best of the rewards for 
which they have been grubbing.
