FEEDING FOR EGG PRODUCTION

Prof. D. II. Keic, iiead of Poultry 
Department of the A. & M. College 
says that six pounds or less of bal­
anced feed costing from 12 to 15 
cents will produce one dozen eggs, 
while with corn, milo, or other grain 
alone, from 13 to 20 pounds is re­
quired to produce one dozen eggs at 
a cost of 25 cents or more.

Hens that are fed poor rations may 
live, keep fair health and produce a 
few eggs, but only when they are fed 
well balanced rations in the proper 
quantities will they produce profit­
ably.

Actual feed trials show that the 
bjpt..pf hens» cannot eat enough corn 
d¥ other grain alone to prodr^ce more 
than about 80 eggs per year. To get 
120 to 200 eggs yearly it is necessary 
to balance these feeds with higher 
protein f e q ^  like milk, meat scrap, 
and cottonseed meal.

A good ration that has a number 
of egg laying records to its credit in 
the TexasNational Egg-laying Con­
test is one which is now being popu­
larized over the state as the “ Big 5 
Ration.”  It is used where no milk is 
available and is mixed as follows: 100 
pounds corn or milo meal; 100 pounds 
of ground oats; 100 pounds wheat 
bran; 100 pounds wheat shorts; and 
100 pounds meat scrap of 50 per cent 
protein. Where farms have wheat 
on hand 200 pounds finely ground 
wheat may be substituted for the 
wheat bran and shorts, in the laying 
mash formula above: The scratch 
grain ration is made up in this pro- 
iiortion: 2 pounds cracked corn; 1 
pound wheat; and 1 pound oats.
